$100,000 BONUS PRIZE – AL BASTI EQUIWORLD DUBAI NZ 2000 GUINEAS 
The Trustees of the Christchurch Racecourse will provide a $100,000 bonus to the owners of the first three placegetters in the Al 

Basti Equiworld Dubai New Zealand 2000 Guineas.  This is over and above the $600,000 stake money attached to the Group 1 

feature.  The bonus will be paid $70,000 to the winning owner/s, $20,000 to the owner/s of the second placegetter and $10,000 

to the owner/s of the third placegetter. 

 

The Trustees made this decision at their meeting on Monday in recognition of the importance that the three-year-old Classic has 

to the very essence of racing and the New Zealand Cup Meeting at Riccarton Park Racecourse. 

 

Trustees Chairman Peter Cordner said “The Trustees have a role to play in promoting and fostering racing at Riccarton Park.  We 

see no better way to do so that to ensure that the flagship Group 1 race for all three-year-old has the best chance to attract the 

very best horses to New Zealand’s premier week of racing to add to the honour roll of champion past winners and continue to 

kickstart the New Zealand Cup Meeting on the first day.”
