RACE COMMENTS 

Race 1 BJW MOTORS MAIDEN 1400m 

MIDASWELLBJACK (C Dell) - Jumped awkwardly crowding CHELSEA ROSE. 

 

CHELSEA ROSE (L Allpress) - Crowded at the start.  Raced three-wide without cover. 

 

REPROBATE (T Davies) - Jumped outwards crowding MISS ROSIE.  Steadied off heels when the pace eased near the 

1000 metres and went back on to NADHEEMA, which was steadied.   

 

GEE FORCE (A Mudhoo) - Steadied off the heels of MIDASWELLBJACK (C Dell) when the pace eased passing the 1000 

metres.   



 

MISS ROSIE (J Allen) - Crowded at the start losing ground.  Held up and unable to obtain clear running over the 

concluding stages, going to the line without being fully tested. 

 

SHE’S PATSY (K Hercock) - Slow to begin.  Angled outwards to avoid heels passing the 1000 metres. 

 

NADHEEMA (T Taiaroa) - Steadied passing the 1000 metres.   

 

C Dell (MIDASWELLBJACK) and M Singh (FULL HOUSE) were shown footage and spoken to with regard to easing the 

pace passing the 1000 metres to a degree which placed runners in behind in some difficulty. 

 

Race 2 MARK DUNCAN LIVESTOCK MAIDEN 2140m 

BUBBAJOCK (C Dell) - Slow to begin, then ridden with urgency to recover. 

 

ON ALERT (S O’Malley) - Slow to begin. 

 

NO TEARS (L Kauri) - Slow to begin. 

 

TIKEMYSON (L Allpress) - Raced three-wide in the early stages, making the first bend awkwardly.  Raced ungenerously 

through the early and middle stages.  Held up for clear running until passing the 200 metres. 

 

Race 3 MARTIN COLLINS NEW ZEALAND 2140m 

JUSTASPERCY (L Kauri) - Restrained at the start to obtain cover. 

 

BAHIA EMERALD (K Hercock) - Raced three-wide without cover in the early stages 

 

TRAMORE (A Mudhoo) - Raced three-wide without cover in the early stages.  Lay inwards approaching the 200 

metres placing HUNGRY in restricted room. 

 

HUNGRY (J Chung) - Placed in restricted room approaching the 200 metres. 

 

MR BEANS THE NAME (T Davies) - Finished some distance last.  Trainer S Brown was disappointed with today’s 

performance taking into consideration the gelding had been a previous winner on a synthetic track.  Underwent a 

post-race veterinary examination which did not reveal any abnormality. 

 

Race 4 INTOWIN.CO.NZ JOIN A SYNDICATE 1000m 

LINCOLN’S KRUZ (L Allpress) - Slow to begin. 

 

KANA (C Dell) - Restrained to obtain cover shortly after the start.  Held up in the straight, having to angle outwards to 

obtain clear running. 

 

BEEBEEP (T Mitchell) - Raced three-wide through the middle stages. 

 

Race 5 RICHARD SIMPSON CONTRACTING 1000m 



DISCOVERY BAY (L Allpress) - Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination after receiving a kick and was cleared to 

start. 

 

ALFRISTON (T Mitchell) - Slow to begin.  Had to be steadied near the 700 metres. 

 

DOUBTFUL SOUND (L Kauri) - Raced three-wide in the early stages. 

 

Race 6 HR JONES & CO LTD 1400m 

DON’T ASK (C Dell) - Slow away. 

 

GURTLYN (A Mudhoo) - Jumped awkwardly contacting CIAMBELLA. 

 

CIAMBELLA (T Mitchell) - Contacted at the start. 

 

SHARE POWER (T Davies) - Held up early in the home straight. 

 

OPAWA JACK (M Singh) - Raced wide throughout. 

 

MAN EXPRESS (L Allpress) - Weakened in the home straight, finishing towards the rear.  Rider could offer no excuse.  

A post-race veterinary examination did not reveal any obvious abnormality.  Trainer R Bergerson will monitor the 

gelding over coming days and notify Stewards of any anomalies. 

 

Race 7 ENTAIN-NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES RACE MAIDEN 1200m 

OUR MATLIDA (T Davies) - Began awkwardly, contacting GOOD CRAIC. 

 

GOOD CRAIC (C Dell) - Contacted at the start. 

 

HASBULLA (J Riddell) - Restrained shortly after the start to obtain cover. 

 

SWISS BELT (C Butler) - Raced wide. 

 

HEALTHY REGARDS (M Singh) - Began awkwardly, then raced four-wide throughout. 

 

C Dell (GOOD CRAIC) - Was advised to exercise greater care after angling his mount outwards near the 250 metres 

when not fully clear of SWISS BELT.
