RACE COMMENTS 

Race 1 TARANAKI-WANGANUI NZTBA 2200m 

DES DE JEU (D Mcdonagh) - Over-raced in the early stages, then restrained to avoid heels passing the 1500 metres. 
 
BERRY THE CASH (P Matthews) - Held up rounding the final bend, having to be angled wide passing the 200 metres to 
obtain clear running. 
 
LOCHWINNOCH (K Macnab) - Lay inwards under pressure in the home straight. 
 
PASSWORD (K Wiles) - Raced wide throughout. 
 
N Downs (IZYMYDAAD) - Spoken to regarding his whip use in the home straight. 
 

Race 2 CHRIS HAY LIVESTOCK MAIDEN 2200m 

 



CATCH AND RELEASE (S O’Malley) - Restrained to the rear from its wide draw.  Held up throughout the home straight, 
going to the line untested. 
 
MONSARAZ (C Dell) - Began awkwardly losing ground, finishing some distance last.  C Dell had no excuse.  L Latta 
advised Stewards the gelding’s racing future would be reassessed.  Underwent a post-race veterinary examination 
which did not reveal any obvious abnormality. 
 
SPLIT (L Allpress) - Raced keenly having to be steadied near the 1500 metres.  Over-raced near the 1000 metres so 
was taken forward.  Lay inwards under pressure over the concluding stages. 
 

Race 3 NICK O’LEARY FARRIER MAIDEN 1650m 

SANDY LANE (D Mcdonagh) - Slow to begin.  Raced wide in the early and middle stages.  Finished towards the rear.  
When questioned rider was of the opinion the mare may not have backed up from its most recent run. 
 
ROCKING LIGHT (P Matthews) - Slow to begin. 
 
HOME RULE (D Parker) - Over-raced when wide in the early stages. 
 
PHATS (S Fannin) - Shifted inwards near the 200 metres, contacting TOWROPE. 
 
TOWROPE (S O’Malley) - Contacted 200 metres. 
 
Race 4 PASTURE FIRST 1650m 

FABIAN HAWK (T Davies)- Slow away.  Held up rounding the final bend, having to angle wide to obtain clear running. 
 
LOVE NESST (L Hemi) - Slow away. 
 
INTERLLECTUS (S O’Malley) - Slow away. 
 
RONIN POROTENE (C Dell) - Slow away then ridden with urgency to recover. 
 
BLUE RATA BOLDNESS (J Doyle) - Raced three-wide in the middle stages. 
 

Race 5 EMMETTS SERVICE CENTRE MAIDEN 1400m 

TIVACI’S JOY (C Barnes) - Slow away. 

 

PICCADILLY JACK (L Douglas) - Raced keen through the middle stages.  Angled outwards off heels near the 800 

metres. 

 

SHORE PATROL (S O’Malley) - Steadied off heels passing the 1000 metres. 

 

LET’S GET LOOSE (C Lindsay) - Raced three-wide in the middle stages. 

 

JAZZ WITH DRAGON (M Hashizume) - Rider advised the gelding had finished the race off only fairly, however in his 
opinion may improve with the run. 
 

STOUT (C Butler) - Finished towards the rear.  Trainer advised the gelding will be spelled.  A post-race veterinary 
examination did not reveal any abnormality. 
 

Race 6 TREADWELL GORDON MAIDEN 1200m 



BUTTON YA LIP (L Hemi) - Very slow away (3L). 
 
BESPOKE (L Sutherland) - Shifted outwards shortly after the start, contacting MANZAPPEAL, which lost ground. 
 
MANZAPPEAL (C Butler) - Contacted at the start, losing ground. 
 
BLUE RATA WAREA (J Doyle) - Raced three-wide without cover throughout. 
 
JAMAICA BAY (L Allpress) - Denied a run near the 250 metres. 
 
SHE’S PATSY (C Barnes) - Held up in the early stages of the home straight. 
 
 

Race 7 ENTAIN – NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES RACE 1200m 

FREE BEE (J Riddell) - Very slow to begin (3L).  J Riddell reported the mare paraded indifferently and carried that 
attitude over into the race.  He considered FREE BEE to be unsuited to the tongue tie on this occasion but did not 
offer this as an excuse, advising the mare was very disappointing. 
 
TOKYO HOT NIGHT (C Barnes) - Began awkwardly, slightly unbalancing the rider, losing ground.  Rider was of the 
opinion the filly may be better suited to more rain-affected going. 
 
BIKINDY (M Singh) - Had to be angled outwards to obtain clear running near the 200 metres. 
 

Race 8 NATALIE’S BIRTHDAY 1650m 

RITA BONITA (C Dell) - Restrained from a wide draw to obtain cover. 
 
BILLY BOY (S O’Malley) - Raced three-wide throughout. 
 
BOURBON FALLS (J Riddell) - Held up on the final bend, having to be angled outwards entering the home straight to 
obtain clear running. 
 
GLORAFILIA (U Holmquist) - Held up in the home straight. 
 
JUSTASKPERCY (M Singh) - When questioned into the improved run, Trainer S Gordon advised that JUSTASKPERCY 
had been ridden in a more positive manner today, adding she had not been disappointed in the gelding’s last start 
performance where it finished the race off well after getting back in the running.
