RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 FARMERS AIR SPRINT 

MCDAIDS (R Myers) shifted out leaving the barriers hampering PAYDAY (S Collett) which was forced onto SAINT COLUMBU 
(M Hills) and MISS LIONESS (H Tinsley) with PAYDAY and MISS LIONESS losing ground as a result. 
DORIAN GREY (D Bradley) raced keenly when being restrained near the 900 metres. 
MCDAIDS lay out under pressure in the final straight. 
The track was upgraded to Dead(4) retrospective to this race. 

Race 2 THE RIVERS STAYERS 

PEARLS (M Dravitzki) and CANDIDLY (K Leung) began awkwardly. 
SLUMDOG MILLIONARE (C Grylls) and PEARLS were both restrained to avoid heels passing the 1600 metres when the pace 
steadied. 
PIONEER (M Dee) was held behind the weakening CANDIDLY near the 600 metres. 

Race 3 UNIVERSAL ENGINEERING SPRINT 

KITTY RUSSELL (L Whelan) began awkwardly losing ground (5L). 
COMMAND (D Bradley) shifted outwards leaving the barriers inconveniencing DUNTOILIN (R Myers) and POPPAS DELIGHT 
(S Collett). 
ROCKWEILER (M Hills) hung outwards throughout running wide around the final turn taking GOODN’TARG (C Grylls) and 
POPPAS DELIGHT over extra ground. 
When questioned regarding the disappointing performance of GOODN’TARG rider C Grylls advised that the filly had a good 
trip outside the leader but was inclined to race awkwardly with its head up but was unable to offer any excuses. 

Race 4 CRAIGS INVESTMENT PARTNERS STAYERS 

LADY LINDAUER (J Oliver) shifted outwards jumping away hampering SOLMATE (D Bradley) and MAY (M Hills). 
MAY was inclined to get its head up when being restrained in the early stages. 
LADY LINDAUER had to be steadied off heels when over-racing near the 1700 metres. 



 

 

I’M RUBY (S Collett) hung outwards rounding the final bend. 
J Oliver admitted a breach of careless riding in that he permitted his mount LADY LINDAUER to shift outwards passing the 
400 metres when not sufficiently clear of NO COMMISSION (M Dee) which was checked and forced outwards onto 
SOULMATE (D Bradley).  After hearing submissions the Judicial Committee suspended J Oliver from the conclusion of racing 
on Sunday 22 September until the conclusion of racing on Saturday 28 September, 4 riding days. 
LADY LINDAUER shifted outwards under pressure inconveniencing MAY near the 200 metres. 

Race 5 GARY BATES CARS SPRINT 

BEAUTIFUL MAN (H Tinsley) which was slow to begin was then further hampered between BARNIE O’MARNIE (D Bradley), 
which was taken out by VUKONA (M Hills), and GRAWIN (M Dravitzki) which shifted in resulting in BEAUTIFUL MAN losing 
ground (4L). 
VUKONA shifted out under pressure making contact with BIOLOGIST (K Leung) near the 150 metres. 
BARNIE O’MARNIE over-raced in the early and middle stages. 
D Bradley (BARNIE O’MARNIE) dropped his right rein near the 150 metres. 

Race 6 MATAWHERO WINES FILLIES AND MARES MAIDEN 

MIDNIGHT MOLLY (H Tinsley) shifted outwards over the early stages hampering ALAGINT (C Grylls). 
EN’JOYOUR LINDAUER (J Oliver) commenced to over-race passing the 1200 metres and continued to do so through the 
middle stages. 
MIDNIGHT MOLLY raced three wide without cover. 
SUNSEKA (M Dravitzki) hung outwards throughout having to be straightened on several occasions in the final straight. 

Race 7 BURKE FAMILY MAIDEN SPRINT 

Trainer K Burne was advised that a barrier warning would be placed against FOIBLES which proved difficult to load. 
FOIBLES (M Hills) was slow to begin. 
MASTER PINNACLE (D Bradley) shifted outwards when being restrained inconveniencing FOIBLES passing the 1100 metres. 
LUEN YAT DIVA (C Grylls) raced ungenerously when being restrained approaching the 800 metres. 
NEED A DIAMOND (R Myers) lay out entering the final straight near the 350 metres inconveniencing LUEN YAT DIVA and 
MASTER PINNACLE (D Bradley). 

Race 8 LEADERBRAND THREE YEAR OLD MAIDEN 

BABILLONI (M Dee) began very awkwardly making solid contact with SODALICIOUS (M Hills) and becoming unbalanced 
losing ground. 
STOLE MY THUNDER (C Grylls) began awkwardly. 
SODALICIOUS over-raced in the middle stages. 
VIRGINIA (D Bradley) raced three wide without cover throughout.
