Race 1 | ANN BROWNE RACING MAIDEN HURDLE

CISKAY (L Kennedy) was slow to begin, and was further hampered when NANCHO LASS (C Studd) shifted in shortly after the
start.

TOMTOM tried to run the first fence down putting in a poor jump dislodging rider R Cole who was uninjured.

At the first fence REGALO REAAL (D Miller) shifted in and away from KINGS KITE (G Walsh) landing awkwardly and
inconveniencing NANCHO LASS.

WAIKIRIKIRI (M Gillies) was inconvenienced prior to jumping the second fence by the riderless horse.

HUNTERS CREEK (A Kuru) jumped the fifth fence poorly landing awkwardly.

SIR AL SYD attempted to run off at the fence near the 1400 metres almost dislodging rider S Karnicnik losing ground as a
result.

Near the 900 metres WAIKIRIKIRI had to steady when in restricted room to the inside of KINGS KITE.

KINGS KITE put in a poor jump at the second to last fence.

SIR AL SYD hit the last fence and blundered on landing when well back.

CISKAY jumped indifferently throughout.

Race 2 | GRAND TAVERN OPEN HURDLE

PRESTIGIOSA (L Kennedy) was slow to begin.

BAHHTON (E Farr) was inclined to over-race in the early stages.

MAGNA CARTA (M Gillies) hit the fourth fence hard and blundered on landing losing momentum inconveniencing MASTER




MICHAEL (M Gibbs-Manssen).

THENAMESBOND (C Studd) put in a poor jump at the fifth fence landing awkwardly.

THENAMESBOND put in a poor jump at the fence near the 1000 metres on the second occasion losing ground.
CANDIDLY (D Miller) hit the final fence and blundered on landing.

MAGNA CARTA and BAHHTON put in poor jumps at the final fence when well back.

D’LLARO was inclined to run its fences down throughout.

M Gillies the rider of MAGNA CARTA reported the gelding was inclined to hang out throughout the race.

Race 3 | TE AROHA MEMORIAL RSA 1000

OKAGBARE (R Elliot) jumped away awkwardly.

KEEPISH (A Jones) was slow to begin.

Approaching the 700 metres OKAGBARE had to shift out when awkwardly placed on the heels of HONKIETONK TIGER (T
Thornton) making contact with RAVEN CHERRY (A Schwerin) taking that runner out on to the heels of ACRYLIC (C Grylls)
which was shifting in with RAVEN CHERRRY having to be steadied as a result.

HONKIETONK TIGER lay out under pressure in the final straight.

Race 4 | COBRAS RUGBY CLUB 1000

SABER (R Elliot) began awkwardly shifting ground inwards dictating LOWRIDER (S Collett) in on to BUFFALO HUNTER
(C Grylls) which was crowded having to steady.
BUFFALO HUNTER raced greenly in the final straight.

Race 5 ‘ BEN FOOTE RACING STEEPLECHASE

GET FLASH (M Gillies) put in a poor jump at the fourth to last fence.

COMTE DE JEU (A Kuru) was pulled up prior to jumping the third to last fence when well back.

SUNSET PASS put in a poor jump at the third to last fence, and then stumbled on landing dislodging rider D Miller.
Both horse and rider were uninjured. Inconvenienced as a result were KICK BACK (L Kennedy), STORM HOME (M
Mitchell) and HOLD THE DREAM (E Farr).

Race 6 ‘ TE AROHA STALLION PLACEMENT SCHEME 1600

GEMZER (U Holmquist) was slow to begin.

EL LUCHADOR (S Collett) jumped away awkwardly.

Passing the 700 metres SHINKO SHIBATA (Z Moki) shifted in across the heels of | GOTTA HUNCH (A Jones)
inconveniencing LOCALLY SAUCED (A Collett) which had to be briefly steadied.

LOCALLY SAUCED and | GOTTA HUNCH both raced greenly in the final straight.

Rider A Jones advised Stewards that | GOTTA HUNCH was unsuited to today’s track conditions.

Race 7 ‘ TE AROHA STALLION PLACEMENT SCHEME 1600

SONTANA (L Werner) was slow to begin.

CARDON BOY (A Jones) jumped away awkwardly.

Passing the 1400 metres THE BEST MAN (T Thornton) shifted out off the heels of VEGAS NIGHT (S Collett) taking EVA
QUICK STEPH (M Hills) and LUCKY DESIRE (B R Jones) wider on the track.

SONTANA raced keenly in the early and middle stages.

THE BEST MAN when racing greenly in the final straight shifted out passing the 200 metres taking EVA QUICK STEPH
out on to LUCKY DESIRE. The connections of EVA QUICK STEPH wished to view the videos as to lodging a protest
against the second placed runner THE BEST MAN but elected not to proceed.
