RACE COMMENTS:
Race 1 | BIRCHWOOD GENETICS & WAIMATE HOTEL RATING 75

Rider R Black was unable to make the contracted weight for PENNYS FROM HEAVEN and was subsequently replaced by C
Barnes. R Black admitted a subsequent breach of Rule 330(3)(c) and after considering submissions on penalty the JCA
suspended her licence to ride in races from the 13 June up to and including the conclusion of racing on 17 June 2016, 1
riding day.

AMUN RA (L Callaway) was slow to begin.

EDENSONG (M Cameron) was crowded leaving the barrier between ROCK SOLID (K Kalychurun) and WERIO (J Morris), both
of which shifted ground.

EDENSONG raced three-wide without cover throughout.

AMUN RA was held up for a distance passing the 600 metres.

BRIDGET TOWN (G Jogoo) was momentarily held up near the 150 metres.

Rider M Cameron (EDENSONG) was reminded of his obligations regarding the use of his whip on a runner out of
contention.

Race 2 | MARK MEYER MAIDEN

I DON’T KNOW (C Barnes) and UNONUTUDELERE (R Hannam) were slow to begin.

FLAGBEARER (S Muniandy) jumped inwards from the barrier bumping HOT DATE (M Cameron) which in turn bumped with
OUR CHARLIE (R Black).

COURT JESTER (T Moseley) began awkwardly.

OUR CHARLIE over-raced in the early stages.

LETIZIA (J Morris) raced erratically in the early stages and passing the 1200 metres when being restrained, shifted outwards
abruptly having to be steadied. LETIZIA then raced wide for the remainder.

FLAGBEARER shifted outwards when racing greenly approaching the 1000 metres.




OUR CHARLIE became held up near the 450 metres when trailing the weakening SEASONED GEM (L Callaway), with OUR
CHARLIE shifting outwards across that runner’s heels abruptly forcing LETIZIA wider.

FUN FAIR (P Shaikh) lay inwards throughout the final straight and near the 200 metres shifted inwards abruptly when
struck with the whip. Apprentice Rider P Shaikh was then unable to ride his mount out fully over the concluding stages due
to the mare’s tendency.

Race 3 | ALISTER WILSON MEMORIAL RATING 65

GOTTAGETMYWOOHOO (T Moseley) and ZAH GIRL (D Walsh) were slow to begin.

STRIKE UP THE BAND (R Bishop) commenced to over-race near the 1200 metres having to be steadied and shifted wider to
avoid the heels of BAHHARE BABE (L Allpress).

TWICKENHAM (J Lowry) raced wide without cover throughout.

BAHHARE BABE was held up for a distance passing the 500 metres.

HIGH VIZ (A Chan) had to be steadied near the 500 metres when improving up onto the heels of KISS LIKE THIS.

ZAH GIRL had to be angled inwards across heels near the 300 metres to improve.

When questioned regarding the disappointing performance of TWICKENHAM, Apprentice Rider J Lowry advised that the
gelding had to work hard through the early and middle stages of the event which in his opinion took its toll when placed
under pressure in the final straight.

Race 4 | WAIMATE TOWN & COUNTRY CLUB MAIDEN

Trainer S McKay advised Stewards that SATIN JITTERBUG had come into season.

SATIN JITTERBUG (T Moseley) and MRS NEVILL (T Direen) were slow to begin.

THAT’S MY PUSSYCAT (G Jogoo) jumped inwards from the barrier making heavy contact with SO GALLANT (J Lowry).

LADY ROCK (D Walsh) raced wide without cover throughout.

LOOSE GOOSE (R Hannam) commenced to give ground inside the final 800 metres inconveniencing SWEET TIME (L Allpress)
which became held up for several strides. LOOSE GOOSE was then not persevered with thereafter. Stewards requested a
post-race veterinary inspection of LOOSE GOOSE which revealed a slow recovery rate.

SWEET TIME had to be steadied near the 350 metres when becoming awkwardly placed to the outside of MRS NEVILL.
SATIN JITTERBUG and CAPER CALEB were inclined to lay inwards throughout the final straight, with the trailing SO
GALLANT having to steady momentarily when in restricted room.

Race 5 | WILLOW GLEN STUD RATING 65

ROYAL DOLLAR (A Chan) was slow to begin.

I’LLBEYOURPLATINUM (R Black) was steadied racing into the first bend when in restricted room to the inside of MORGAN
BET (J Lowry) which lay inwards. MORGAN BET when being corrected by its rider shifted outwards contacting the hind-
quarters of MIO KIWI (R Hannam) having to be steadied.

POINT PROVEN (K Kalychurun) raced wide without cover over the final 1200 metres.

MIO KIWI raced keenly through the middle stages.

SHOW MACCOOL (S Muniandy) was held up for a distance passing the 500 metres.

’LLBEYOURPLATINUM and ALPINE JULZ (G Jogoo) came together and bumped near the 400 metres.

ODABELLA was inclined to lay inwards through the early stages of the final straight, with Rider L Allpress electing to switch
the whip into her left-hand in an attempt to rectify the mare’s tendency.

Race 6 | R & D GOODEVE WAIMATE CUP

SIR AMRON (T Direen) was slow to begin.

SPEEDY JAX (T Moseley) was crowded leaving the barrier between COME FLY WITH ME (L Allpress) which lay inwards and
DELACROIX (G Jogoo) which was forced outwards by PHEASANT (L Callaway).

SIR AMRON made the first bend awkwardly.

PHEASANT was eased down over the final 300 metres, with a subsequent post-race veterinary examination revealing no
abnormalities.

COME FLY WITH ME shifted inwards under pressure near the 250 metres bumping with THE GORDONIAN (R Bishop).
Co-Trainer K Hughes attributed the improved performance of SPEEDY JAX to the addition of a leather tongue-tie.

Rider L Allpress reported that COME FLY WITH ME had overreached and struck itself during the running.

Race 7 | RON WILLIAMSON RATING 90

HOMELAND (R Black) and MAL D’MOUR (G Jogoo) were slow to begin.

SIGNIFY (A Chan) and MADAM BENTLEY (C Barnes) came together and bumped shortly after the start.
SHAARA (L Callaway) raced keenly in the early and middle stages when leading.

NEWS FLASH (J Lowry) and MAYBE MIAMI (T Moseley) came together and bumped near the 100 metres.
Co-Trainer K Parsons indicated that MADAM BENTLEY would be sent for an immediate spell.
