RACE COMMENTS:

Race 1 | HOY 1-6 MARCH 2100 (2100 metres)

NYMPH MONTE and PRIORITISE both began awkwardly and settled back.

KAIRANGA LAD was held up for some distance near the 400 metre mark and was then forced to change ground outwards
with approximately 250 metres to travel when a gap between BALHAM and BELLA’S DELIGHT failed to eventuate.

J Parkes, the rider of the 3™ horse, BALHAM, admitted a breach of Rule 636(1)(d) in that he failed to ride his mount out
fully to the finish and was beaten for 2" placing. After hearing evidence and viewing video films of the race, jockey Parkes
had his licence to ride in races suspended from the conclusion of racing on Saturday, 5" March 2016 up until the conclusion
of racing on Thursday, 24™ March 2016 (10 days).

Race 2 FASTTRACK INSURANCE 1400 (1400 metres)

OVERTHERIVER jumped outwards abruptly at the start and lost ground.

OVERTHERIVER commenced to over-race so was then taken forward near the 1000 metres.
SMARTLY had to steady off heels near the 800 metres.

SMARTLY ran wide in the final straight.

Race 3 | STELLA ARTOIS 1400 (1400 metres)




BELLE CADEAU shifted out at the start hampering IWANNADANCELIKEHIM and WILLS ROAD.

CHARLESTOWN was held up in the home straight and unable to improve until gaining clear running near the 150 metres.
BELLE CADEAU was hampered when NOTIONANNAGINS shifted in abruptly when struck with the whip approaching the
200 metres.

BELLE CADEAU underwent a post-race veterinary examination which was clear.

Race 4 | TRINITY HILL 1200 (1200 metres)

TOMELILLA began awkwardly and got back.

INA CANTA raced fiercely approaching the 800 metres and when being restrained shifted out and bumped with CLUBS
CHOICE, which became unbalanced. CLUBS CHOICE then raced three wide without cover.

CLUBS CHOICE was momentarily hampered near the 200 metres when STEADFAST shifted in under pressure.
TOMELILLA had to be angled wide to improve near the 200 metres.

Race 5 | PER INCANTO 3YO (1400 metres)

IN ANOTHER LIFE (M McNab) over-raced in front throughout. When questioned rider M McNab said that he was unable to
steady the gelding when attempting to do so approaching the 800 metre bend and advised that IN ANOTHER LIFE raced in
a very fresh state.

OKANAGAN (O Bosson) shifted wide on the 400 metre bend. When questioned into his lack of vigour in the early part of
the home straight, rider O Bosson advised that the gelding struggled in the going throughout and that he had eased his
mount near the 250 metres when runners either side shifted ground.

FLYING FLETCH had to be angled wide to improve over the final stages.

Race 6 | GREAT THINGS GROW HERE 1300 (1300 metres)

HUNTA PENCE and BOOM BOOM DIDI were both slow away.
BOOM BOOM DIDI raced greenly in the early and middle stages.
BIGSIE was held up for some distance near the 400 metres prior to gaining clear running in the home straight.

Race 7 | LITTLE AVONDALE LOWLAND STAKES (2100 metres)

ALL IN VOGUE (R Hannam) and AMAZING LADY jostled near the post on the first round when ALL IN VOGUE was over-
racing. Rider R Hannam reported that ALL IN VOGUE was not suited to the track conditions.

SOFIA ROSA raced keenly early.

BLACK SAV raced wide in the early and middle stages.

HOT IN HIGH HEELS was denied a run near the straight entrance and had to steady as a result.

Rider J Parkes had no excuse for the disappointing run of BLACK SAV.

When questioned into the run of SEWREEL, rider O Bosson had no excuse and said the filly was disappointing.
SEWREEL underwent a post-race veterinary examination which was clear.

Race 8 | LITTLE AVONDALE — 75 YEARS PROVEN MILE (1600 metres)

VITALI raced wide without cover throughout.
RED SUNSET was slow away.
