RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 RACE IMAGES – VISIT YOUR HORSE AT RACEIMAGES.CO.NZ  MAIDEN 2040 

SPONDULIX (R Hannam) - reared immediately prior to the start being effected which resulted in several runners 
anticipating the start.   
 
EM KAY POPS (T Johnson) – was slow away.  Made the final bend awkwardly, shifted out dictating GAME PERCY over 
extra ground. 
 
OUR WONDER (J Parkes) – raced keenly early. 
 
BATCHELOR BABE (S Collett) - was inclined to lay out rounding the first corner. 
 



NEMESIS (H Tinsley) - raced three-wide without cover throughout. 
MASTER COURTSMAN (A Chan) - shifted in under pressure over the final stages and had to be straightened. 
 

Race 2 G BRISTOL & SONS MAIDEN 1200 

GIOVANNETTA (M Tanaka) – jumped away awkwardly and bumped with STAROSSA. 
 
STAROSSA (C Perrett) – Began awkwardly.  Over-raced in the early and middle stages and went off-stride near the 
900 metres when racing greenly.  C Perrett was advised to exercise greater care with regard to the manner in which 
he rode his mount near the 700 metres when he attempted to improve forward against the rail when there was 
insufficient room to do so.   
 
MY JOLENE (T Johnson) – made the bend awkwardly passing the 600 metres.  Improved up onto the heels of RHIZA 
over the final stages and had to be steadied.  
 

Race 3 SPOONERS DRYCLEANERS MAIDEN 3YO 1200 

BASTILLE BABE (T Johnson) – slow to begin. 
 
DRAPPIER (R Myers) – began awkwardly. 
 
SMOKEN HOT (S McKay) – was observed to check and lose ground near the 800 metre mark when racing inside 
ABLOOM (O Bosson) with YEMANYA (M Tanaka) outside that runner.  After questioning riders and viewing video 
footage no further action was considered necessary other than to advise M Tanaka to exercise greater care when in 
similar situations.  Stewards took into account an over-reaction from SMOKEN HOT when assessing the interference.  
RED RED ROBIN (A Chan) was also affected and lost ground. 
 
RED RED ROBIN (A Chan) – was held up approaching the 600 metres. 
 
ABLOOM (O Bosson) – was held up passing the 300 metres.  
 

Race 4 WANGANUI RACEHORSE OWNERS ASSOCIATION 1200 

JUDI ANNE (E Farr) – began awkwardly and lost several lengths, then raced four-wide around the top bend into the 
straight.  Was inclined to lay in under pressure in the home straight. 
 
LADY CONRAAD (J Parkes) – raced three-wide without cover throughout. 
 
SPRITZ (O Bosson) – was held up early in the home straight going to the line untested. 
 
PLATINUM DIVA (D Bradley) – had to change ground passing the 200 metres and was held up inside the final 100 
metres. 
 
ABSOLUTELY ME (J Riddell) – raced in restricted room and was held up for a short distance over the final stages prior 
to gaining a run inside the final 50 metres. 
 
PLATINUM VALENCE (L Hemi) – shifted out and away from ABSOLUTELY ME when that runner improved to its inside 
over the final stages and as a result WORLDCLASS had to be steadied and lost ground.  Stewards took into account 
inward movement from JUDI ANNE when assessing the interference to WORLDCLASS.  The rider of JUDI ANNE, E 
Farr, was advised that she is expected to straighten her mount sooner than she did on this occasion. 
 

Race 5 WANGANUI STEELFORMERS MAIDEN 1340 

STUNNING (M Tanaka) - bumped at start and settled back. 
 



SHEZ GONNA GETCHA (A Chan) – raced three-wide without cover throughout. 
 
HEINEKEN ROCKS (S Collett) – raced erratically early and accidentally bumped PRINCE OZ which was inconvenienced 
for a short distance. 
 
MAXIMILLIEN (H Tinsley) – began awkwardly bumping STUNNING. 
 
STRAIGHT JACKET (T Johnson) – was held up early in the home straight when attempting a marginal run which did not 
eventuate to the inside of HIPHOP, going to the line untested. 
 
INVOKE (E Farr) – finished some distance last. E Farr reported the mare had hung throughout. 
 

Race 6 MANELY HORSE 1600 

VENCEDORA – was a late scratching at approximately 3pm after a veterinary inspection revealed a lacerated right eye 
which the filly sustained in the tie-up stalls. 
 
ARYA (M Tanaka) – was slow away. 
 
POROTENE MAGNUM (T Johnson) – over-raced passing the 1,200 metres. 
 

Race 7 GAS & HEATING MAIDEN 1600 

SHOCKTILLYOUDROP (D Bradley) - was slow away (4l) 
 
DREAM DANCER (R Myers) - raced wide rounding the first turn 
 

Race 8 AME ELECTRICAL MAIDEN 1600 

MOLIZLAD (M Tanaka) – raced greenly into the first turn then raced very wide into the back straight and in doing so, 
dictated SKUFFLE over extra ground.  Continued to over-race when three-wide throughout. 
 
BATTLE CREEK (H Tinsley) – over-raced into the first turn and steadied off heels near the 400 metres when the pace 
ahead eased and in doing so tightened CASHEL.  H Tinsley was reminded of his obligations when shifting ground. 
 
MOSS JAZZ (B Hutton) - was held up and unable to improve for some distance rounding the home turn. 
 
CASHEL (S McKay) – tightened near the 400 metres. 
 
WAPITI (J Parkes) – held up for some distance rounding the home turn and was awkwardly placed when in restricted 
room on straightening.
