RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 ASCOT FARM 1000 2YO 

LORD BUFFALO (C Lammas) – Underwent a veterinary examination prior to the start and was cleared to run.  Crowded 
on jumping away losing ground.   
 
BELLE DU NORD (J Waddell) – Began awkwardly. 
 
BOUNDARY (M Du Plessis) – Began awkwardly shifting in making contact with STYLE BY DESIGN with that runner then 
shifting in crowding LORD BUFFALO which lost ground.  Made the bend near the 700 metres awkwardly shifting wider 
forcing DREAM out on to PIMMS ‘N’ PEARLS which were both forced wider.   
 



CIVILISED (S McKay) – Began awkwardly shifting out forcing PIMMS ‘N’ PEARLS on to the hind quarters of MIGHTY 
POWER with PIMMS ‘N’ PEARLS being buffeted for a short distance losing ground.   
 
DREAM (M Cameron) – Forced wider near the 700 metres. 
 
PIMMS ‘N’ PEARLS (L Satherley) – Crowded start losing ground.  Forced wider near the 700 metres.   
 
DONT WORRY (C Grylls) – Was briefly steadied when placed in restricted room to the inside of BELLE DU NORD passing 
the 200 metres. 
 

Race 2 THE WINNIE HANNAH 100TH BIRTHDAY 1400 

GARDENIER (C Lammas) – Began awkwardly. 
 
SNAPTOIT (C Grylls) – Began awkwardly. 
 
LA VAMOS (R Elliot) – Lay out and away from SPANISH SHOWGIRL shortly after jumping away forcing OUR BROCKSTER 
out on to OUTOFTHEMIST which was hampered losing ground, with OUTOFTHEMIST then making contact with the hind 
quarters of PRIZED CATCH which became unbalanced for a short distance.  Had some difficulty obtaining clear running 
approaching the 200 metres.   
 
OUTOFTHEMIST (B Hutton) – Hampered losing ground on jumping away. 
 
PRIZED CATCH (K McCulloch) – Bumped, becoming unbalanced at the start. 
 
OUR BROCKSTER (L Satherley) – Which was racing greenly and giving ground was hampered when DAINTY ROSE (A 
Collett) shifted outwards near the 600 metres when not fully clear.  Taking into account the racing manners of OUR 
BROCKSTER rider A Collett was on this occasion issued with a warning.  OUR BROCKSTER which was continuing to give 
ground was again hampered near the 500 metres when racing in restricted room.  Underwent a post-race veterinary 
examination which did not reveal any abnormality.   
 
JOVANNI (E Farr) – Became awkwardly placed on the heels of the weakening OUR BROCKSTER near the 500 metres 
having to be firmly restrained.  Was unable to obtain clear running inside the final 200 metres.   
 

Race 3 SUNLINE LODGE 1400 

POUR IT ON (A Collett) – Began awkwardly shifting out crowding ZABAY and CLASSIQUE DANCE. 
 
ZABAY (S Collett) – Crowded start losing ground. 
 
CLASSIQUE DANCE (D Johnson) – Crowded start losing ground. 
 
SWISS D’MEANOUR (M Du Plessis) – Over-raced in the early and middle stages making the 800 metre bend awkwardly, 
then continued to lay out rounding the bend.   
 
WAXY O’CONNOR (T Thornton) – Made the bend near the 800 metres awkwardly. 
 
SAILING (B Hutton) – Lay out rounding the final bend. 
 
MISS MAZZY (R Elliot) – Was briefly held up entering the final straight.   
 
KITTYKITTYBANGBANG (C Grylls) – Was held up until near the 350 metres.   
 



Race 4 STEPHEN MARSH RACING STABLES 1200 

ZABELLIOUS (R Elliot) - Trainers P and J Brosnan were fined $50 for presenting ZABEELIOUS to race with an incorrect 
saddle cloth number.   
 
SACRED GURU (D Johnson) – Began awkwardly.   
 
ROUGH CONDUCT (S Collett) – Was crowded on jumping away losing ground, and then commenced to race 
ungenerously making the bend awkwardly running wide.   
 
