| Race 1 | GAVELHOUSE.COM.NZ AUCTION ONLINE NOW MAIDEN (2000m)




BLACK EYED SUSAN (K Mudhoo) — Slow to begin, had to steady approaching the 1800 metres when improving into a run
to the inside of NANCY which was then taken in slightly by MOBY (K Cowan).

NANCY (T Moseley) — Began awkwardly, over raced through the middle stages and hampered near the 1000 metres.

MOBY (K Cowan) — Began awkwardly, shifted inwards near the 1800 metres. Apprentice rider K Cowan was warned
under Rule 638(1)(d) for careless riding. Over raced through the middle stages becoming awkwardly placed when
improving inside heels when the pace slowed passing the 1100 metres, shifted out when racing fiercely hampering
NANCY at the 1000 metres, improved forward to sit outside the leader approaching the 800 metres.

MISTY TRELLA (C Johnson) — Rider C Johnson was reminded of his obligations after easing the pace passing the 1200
metres.

TOBY TYLER (L Callaway) — Steadied when tightened at the 1000 metres.

LOS CABOS (K Williams) — Rider K Williams was issued with a warning for allowing her mount to shift in near the 1000
metres when not clear of TOBY TYLER.

Race 2 | NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES RACE (900m)

PIPIANA (S Wynne) — Began awkwardly losing ground, lay inwards near 300 metres, crowded when weakening passing
the 100 metres.

FUNNY FACE (T Moseley) — Began awkwardly and crowded losing ground.

OPOURI (R Cuneen) — Crowded leaving the barrier and then commenced to race keenly in the early stages getting its
head up on a number of occasions when being restrained.

FIRESTARTER (C Barnes) — Inconvenienced passing the 700 metres when awkwardly placed on the heels of FUNNY FACE
which shifted out.

SHARP ‘N’ SILVER (R Firdhaus) — Raced in restricted room early in the home straight to the inside of PIPIANA which lay in
when placed under pressure.

Race 3 | FASTTRACK INSURANCE MAIDEN (1200m)

DIORISSIMO (C Barnes) — Slow to begin. As the mare returned to the birdcage in a distressed state a post race veterinary
inspection was undertaken which did not reveal any abnormalities.

FIRE LILY (K Williams) — Slow to begin, commenced to race keenly in the early stages, shifted out at the 1100 metres
when awkwardly placed on heels.

NAKYAMA (T Jonker) — Raced ungenerously when being restrained in the early stages, shifted out and made contact with
SMOKE ‘EM WILSON near the 800 metres.

NAME OF THE STARS (K Kwo) — Raced greenly in the early stages and continued to do so throughout.

RAWMATERIAL (T Moseley) — Raced greenly in the early to middle stages, raced in restricted room passing the 350
metres to the inside of NAME OF THE STARS (K Kwo) which shifted in when struck with the whip and to the outside of
SMOKE ‘EM WILSON which shifted out slightly resulting in RAWMATERIAL having to steady briefly, again crowded
passing the 250 metres to the inside of NAME OF THE STARS which had continued to race greenly despite the efforts of
its rider.

ESSDEE (S Wynne) — Had to steady when improving onto heels approaching the 450 metres.

Race 4 | NZB SOUTH ISLAND SALE APRIL 21 RATING 65 (1200m)

ARAPITO (T Jonker) — Shifted out leaving the barriers making brief contact with FUN FAIR.




MAUI MISS (K Cowan) — Began awkwardly with the rider becoming briefly unbalanced, commenced to over race
approaching the 1100 metres shifting away from LETMEGO and crowding EAGLE MAGIC which was steadied.

CINDERELLA (K Mudhoo) — Began awkwardly, crowded and checked approaching the 1100 metres to the inside of FADE
TO GREY which shifted in when not sufficiently clear.

FADE TO GREY (S WYNNE) Shifted ground inwards near 1100mt S Wynne admitted a resultant breach of careless riding
under Rule 638(1)(d) with the Judicial Committee suspending her licence to ride at races for 5 days effective 24 March to
6 April inclusive.

