RACE COMMENTS:
Race 1 ‘ CPMCAT HIGHWEIGHT 1600M

MARE FROM WEBER dislodged rider N Quinn after leaving the enclosure and galloped a short distance. Underwent a
veterinary inspection prior to the start and was cleared to run. The jockey was uninjured. Rider N Quinn was spoken
to with regard to using his whip on the mare when out of contention.




ASYLLUM SEEKER (A Kuru) - slow away.

MANGATUTU (G Walsh) — jumped away awkwardly. Over raced when being restrained in the early stages.

ALL ABOUT DOOM (T Harris) — was hampered when crowded shortly after leaving the barriers when JAILHOUSE ROCK
lay out. Over raced in the middle stages. Jockey Harris advised that the gelding had not helped its chances by being
slow away and over racing.

JAILHOUSE ROCK (E Farr) — lay out after leaving the barriers.

ORACLE OF OMAHA (C Studd) — made the bend awkwardly passing the 1200 metres when 3 wide without cover.
Continued to race 3 wide without cover throughout.

ADEQUACY (C Perrett) — over raced in the middle stages.

CASHEL (S Karnicnik) —lay in under pressure passing the 300 metres. S Karnicnik advised to exercise care and
straighten his mount sooner.

HILLBILLY (I Lupton) — held up momentarily passing the 350 metres and crowded having to be restrained passing the
200 metres when CASHEL ran in under pressure and MAY WE ALL shifting away from this runner.

MAY WE ALL (M McNelis) - shifted away from CASHEL which ran in under pressure approaching the 200 metres. M
McNelis advised to exercise care and straighten his mount sooner.

Race 2 ‘ WARRNAMBOOL MAY RACING CA 2000M

CASEY MARIE (S Fannin) — slow to begin.
THE BIG OPAL (N Quinn) — jumped away awkwardly losing ground.
NEWSTEAD (C Perrett) — raced keenly outside the leader in the middle stages.

CUZZIE CHARLIE (I Lupton) — when questioned into the performance of the gelding rider | Lupton could offer no
excuse.

Race 3 | MIKE CROWTHER MEMORIAL MD 2000M

WHOSHOTMYMATE (S MacKay) — jumped away awkwardly and blundered.

MARTY O’CEIRIN (J Parkes) — slow away. Held up for a short distance passing the 600 metres, having to be checked
off heels passing 450 metres.

WHERE ARE YOU (C Grylls) — jumped away awkwardly. Held up approaching the 600 metres. Shifted inwards under
pressure, inconveniencing BEAR GRYLS near the 150 metres.

POROTENE MHIA (S Collett) — crowded approaching the 1100 metres when GRINNER lay in. Had to be steadied
passing the 1000 metres when GRINNER shifted in when only marginally clear then steadied. Rider A Chan was
advised to exercise care.

GRINNER (A Chan) — came together and bumped with SECRET HARMONY near the 1800 metres. Then commenced to
over race when three wide without cover before improving forward outside the leader near the 1000 metres.




SECRET HARMONY (A Collett) — came together with GRINNER near the 1800 metres then raced ungenerously when
being restrained.

BEAR GRYLS (A Jones) — Raced wide without cover throughout. Inconvenienced near the 150 metres.

ETOILE D’ANGE (L Allpress) — underwent a pre-race veterinary examination at the start being passed fit to run.

Race 4 ‘ RETURN 2 EARTH 2 & 3YO MDN 1100M

PLATINUM PROMISE (M Tanaka) — The connections were advised that a warning would be placed against the filly for
its barrier manners after being reluctant to load delaying the start.

LOVE COMES FIRST (S Collett) — jumped away awkwardly losing ground.
MISS GIDGET (L Allpress) — hampered leaving the barriers when OUR CHLOE was taken out by JACKSON ROAD.
JACKSON ROAD (A Chan) — raced keenly when disputing the pace in the middle stages.

BEAUTY PRINCESS (C Grylls) — raced three wide without cover.

Race 5 | STELLA ARTOIS MDN 1200M

DETACH declared a late scratching on veterinary advice at 2.54pm after being fractious in the barriers. Co-Trainer
Mr G Thomas was advised that the mare must now barrier trial to the satisfaction of Stipendiary Stewards prior to
racing next.

LOUANNE (D Turner) - was slow away.

SUGAR RUSH (L Hemi) - began awkwardly.

RUBY LOVE (M Tanaka) — raced three wide without cover throughout.

ZE ONE (A Collett) — raced in tight quarters when looking to obtain clear running early in the home straight.

Riders A Collett (ZE ONE) and V Gatu (HEAT SEEKER) reported that their mounts had felt unsure of their footing in the
changing conditions that they referred to as “shifty” around the turn.

TINY TOT —rider L Allpress advised that she had limited vision in the home straight due to being hit by a clod.

Race 6 | NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES 1800M

LADIES FIRST (L Allpress) —lay in rounding the final bend making slight contact with ROYAL SAV near the 300 metres.
Continued to have a tendancy to lay in throughout the final straight.

ROYAL SAV (S McKay) — brushed near the 30 metres.

BATTLE KAT (M Tanaka) - rider reported that the mare was unhappy in the heavy track conditions.

Race 7 ‘ LANDMARK HOMES MDN 1400M

REDROCK HIGH (R Hannam) — was slow away. Briefly being dictated wider on the track by SKUFFLE who was being
retired from the race passing the 700 metres.




SKUFFLE (D Bradley) — retired from the race passing the 800 metres. After being attended to by the course
veterinarian SKUFFLE was found to have suffered a tendon injury in the left foreleg. SKUFFLE will require a veterinary
clearance prior to next racing.

Race 8 ‘ NEXT MEETING SAT MAY 13TH 1400M

DYNAMITE LUCY (H Andrew) — was granted permission to race without the notified blinkers due to track conditions.
TINKALICIOUS (M Tanaka) — hampered leaving the barriers.

HEISTHEONE (A Collett) — lay in making contact with YOU’LL DO ME near the 300 metres. YOU’LL DO ME then shifted
outwards making contact with HEISTHEONE near the 250 metres.

YOU’LL DO ME (A Chan) — bumped 300 metres then shifted outwards making contact with HEISTHEONE near the 250
metres.

MENDIP (S Collett) - rider travelled wide in an attempt to find better footing but the mare failed to finish the race off.
