RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 FEILDING BUSINESS HOUSES HANDICAP 

SYLVESTER (S Collett) - tightened at the start settling back. S Collett was issued with a warning under [Rule 638 (1)(d)] in 
that she allowed her mount to shift out near the 200 metres when not sufficiently clear of SAKURA which was hampered. 
SLYVESTER continued to shift out some distance prior to being straightened dictating PLAY THE GAME over extra ground. 
 
SAKURA – R Hannam – hampered near the 200 metres. 
 
CALL ME IRISH (K Cowan) – raced three wide without cover from the 1200 metres 
 
THE HUNTSMAN (M Singh) raced three wide without cover early before being taken forward to lead near the 1400 metres 
 
PLAY THE GAME (L Hemi) held up from near the 600 metres gaining clear running near the 400 metres. Dictated  over extra

Race 2 P & C INSURANCE MAIDEN 

ZEDAC (J Parkes) – jumped awkwardly hampering CARTEGENA 
 
CARTEGENA (R Goldsbury) - hampered at the start 
 
COMMANDING PRINCE (C Johnson) over-raced in the middle stages 
 
SALVINIA (H Andrew) – raced three wide without cover throughout 
 
ETOILE D’ANGE (S Collett) - raced wide throughout and failed to finish the race off. Stewards ordered a subsequent 
veterinary inspection failed to reveal any abnormality 
 
OFF WITH HER HEAD (K Cowan) - had to be angled wide to improve in the home straight. 
 

Race 3 CARPET KING 3YO MAIDEN 

BLONDLIGN (L Hemi) late scratched failing to load into barrier @ 2.10pm 
 
SIREN CALL (S Collett) awkwardly away. Raced ungenerously when being restrained in the early stages 
 
PIRIWAI (D Turner) - three wide without cover throughout 
 
JET (J Nason) –Rider reported the colt hung throughout 
 
CLOSE TO ME (C Johnson) – When questioned into the performance rider C Johnson could offer no excuse other than the 
filly being green at its first start. 
 

Race 4 LJ HOOKER HANDICAP 

DYNAMITE LUCY – declared late scratching @12.40pm due to transport difficulties 
 
AMARONE (S Collett) slow away 
 
CRAFTY LADY (C Waddell) – slow away. Lay out under pressure in the home straight 
 
IT’S A WONDER (H Tinsley) raced three wide without cover throughout 
 
ST RANSOM (N TEELUCK) – ran out crossing on to the course proper near the 1300 metres dictating BOXACHOCLATES 
wider on the track. Lay out under pressure over the final 100 metres 
 
BOXACHOCOLATES (L Allpress) – dictated wide near the 1300 metres. 
 
HANK MOODY (M Tanaka) race keenly in the middle stages 
 

Race 5 CARRFIELDS LIVESTOCK MAIDEN 

TOUCH ‘N GO (M McNelis) - slow away. Held up for some distance rounding the turn 
 
LAUCALA BAY (D Turner) - slow away 
 
BOY SOLDIER (D Hirini) raced keenly in the early stages. Hampered passing the 1000 metres 
 
VALOUR (H Andrew) – had to be steadied off heels passing the 1000 metres and in doing so shifted out hampering BOY 
SOLDIER which was steadied. Stewards took into account inward movement from DEVI (K Cowan) when assessing the 
interference to BOY SOLDIER.  Apprentices H Andrew and K Cowan were shown footage and advised to excess greater care 
 
DEVI raced three wide without cover throughout 
 
RAVENHILL (J Parkes) – When questioned into the performance, rider J Parkes reported the filly had not appreciated the 
holding track conditions. A subsequent veterinary examination failed to reveal any abnormality. Trainer M Breslin reported 
that the filly would now be spelled. 



 

 

 

Race 6 POWER FARMING HANDICAP 

LEEDS (D Hirini) was slow away 
 
HENI (J Bassett) -  raced three wide throughout 
 
GYPSY FAIR (K Cowan) – brushed the running rail near the 700 and became unbalanced losing ground. ran out under 
pressure inside the final 100 metres 
 
NEW YORK  MINUTE (L Allpress) – When questioned into the performance, rider A Allpress advised that the mare may 
prefer wetter footing 
 

Race 7 MANAWATU ITM ANZAC  - Listed 

CASSIE ANNE (L Allpress) - began awkwardly bumping HENREE WINKLER and settled back 
 
HENREE WINKLER (D Bradley) - bumped at start 
 
ENDURE (C Johnson) - began awkwardly and settled back. Held up rounding the turn and then finished well back.  Rider C 
Johnson advised the mare felt indifferent in its action. A subsequent veterinary inspection failed to reveal any abnormality. 
 
BEEFEATER (H Tinsley) - raced ungenerously when being restrained in the early and middle stages. 
 
HEAVENS KEEP (J Parkes) raced keenly in restricted room near the 800 metres 
 
SHADOWS CAST (M Tanaka) - held up near the  700 metres having to be angled out across heels to gain clear running 
approaching the 200 metres 
 
BRONSTEEL (H Andrew) – shifted in under hard riding hampering TESSASTOCK near the 100 metres. H Andrew was shown 
footage of her ride and issued a warning under [Rule 638 (1)(d)] careless riding 
 
TESSASTOCK (S Collett) – hampered near the 100 metres 
 
Prior to the authorisation of dividends connections of the fourth placed TESSASTOCK viewed footage of the home straight 
but elected not to proceed with an objection against the third placed BRONSTEEL.  
 

Race 8 THE PAVEMASTERS HANDICAP 

HIGH  IN DEMAND (C Johnson) was slow away 
 
KAMANDA LINCOLN (J Riddell)  – raced ungenerously when being restrained in the early stages having to be steadied off 
heels passing the 1000 metres 
 
GOLDEN BAY (K Cowan) over-raced in the early stages briefly inconveniencing DEEDEE PANACHE passing the 1200 metres 
 
THE CZAR (H Tinsley) raced keenly in the back straight and lugged out rounding the turn 
 
JEWEL OF THE NAKI (S Collett) raced keenly in the middle stages 
 
LIBRETTI (D Bradley) - raced three wide without cover throughout 
 
J Nason (DAVEY CROCKETT) was issued with a warning regarding his use of the whip prior to the 200 metres.
