RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 CHIEFS V LIONS 1150 

IL ROSSO (S Weatherley) – Refused to leave the barrier taking no effective part in the race.  Trainer R Priscott was 
advised that IL ROSSO would be required to barrier trial to the satisfaction of Stewards prior to racing next.   
 
BUFFALO ELLE (D Hain) – Began awkwardly. 



 
ALA CARTE (T Miles) – Began awkwardly.   
 
CHOULEE (C Grylls) – Began awkwardly.  Raced ungenerously when being steadied in the early to middle stages, 
making the bend awkwardly passing the 800 metres. 
 

Race 2 MAGNUM INDUSTRIES 1400 

LOVE THE VIEW (S Weatherley) – Slow to begin.  Had to steady when placed in restricted room approaching the 800 
metres when KEEPEMGUESSING (S Spratt) shifted in slightly.  As a result LOVE THE VIEW dropped back on to ROYAL 
TOUCH which also had to steady. S Spratt was advised to exercise greater care. 
 
HEZA DUDE (T Harris) – Began awkwardly. 
 
ROYAL TOUCH (D Johnson) – Raced in restricted room shortly after leaving the barrier and was steadied.  Steadied 
approaching the 800 metres.   
 
DR HANK (D Hain) – When questioned regarding performance rider D Hain advised Stewards that in his opinion the 
gelding was unsuited by today’s track conditions.   
 

Race 3 WAIPA HIRE 1400 

GRAYSON (A Collett) – Slow to begin. 
 
TRICKLE DOWN (M McNab) – Slow to begin. 
 
JAYLA MONET (T Harris) – Was fractious when parading to the start, taking some time to be mounted.  The 
connections were advised a warning would be placed on JAYLA MONET’S record.  Slow to begin. 
 
SO KEEP EM (A Sims) – Slow to begin. 
 
MYLADYACHIEVER (C Johnson) – Raced keenly in the middle stages. 
 
SMILING MORE (M Cameron) – Steadied when placed in restricted room entering the final straight. 
 

Race 4 CROWE HORWATH 1400 

DAHLS DELIGHT (T Miles) – Began awkwardly. 
 
SPAWN OF ELAIA (R Norvall) – Raced keenly in the early stages.   
 
ROCKSUN (D Johnson) – Rider D Johnson could offer no tangible excuse for the gelding’s performance today. 
 

Race 5 CENTRAL CAFÉ 2000 

EYESLUCKY (R Norvall) – Slow to begin. 
 
SOMETIME LUCKY (A Collett) – Over-raced in the early and middle stages. 
 
NOMBERO (R Sharp) – Steadied when awkwardly placed on heels near the 700 metres. 
 
BROOKBARS (S Spratt) – Crowded being checked inside the final 150 metres when BATTLE ROYAL (A Jones) shifted in 
under pressure.  Rider A Jones admitted a resultant breach of careless riding with the Judicial Committee suspending 
Miss Jones’ licence to ride in races from the conclusion of racing on 24 June up to and including racing on 5 July, 5 
riding days.   



 
Following the race the connections of the 3rd placed horse BROOKBARS lodged a protest to the second placing of 
BATTLE ROYAL alleging interference in the final straight.  After hearing submissions the Judicial Committee dismissed 
the protest.   
 

Race 6 RICOH 2000 

SO TRUE (G Cooksley) – Very slow to begin (5L).  Trainer K Fursdon was advised that a warning would be placed 
against the mare.   
 
CARDON BOY (T Wenn) – Began awkwardly. 
 
REMIND ME AGAIN (C Johnson) – Began awkwardly. 
 
CARDINAL SIN (A Schwerin) – Raced ungenerously for a distance passing the 1200 metres. 
 
RICH HABIT (T Thornton) – Improved into a marginal run passing the 600 metres making contact with FREEWHEELER.  
 
BISHOP ROCK (D Johnson) – Trainer J Richards advised Stewards that the gelding would not be persevered with as a 
racing proposition from their stable.    
 
SINO HEIGHTS (R Norvall) – Gave ground from inside the 800 metres finishing tailed off.  Underwent a post-race 
veterinary examination which did not reveal any abnormality.  Trainer A Meikle undertook to report back to Stewards 
anything that may become apparent in coming days.  
 

Race 7 JOHN F GRYLLS MEMORIAL CLASSIC 1580 

HESALLJAZZ (Z Nor Azman) – Made contact leaving the barrier becoming unbalanced and losing ground. 
 
DELUXE EDITION (M McNab) – Made contact leaving the barrier becoming unbalanced. 
 
DYNAMO (S Spratt) – Over-raced in the early and middle stages.  DYNAMO underwent a post-race veterinary 
examination which revealed the gelding to be mildly lame in the off hind leg.  Lost the off hind plate during the 
running.   
 

Race 8 VILAGRAD 1150 

AMACHI (D Prastiyou) – Became fractious in its barrier stall and escaped through the front dislodging rider D 
Prastiyou who was uninjured.   AMACHI was then declared a late scratching at 4.14 pm after galloping a distance.  The 
remaining runners in the barrier were all removed and checked by the veterinarian with SUMMER DALE and 
EMBRACEABLE YOU also being late scratched after blood was found present in the nasal area.  Trainer S Cole was 
advised that AMACHI would be required to barrier trial to the satisfaction of Stewards prior to racing next.   
 
SOLMIZATION (Z Nor Azman) – Began awkwardly. 
 
WHATWEDO (J Fawcett) – Apprentice J Fawcett dropped her whip shortly after leaving the barriers.   
 
CONRWIN (A Schwerin) – Steadied after improving onto the heels of PASABAHCE (R Elliot) which shifted out when not 
fully clear near the 500 metres.  Apprentice R Elliot was issued with a warning.
