RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 SPRAY SPECIALISTS LTD / BENCHTOP SURFACES MAIDEN (2100 metres) 

CARTAGENA (R Goldsbury) – Slow away. 
 
TRUMP (L Hemi) – Raced keenly in the early stages. 
 
ZEDAC (M Singh) – Raced keenly passing the 1900 metres. 
 
HAVATASTE (H Andrew) – Three wide without cover throughout. 
 
HANDYMAN (H Tinsley) – When questioned into the disappointing run H Tinsley was of the opinion the gelding may 



be feeling the effects of recent racing.  Connections advised HANDYMAN would be spelled. 
 

Race 2 PLACEMAKERS 3YO MAIDEN (1200 metres) 

TWO EYE (L Hemi) – Began awkwardly bumping IRISH ENCHANTER. 
 
IRISH ENCHANTER (L Allpress) – Bumped at start.  Raced greenly in the home straight and could not be ridden out 
fully to the finish. 
 
WHATSUNDERYOURKILT (J Parkes) - Began awkwardly. 
 
TURFSHAKER (D Bradley) and MANHATTAN FLAME (T Harris) - Badly crowded at the start when there was movement 
from runners either side.  This resulted in TURFSHAKER losing several lengths. 
 
RUBY LOVE (M Tanaka) – Lay in and had to be straightened shortly after the start.  Obliged to improve wide rounding 
the turn. 
 
BOOKITTOTHEROOM (H Andrew) – Raced three wide throughout. 
 

Race 3 NOELS BUILDING MAIDEN (1200 metres) 

SMOKEN’ ACE (H Andrew) – Jumped out sharply at the start dictating GAME OVER outwards.  Raced ungenerously 
while being restrained in the early stages. 
 
GAME OVER (J Parkes) –Dictated outwards at the start. 
 
GATES TO RIO (C Johnson) - Began awkwardly, contacting the gate and settling back.  Raced keenly passing the 700 
metres. 
 
MOUNTAIN MISCHIEF (L Allpress) – Ran out under pressure over the final stages. 
 
 

Race 4 PRYDA HANDICAP (1200 metres) 

DANDEEDEE (D Hirini) – Slow away.  Raced ungenerously in the early stages.  Ducked in sharply when struck with the 
whip inside 400 metres, having to be straightened, briefly inconveniencing ITELLYOUONETHING passing the 300 
metres.  Continued to race greenly for the remainder of the home straight proving difficult to ride to full advantage. 
 
SUCH A ONE (C Johnson) – Slow away.  Raced in restricted room over the final stages. 
 
MY JOLENE (J Parkes) was checked leaving the back straight when racing to the outside of SUCH A ONE (C Johnson), 
which shifted ground outward.  After questioning riders it was established that LOVETOKEEPHIM (H Andrew) shifted 
ground outward when not clear of SUCH A ONE, dictating that runner outwards into the line of MY JOLENE 
simultaneously as THAT’S FUNNY, which was improving around runners, shifted in.  Stewards took into account 
inward movement from THAT’S FUNNY when assessing the interference.  H Andrew was advised to exercise greater 
care.   
 
LOVETOKEEPHIM (H Andrew) – Hung rounding the bend and then had to steady off heels of DEJA ROO passing the 
300 metres.  
 
MY JOLENE (J Parkes) – Held up for some distance in the home straight, gaining clear running passing the 100 metres. 
 

Race 5 MARTIN BEVERIDGE MAIDEN (1400 metres) 

HIPHOP (J Riddell) and CAPE DU JEU (R Goldsbury) bumped settling back.  Bumped 800 metres. 



 
THEATRE (S O’Malley) – Raced ungenerously in the early stages.  Raced in restricted room over the final stages.  A 
subsequent veterinary examination revealed a torn pectoral muscle. 
 
CALLIDORA (H Andrew) – Raced keenly when the pace slowed passing the 800 metres. 
 
MISS MONEYPENNY (T Allan) - Had to be restrained off heels approaching the 800 metres bumping HIP HOP. 
 
CAPE DU JEU (R Goldsbury) – Held up rounding the turn and when being angled out dictated MISS MONEYPENNY 
outwards on to STRADA ROCCIA and PUT THE BILLY ON, which were both dictated wider on the track.  After 
questioning riders it was determined that CAPE DU JEU shifted out further than apprentice jockey R Goldsbury 
intended; nevertheless R Goldsbury was advised to exercise greater care when shifting ground. 
 
 

Race 6 GUTHRIE BOWRON PAINT & PAPER SUPRSTORE MAIDEN (1600 metres) 

RHYMIC DANCER (R Hannam) – Slow away. 
 
FUSION (M McNelis) - Bumped with LINCOLN’S ACE passing the 1400 metres.  Raced three wide throughout. 
 
LINCOLN’S ACE (L Hemi) – Bumped 1400 metres. 
 
TRISHA LEA (M Singh) – Raced greenly under pressure in the home straight. 
 
NADIASSTAR (J Parkes) – Lost the off front plate during the running. 
 
 

Race 7 CARTERS HANDICAP (1600 metres) 

JUMP FOR JOY (S MacNab) - Had to be steadied going into the first bend when in restricted room.  Obliged to 
improve very wide rounding the final turn. 
 
HAMILTONIAN (L Allpress) – Over-raced early so was taken forward near the 1000 metres. 
 
THE CZAR (H Tinsley) - Had to improve wide on the final turn. 
 
RHIANNON (K McCulloch) –K McCulloch could offer no excuse for the disappointing run of RHIANNON. 
 
Immediately following the running of Race 7, Stewards queried the judge’s initial call which had number 2 LUEN YAT 
MIRACLE being placed 4th by the judge when in fact 4th placing went to number 7 THE CZAR.  LUEN YAT MIRACLE was 
unplaced.  The correct result being: 13, 8, 3, 7, 1, 15 which was amended prior to the authorisation of dividends.
