Race 4 Bridges Insurance 1600 

BOWIE (S Weatherley) – Trainer A Forsman advised Stewards that he was satisfied with the recovery of the gelding 

and that it is their intention to continue on with its current preparation.  

 

 

RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 Fell Engineering (1600 metres) 

CREATIVE GENIUS (A Collett) - Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination after becoming fractious in its barrier 
stall and was declared a late scratching at 12.31 pm. 



 
SACRED EMPIRE (J Nason) - Slow to begin (3L). 
 
DYNAMO (H Marzuki) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. 
 

Race 2 Harcourts Supporting Hospice (2100 metres) 

NOTHING TRIVIAL (M Hills) - Crowded shortly after the start when GREENCAST shifted in. 
 
BEE TEE JUNIOR (E McCall) – Began awkwardly. 
 
ZAFENZY (A Collett) – Began awkwardly then got its head up near the 1800 metres when being steadied off heels. 
 

Race 3 Harcourts Just Rentals (2100 metres) 

HEEZA DREIMER (D Prastiyou) – Began awkwardly. 
 
PURSUED (C Dell) - Raced keenly in the early stages making the bend near the 1600 metres awkwardly shifting out. 
 
HER CHOICE (R Scott) - Had to steady when in restricted room when to the inside of KIRKINTILLOCH which was taken 
in by COSMIC STORM which lay inwards near the 600 metres. Rider M McNab was advised to exercise care. 
 
COSMIC STORM Lay inwards 600 meters. 
 
FORT STREET DANCER (H Marzuki) Shifted out abruptly when struck with the whip passing the 250 metres 
inconveniencing ANGELINE which had to steady and shift out when becoming awkwardly placed on that runners 
heels. Also unconvinced was ROCANIC. Apprentice rider H Marzuki was issued with a warning under Rule 638(1)(d). 
 
ANGELINE (S Weatherley) -Inconvenienced 250 metres. 
 
ROCANIC (A Schwerin) – Inconvenienced 250 metres. 
 
H Mazuki was issued with a warning over the use of his whip prior to the 100 metres. 
 
When questioned into the performance of ANGELINE rider S Weatherley was unable to offer any tangible excuse. 
 

Race 4 Harcourts Bream Bay (1400 metres) 

JIAYUGUAN (J Nason) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. 
 
ABSOLUTE GOLD (S Collett) – Briefly held up entering the final straight having to shift ground inwards near the 350 
metres to obtain clear running. 
 
SNOW SECRET (E McCall) - Lay out around the bend near the 800 metres making contact with CHARLES ROAD and 
continued to lay out until having to be firmly restrained losing ground when becoming awkwardly placed inside heels 
passing the 700 metres. 
 
CHARLES ROAD – Bumped 700 meters. Lost the right front plate during the running. When questioned into the 
gelding’s performance, rider S Weatherley could offer no reason but advised Stewards that the gelding would take 
some improvement out of today’s race. 
 

Race 5 Harcourts Whangarei (1200 metres) 

FIRE JET (S Spratt) – Shifted in shortly after jumping away making contact with SELFIE, becoming briefly unbalanced. 
 



SELFIE (A Collett) – Raced in restricted room for a distance shortly after the start. Steadied off heels passing the 1000 
metres when racing keenly. 
 
BIGGIN HILL (D Prastiyou) – Shifted out off heels passing the 800 metres then was obliged to race wide for the 
remainder of the race. 
 
BRIGHTON (S Collett) - Made the 800 metre bend awkwardly. 
 
RONCHI (L Satherley) - Held up having to shift out near the 200 metres to obtain clear running. 
 
WATCH THIS SPACE (S Weatherley) – Held up early in the final straight and when attempting a marginal run, made 
contact with SOUTHERN ICON which was weakening near the 300 meters. 
 
When questioned into the disappointing performance of SOUTHERN ICON, rider M Hills was unable to offer any 
reason.  A post-race veterinary examination did not reveal any abnormalities. 
 

Race 6 Bear Morgan At Harcourts Bream Bay (1000 metres) 

DRAGON (M McNab) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
RAKAU WHERO (C Dell) - Began awkwardly losing ground and then was inclined to hang out around the final bend. 
Had some difficulty obtaining clear running early in the final straight. 
 

Race 7 Polwarth Design (1200 metres) 

COMMAND ROYALE (S Spratt) - Over raced in the early to middle stages. 
 
SWISSTA (A Collett) – Slow to begin. Raced wide without cover. 
 
MONEY TRAIL (H Marzuki) - Slow to begin. 
 
ROYAL FASHION (M McNab) – Raced handy early then was eased down by its rider in the final straight. A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed the mare to be suffering from Cardiac Arrhythmia. Trainer M Forbes was advised 
that a veterinary clearance would be required prior to racing next. 
 
ODISHA (J Nason) - Made the bend near the 800 metres awkwardly when over racing. 
 
ITS OUR SHOWTME (D Prastiyou) – Lay in under pressure in the final straight. 
 

Race 8 Ruakaka’s 40th Celebration Lunch 15 September (1400 metres) 

LUEN YAT MIRACLE (E McCall) – Slow to begin. Was unable to obtain clear running in the final straight. 
 
DUKE OR MILLFIELD - (C Dell) - Crowded shortly after the start losing ground. Over raced for a distance. 
 
BLACKJACK MAN (D Prastiyou) – Crowded on jumping away. 
 
GRANADILLA (S Weatherley) - Began awkwardly shifting out. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 
abnormality. 
 
TOUCH OF SILVER (S Spratt) - Raced wide without cover. 
 
I SEE RED (S Collett) – Was reluctant to improve into a run until near the 50 metres then made firm contact with 
ACRYLIC prior to the winning post. 



ACRYLIC ( A  Schwerin ) – Bumped becoming briefly unbalanced prior to the finish.
