RACE COMMENTS:
Race 1 ‘ Graham Falconer Open Hurdle (3100 metres)

STORMIN NORMAN (C Price) — Slow away then raced ungenerously in the early stages. Had to shift ground inwards
passing the 150 metres to obtain clear running.

SINO HEIGHTS (S Higgins) - Put in a pour jump at the fifth fence and again at the fence near the 1000 metres. Pulled
up prior to jumping the final three fences.




ACCOLADES (H McNeill) — Put in a poor jump at the fence near the 1200 metres. Pulled up prior to jumping the final
three fences.

TOP CHOICE (J Seivwright) — Put in a poor jump at the fence near the 1200 metres. Misjudged the final fence and fell.
A post-race veterinary examination revealed superficial wounds to the right hind leg and right fore leg. RiderJ

Seivwright was un-injured.

FAST CATCH (G Walsh) - Hit the fence near the 1000 metres then was held up for a distance behind the weakening
SINO HEIGHTS.

ALL ZEDIN DONE (S Karnicnik) - Hit the second to last fence.
LAEKEEPER (E Farr) — Misjudged the final fence losing ground.

COOLIBAH (M Roustoby) - Hit the final fence.

Race 2 | Ekraar @ Linwood Park Stud 1400

SPIRITED AWAY (S Weatherley) — Began awkwardly shifting out making contact with SHAHANA.

SHAHANA (T Wenn) — Bumped on jumping away becoming unbalanced losing ground. Raced greenly when placed
under pressure in the final straight.

Race 3 | Subway Morrinsville 1000

CONFESSIONAL (R Elliot) — Began awkwardly.

TOUGH KID (S Weatherley) — Stumbled on jumping away then shifted outwards abruptly dislodging rider S
Weatherley, hampered as a result was BUFFALO BUCK. S Weatherley was un-injured

BUFFALO BUCK (J Riddell) - Hampered for a distance after the start by the rider-less TOUGH KID having to be
steadied.

R Elliot (CONFESSIONAL) - was issued with a warning for his whip use prior to the 100 metres.

Race 4 ‘ Celebration of Kerry McKinley’s (Alias Sherriff) Life 1000

NEON LIGHT (C Dell) — Slow away. When questioned regarding the performance, Rider C Dell advised Stewards that
the mare had hung throughout placing him at some disadvantage. A post-race veterinary examination did not reveal
any abnormality.

AURORA BOREALIS (T Wenn) — Slow away.

COLORADO BAY (T Harris) - Had to be steadied when awkwardly placed on heels passing the 700 metres then shifted
in abruptly when over-racing approaching the 600 metres making contact with CAPBLAMO which was momentarily
unbalanced.

CAPBLAMO (A Collett) - Bumped becoming unbalanced approaching the 600 metres. When questioned regarding the
performance rider A Collett advised Stewards that in her opinion the filly had not been entirely suited to today’s track
conditions.

Race 5 ‘ National Jumps Day $40,000 Steeplechase (4200 metres)

BIG BROWNIE (S Karnicnik) — Slow away.




NOAH JON (G Walsh) - Put in a poor jump at the first fence landing awkwardly with rider G Walsh losing the use of his
left stirrup iron for a short distance. Hampered after jumping the fence near the 2200 metres. Jumped the fence near
the 1000 metres awkwardly.

BROK BAK (H McNeill) — Jumped the second fence awkwardly making contact with BEVERLEY BECK as a result BROKE
BAK became unbalanced and fell dislodging rider H McNeill. Both horses and rider were un-injured.

WEST END (M Cropp) - Jumped indifferently throughout and was pulled up prior to jumping the final two fences.

MR KANTON (W Gordon) — Knuckled on landing after jumping the fence near the 2200 metres dislodging rider W
Gordon who was un-injured. Hampered as a result was the trailing NOAH JON.

THENAMESBOND (J Seivwright) — Inconvenienced having to be steadied near the 1400 metres by the rider-less BROK
BAK. Rider J Seivwright dropped his whip near the 750 metres. Put in a poor jump at the final fence.

BEVERLEY BECK (S Higgins) - Pulled up prior to jumping the final two fences.

DALRIADA (C Price) - Pulled up prior to jumping the final two fences.

Race 6 ‘ Te Aroha Tractors & Tyre Max 2200

JUSTNAMETHEPRICE (C Price) - Trainer K Duncan was issued with a warning for presenting the gelding without the
notified gear (blinkers). Began awkwardly.

SUMMER WARRIOR (S Higgins) — Began awkwardly. Rider S Higgins admitted a breach of Rule 638(3)(b)(ii) in that he
used his whip excessively prior to the 100 metres with the Judicial Committee imposing a fine of $450.

ASCOMANNI (H McNeill) - Began awkwardly losing ground.

BAD BOY BROWN (W Gordon) - Began awkwardly.

D’LLARO (J Riddell) — Lost the left front plate during the running.
LONELY BOY (C Studd) - Began awkwardly.

CAVALRY (S Karnicnik) — Raced wide throughout.

Race 7 ‘ Diprose Miller 1600

ZAPALI (T Wenn) - Raced keenly in the early stages.
WINDY HEIGHT (J Nason) - Lay out when placed under pressure in the final straight.

FORTUNE KEPT (J Fawcett) - Had some difficulty obtaining clear running in the final straight having to shift ground
outwards passing the 250 metres. Shifted out over the concluding stages inconveniencing MENDIP.

MENDIP (T Allan) - Inconvenienced being forced wider over the concluding stages.
