BEWITCHED (L Satherley) – Commenced to race keenly before having to be steadied when awkwardly placed inside 
the heels of SELLWOOD going into the bend near the 900 metres.

SANS LE PAIR (S Weatherley) – Had to be steadied near the 1300 metres when crowded for room by SAILING which 
shifted inwards when being steadied away from the heels of BLACK PEARL (D Johnson).   Rider D Johnson was issued 
with a warning. 
 
MISS CAMPBELL (C Dell) – Held up for a distance approaching the 400 metres. 
 
C Dell (MISS CAMPBELL) – Fined $500 by the Judicial Committee after admitting a charge that he used his whip 
excessively prior to the 100 metres.
