RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 ANDERSON DESIGN 1600M 

VERNA AUDREY (S Collett) - Slow away. 
 
MASTERZED (T Moseley) - Was inclined to lay outwards in the early stages and raced ungenerously when being restrained 
going into the bend near the 1200 metres. 
 
PAYMENT PENDING (K Kwo) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. 
 
SWITCHED ON (C Johnson) – Had a tendency to hang outwards throughout the running and had to be straightened passing 
the 200 metres. 
 
KEEP THE LOT (K Mudhoo) – When spoken to regarding the improved performance co-trainer K Parsons advised that the 



 

 

mare had appreciated the better track conditions today and was also aided by an economical ride. 
 
P Shaikh (PRIZE LORD) - Spoken to regarding his whip use in the final straight. 
 
 

Race 2 MCMILLANS PROTEIN PLUS SUPPORTING OTAGO RACING 1600M 

LARRIKIN (R Bishop) – Slow away, held up when disappointed for a run approaching the 100 metres becoming awkwardly 
placed on the heels of the weakening ELEGIDO and was unable to be ridden out for the remainder of the race. 
 
METASEQUOIA (C Johnson) - Slow away. 
 
OUR ROYAL (P Shaikh) - Bumped leaving the barriers. 
 
VAPO (S Collett) - Hampered start when SEBRING DRAGON (K Mudhoo) jumped inwards. 
 
ELEGIDO (A Collett) – Had a tendency to over race when in the lead through the middle stages. Lay out passing the 100 
metres and had to be straightened. 
 
DEE AND GEE (T Jonker) – Had to be steadied when awkwardly placed inside the heels of SUNSET GIRL (K Williams) 
approaching the 800 metres. When spoken to regarding the apparent improved performance co-trainer P Corbett advised 
the mare was having its first start for their stable but was still surprised by the winning effort having expected the horse to 
need further distance. 
 
LITTLE BOSSING (L Callaway) - Held up early in the run home only gaining clear racing room passing the 200 metres. 
 
ERIN’S BAY (C Barnes) – Was inclined to lay in under pressure over the final 200 metres and had to be straightened on a 
number of occasions. 
 

Race 3 PGG WRIGHTSON REAL ESTATE SOUTH OTAGO CUP 1400M 

TRAVEL WISE (T Moseley) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. 
 
SECRET POWER (C Johnson) – Was inclined to over race in the early and middle stages. 
 
ELECTRONIC MOTION (K Kwo) – Inconvenienced passing the 200 metres when SECRET POWER shifted inwards. 
 
SOMETHINGS BURNING (C Campbell) – Had some difficulty obtaining clear running room in the final straight. Rider C 
Campbell was shown the replay of his ride in this race for educational purposes after allowing his mount to become 
awkwardly placed near the heels of HAYLEY MAREE (D Bothamley) in the early and middle stages. 
 

Race 4 ROBERTA LAWRENCE HAPPY FIVE-O BIRTHDAY 1200M 

GALLANT DEFENDER (C Campbell) - Slow away. 
 
RIDEITLIKEUSTOLEIT (T Comignaghi) - Raced wide throughout. 
 
MARGARITA MOVER (A Collett) – When questioned regarding its disappointing performance rider A Collett could offer no 
tangible excuses. Stewards ordered a post-race veterinary inspection which revealed no abnormalities. 
 
MIA MAMMA (C Johnson) – Raced keenly while leading through the middle stages, shifted outwards in the shadow of the 
post.

T Foley – Fined $50 under the minor infringement schedule after presenting DON’T SHUFFLE ME to race without blinkers 
which had been notified. 
 
ZAVISTIC (T Newman) - Jumped away awkwardly losing several lengths. 
 
LETSBRINGITON (C Johnson) - Slow away. 
 
GALISINI (K Williams) - Jumped away awkwardly hampering ZABAY contributing to this was inward movement from LA 
ROCCETTA which had also jumped away awkwardly. Lay out throughout the run home and could not be ridden to full 
advantage. 
 
SHANGOLD (A Collett) - Raced ungenerously when being restrained shortly after the start with rider advising that the 
gelding had raced greenly throughout. Stewards ordered a post-race veterinary inspection of this favoured runner which 
revealed no abnormalities. 
 
DON’T SHUFFLE ME (A Morgan) - Raced wide throughout with the rider advising that the gelding had raced greenly 
throughout.  Ducked outwards passing the 250 metres forcing EDWARD over extra ground. Hampered near the 150 metres 
when ZABAY shifted outwards, rider C Campbell was issued with a warning under Rule 638(1)(d) Shifting Ground. 
 
LA ROCCETTA (K Kwo) – Jumped away awkwardly.  Keen in the early stages. 
 
CAPONE IN CHARGE (S Collett) - Placed inside restricted room inside the final 50 metres when LETSBRINGITON shifted 
ground under pressure. 
 

Race 6 NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES 1200M 

KERRYTOWNCHARLOTTE (H Bennet) – Slow away. 
 

FUNNY FACE (T Moseley) – Jumped away awkwardly, when spoken to regarding performance rider advised he had 
been obliged to race wide and then improve very wide on the turn which took its toll on the gelding.  
 
TURBULENCE (C Barnes) – Jumped away awkwardly. 
 
RING A ROSY (K Mudhoo) – Slow away before being further hampered when crowded. Rider reported the mare had 
raced greenly throughout. 
 
SULCIFERA (G Bourke) – Steadied inwards off heels shortly after start and then angled further inwards crowding and 
checking inside runners passing the 1100 metres. Then shifted outwards and raced greenly in the early stages and 
wide throughout.  
 
MAMMA SANS (C Johnson) – Had to be checked and firmly restrained near the 1100 metres when SULCIFERA shifted 
inwards. As a result the trailing SARCONIC MISS (A Morgan) also had to be firmly restrained at this point. 
 
SARCONIC MISS (A Morgan) – Had to be firmly restrained after 100 metres losing ground. When spoken to regarding 
the performance rider reported that after being checked early she had too much ground to make up but was not 
disappointed with today’s performance.  
 
G Bourke (SULCIFERA) – Admitted a charge of careless riding in that he permitted his mount SULCIFERA to shift 
inwards when not sufficiently clear of MAMMA SANS which was checked near the 1100 metres. After hearing from all 
parties the JCA suspended his licence to ride from the conclusion of racing today up to and including the 29th of 
September 2017 (2 days).  
 
Race 7 WHITE ROBE LODGE 1200M 

A Carston - Fined $50 after presenting SUGGESTIVE LOOX with an incorrect saddle cloth number. 
 
BACK IN THE DAY (K Kwo) – Reared over backwards in the mounting yard with the rider uninjured and the gelding 
being passed fit to race following a veterinary inspection. Jumped away awkwardly losing ground. 
 



 

 

DIORISSIMO (J Morris) - Slow away.
