RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 STELLA ARTOIS MILE (1600metres) 

Track downgraded to Dead (6) retrospect to Race 1 after consultation with riders. 
 
CHOUXPERB (J Bayliss) – Slow away, raced keenly for a distance near the 1400 metres making the bend awkwardly, 
continued to race ungenerously in the back straight. 
 
WAFER (R Myers) – Raced keenly in the early to middle stages, rider advised the mare was disappointing, a 
subsequent veterinary inspection was clear. 
 
LONDARO (S Collett) – Raced three wide in the early stages and was allowed to improve to sit outside the leader near 



the 800 metres, rider lost whip approaching the 200 metres. 
 
RUSTY IN MELBOURNE (L Allpress) – Held up early in the home straight, having to angled across heels to gain clear 
running near the 150 metres. 
 
SMILING MORE (M Cameron) – When questioned into performance rider could offer no excuse, a subsequent 
veterinary examination was clear. 
 

Race 2 LIVAMOL 1200 (1200 metres) 

Following Race 2 after consultation with riders the track was downgraded to Slow (7). 
 
EXHIBIT (M Tanaka) - Raced wide throughout. 
 
VINO BLANCO (S Collett) – Had to be steadied shortly after the start when PEP TORQUE shifted in and away from 
STEPPENWOLF.  
 
HUGO THE BOSS (L Allpress) - had to be steadied when improving onto heels near the 800 metres, then continued to 
over-race. 
  
STEPPENWOLF (S Spratt) – Raced ungenerously for a short distance near the 800 metres making the bend awkwardly. 
 
ALL IN MANA (T Allan) – Tightened at start settling back, held up from near the 500 metres having to be angled 
outwards to obtain clear running near the 250 metres. 
 
WINDSOR (J Parkes) – When questioned into the performance rider reported the gelding was unsuited to today’s 
track conditions. 
 

Race 3 THE ELBOW ROOM SPORTS BAR MAHORA 2YO (1300 metres) 

MIGHTY CONNOR (C Lammas) – Was passed fit to run by the veterinary surgeon after kicking a rail in the enclosure. 
 
DANELYN (S Spratt) – Slow away, held up passing the 200 metres having to be angled inwards to improve. 
 
LINCOLN FURY (M Tanaka) – Dictated outwards at the start settling back, when FIALKA began awkwardly dictating 
MIGHTY CONNOR outwards, held up for a short distance approaching the 600 metres. 
 
FIALKA (J Bayliss) - began awkwardly, raced keenly in the early stages. 
 
CASSIUS CLAY (L Hemi) – raced wide without cover throughout. 
 

Race 4 WINNING EDGE PRSENTATIONS STAYERS  (2500 metres) 

WHAT A DEEZA (M Tanaka) – Slow away. 
 
VOXER (T Allan) – Raced keenly in the middle stages. 
 
OWNED (J Bayliss) – When questioned into the performance rider had no excuse. 

Race 5 NZ CONTRACTORS FEDERATION HAWKE’S BAY 1400 (1400 metres) 

Race start time delayed by 1 minute at the request of the TAB. 
 
LEEDS (R Hannam) – Slow away. 
HONNEUR NOIR (S Spratt) – Raced keenly when being restrained in the early stages. 
 



TEMPLE TIGER (S McKay) – Made the bend awkwardly passing the 800 metres. 
 
DISTURBANCE (CM Waddell) - Raced in restricted room early in the home straight. 
 

Race 6 ROYSTON HOSPITAL HAWKE’S BAY CUP (2200 metres) 

RICHIE MCHORSE (J Bayliss) – Began awkwardly settling back. 
 
SAINT KITT (T Allan) – Raced keenly, three wide without cover throughout. 
 
NYMPE MONTE (R Myers) – Raced keenly in the middle stages. 
 
ALL IN VOGUE (L Allpress) - When question rider advised the mare may not have appreciated today’s slow track 
conditions. 
 
OUR ABBADEAN(S Rusof) – Held up approaching the 600 metres making contact with SAMPSON when attempting a 
narrow run to the inside, lay out under pressure near the 50 metres brushing with RICHIE MCHORSE. 
 
COMIN’THROUGH (Lammas) – Had to change ground to improve near the 150 metres. 
 

Race 7 NZB FINANCE SPRINT (1200 metres) 

BARCELO (S McKAY) – Began awkwardly settling back. 
 
DEAL IN HEELS (L Allpress) - Slow away. 
 
RINGO (L Hemi) - Slow away. 
 
GIFT OF POWER (M Cameron) - Raced keenly throughout. 
 
RIKKI TIKKI TAVI (S Collett) - Held up for a short distance approaching the 400 metres. 
 

Race 8 CONGRAULATIONS “MISS WILSON” 1300 (1300 metres) 

HUTCH (S MacNab) - Jumped inwards abruptly at the start contacting GLORY DAYS, then shifted outwards 
inconveniencing VANILLA MOON. 
 
GLORY DAYS (R Myers) – Bumped at the start. 
 
VANILLA MOON (C Lammas) – Inconvenienced at start, Rider C Lammas advised the mare travelled well throughout 
but failed to respond when placed under pressure in the home straight. A subsequent veterinary examination 
revealed no abnormalities. 
 
AILEEN GRACE (L Allpress) – Raced keenly in the middle stages. Prior to the authorisation of dividends connections 
reviewed footage of the finish, but elected not to proceed with an objection against REDEFINE when both horses 
came together and brushed approaching the 150 metres.