LEONESSA (C Lammas) – Crowded shortly after the start having to be steadied.  Held up early in the final straight having 
to shift ground outwards passing the 350 metres to obtain clear running.   Inconvenienced just prior to the winning 
post. 
 
STRIKING KAY (L Satherley) – Crowded shortly after the start having to be steadied.  Became awkwardly placed on heels 
passing the 800 metres when over-racing, and shifted out dictating ZABEELIOUS out on to SHINDEE which was 
hampered. 
 
SHINDEE (M Vance) – Hampered 800 metres.   
 
ABBEY KAY (M McNab) – Was held up until near the 300 metres.  Shifted out under pressure inside the final 100 metres 
inconveniencing LEONESSA just prior to the winning post.   
 
HONNEUR NOIR (K McCulloch) – When weakening was steadied when placed in restricted room to the inside of ABBEY 
KAY which was taken in by SELLWOOD approaching the 200 metres.   
 

Race 5 LEE SOMERVELL RACING 2200 

PYTHAGORAS (J Waddell) – Began awkwardly and then was further hampered by EPAE ROAD which shifted out, 
resulting in PYTHAGORAS losing ground.  Made the 1800 metre bend awkwardly.   
 
CHATEAU ROC (S McKay) – Made the 1800 metre bend awkwardly. 
 
JUMEIRAH (S Weatherley) – Dictated wider on the track around the bend near the 1800 metres, then made the crossing 
near the 1500 metres awkwardly. 
 
MEDINI (R Elliot) – Raced three wide without cover for the majority.   
 
DUKE STREET (A Collett) – Briefly held up rounding the final bend.   
 

Race 6 PIKE RACING 1600 

NIGHT’S WATCH (M Du Plessis) – Was slow away.  Raced greenly when placed under pressure in the final straight and 
shifted outwards abruptly when appearing to shy crowding FASHIONABLY on to CHANCERY.  NIGHT’S WATCH again 
shifted outwards passing the 50 metres momentarily placing FASHIONABLY in restricted room.  Trainer P Williams 
advised Stewards that he was considering sending the gelding for a spell. 
 
UNFAZED (M McNab) – Began awkwardly.  Over-raced in the early stages.  A post-race veterinary examination of the 
filly did not reveal any abnormality.   
 
CITY EXPRESS (R Norvall) – Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
LOOKATMEPINS (D Danis) – Began awkwardly shifting in hampering CIVIQUE ROSE. Raced wide without cover 
throughout.   



 
CIVIQUE ROSE (S McKay) - Hampered start. 
 
FASHIONABLY (C Lammas) – Crowded passing the 100 metres.  Placed in restricted room near the 50 metres.   
 

Race 7 NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES RACE 

REPEAT (M Coleman) – Began awkwardly. 
 
LOVE AFFAIR (C Grylls) – Began awkwardly losing ground.  Was held up having to shift ground outwards passing the 
350 metres.   
 
SCARLET PRINCESS (M McNab) – Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
MISS BUMBLEBEE (M Du Plessis) – Began awkwardly losing ground.  Had to be firmly restrained when awkwardly placed 
on heels approaching the 600 metres.   
 
MIDSUMMER MAGIC (K McCulloch) – Raced ungenerously through the middle stages, and hung out around the bend 
into the final straight.  Went off stride passing the 350 metres with rider K McCulloch advising initially she thought the 
filly had gone amiss, and was unable to explain the incident.  A post-race veterinary examination did not reveal any 
abnormality.   
 
DESTINY ONE (R Elliot) – Was briefly held up entering the final straight.   
 

Race 8 RACE A HORSE WITH TE AKAU – KARAKA MILLION WINNING STABLE 1600 

BERTARELLI (D Johnson) – Was slow away. 
 
MAGIC CHAI (M McNab) – Was slow away.  Had some difficulty obtaining clear running early in the final straight.   
 
TRUDEAU (M Cameron) – Began awkwardly shifting in hampering YEARN. 
 
YEARN (K McCulloch) – Hampered on jumping away. 
 
PALERMITANO (C Grylls) – Began awkwardly shifting in hampering FREEMAN. 
 
FREEMAN (L Satherley) – Hampered on jumping away losing ground. 
 
GRANDISCOCCYMELUMS (M Du Plessis) – Was crowded on jumping away losing ground.