EAGLE MAGIC (C Johnson) — Steadied near the 1100 metres.

LETMEGO (R Firdhaus) — Steadied passing the 1000 metres when awkwardly placed to the inside of FADE TO GREY which
shifted inwards.

FUN FAIR (P Shaikh) — Apprentice P Shaikh admitted a breach of Rule 638(3)(b)(ii) in that he used his whip excessively
prior to the 200 metres, with the Judicial Committee imposing a fine of $250.

Race 5 | CHRISTCHURCH CASINO RATING 75 (1400m)

HOT TEMPO (S Wynne) — Began awkwardly losing ground.
LUKE (K Kwo) — Raced keenly through the middle stages, improved into restricted room approaching the 300 metres and
then crowded to the outside of MYSTIC POWER which was being corrected by its rider after laying in, held up for a

distance gaining clear running passing the 200 metres.

MYSTIC POWER (K Williams) — Lay in throughout having to be corrected by its rider on several occasions.

Race 6 | SONIA & GARRY THOMPSON MAIDEN (1600m)

SON OF ZAC (C Barnes) — Slow to begin.

GARRY OWEN (K Cowan) — Slow to begin, raced in restricted room passing the 900 metres to the outside of SON OF ZAC
which commenced to lay out when placed under pressure.

POWERBALL (R Cuneen) — Very slow to begin (5L). Trainers M & M Brown were advised that a warning would be placed
against the gelding’s barrier manners.

NIGHT WATCHMAN (J Lowry) — Slow to begin.

WHO DARES WINS (K Williams) — Raced keenly for a distance passing the 1000 metres, raced in restricted room
momentarily passing the 450 metres, lay out throughout the final straight. K Williams admitted a breach of Rule
638(3)(b)(ii) in that she used her whip excessively prior to the 200 metres, with the Judicial Committee imposing a fine of
$300.

METASEQUOIA (T Comignaghi) — Had some difficulty obtaining clear running early in the home straight.

WESLEY HALL (S Wynne) — Lay inwards near the 300 metres having to be straightened.

Race 7 | REBECCA BLACK TRUST CHARITY DINNER — APRIL 20 RATING 65 (1600m)

MOREIRA (K Cowan) — Slow to begin, steadied passing the 900 metres when awkwardly placed on the heels of MISS MIA.
FIRST OF A KIND (L Callaway) — Slow to begin.

SLICK NICKEL (R Cuneen) — Raced keenly in the early and middle stages, shifted in approaching the 1400 metres making
brief contact with FERGIE




FERGIE (T Jonker) — Raced keenly in the early stages.

MISS MIA (S Wynne) — Held up for some distance in the early part of the home straight shifting out to obtain clear
running.

SHE ROCKS (K Mudhoo) — Lay inwards in the early part of the home straight.

Race 8 ‘ RACECOURSE HOTEL & MOTOR LODGE RATING 75 (2000m)

SHEZATOUCHA (T Comignaghi) — Began awkwardly losing ground.
PENTIRE BABE (K Cowan) — Began awkwardly, raced wide throughout.

SPIDER LILY (C Johnson) — Crowded and checked near the 1800 metres to the inside of STOLEN HEART (K Mudhoo) which
shifted in when not sufficiently clear, raced keenly in the early and middle stages.

STOLEN HEART (K Mudhoo) — Shifted in when not clear near the 1800 metres. K Mudhoo admitted a charge of careless
riding under Rule 638(1)(d), with the Judicial Committee suspending his licence to ride at races for 3 days effective 21
March to 1 April inclusive.

PAT IN BRACKETS (T Jonker) — Raced keenly in the early and middle stages.
DA SHINDIG (K Williams) — Improved wide from the 900 metres.

SHE’S PAYBACK (C Spittles) — Rider C Spittles admitted a breach of Rule 638(3)(b)(ii) in that she used her whip excessively
prior to the 200 metres, with the Judicial Committee imposing a fine of $300.
