RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 GAVELHOUSE.COM THREE-YEAR-OLD (1200m) 



JAMIE (S Weatherley) – Proved difficult to load into its barrier delaying the start, shifted out abruptly at the start crowding 
outside runners, lay out over the concluding stages shifting wider on the track. 

FIRESTARTER (G Saejorhor) – Slow to begin. 

GO HEIDI GO (K Mudhoo) – Began awkwardly. 

DISRUPTION (B Murray) – Buffeted at the start and forced outwards. 

ADVENTURESS (J Morris) – Hampered at the start and got back, shifted inwards under pressure near the 350 metres and had 
to be straightened. 

LET HER RIP RILEY (C Johnson) – Dictated outwards at the start. 

Race 2 JOIN THE CLUB-MEMBERSHIP AVAILABLE NOW MAIDEN (1000m) 

OVER THINK (G Saejorhor) – Began awkwardly losing ground, steadied and shifted ground inwards when awkwardly placed 
on heels passing the 200 metres. 

MIACOCA (R Mudhoo) – Began awkwardly. 

MATHIEU (P Shaikh) – Raced keenly for a distance passing the 700 metres. 

WAY TOO EASY (K Williams) – Rider lost her whip passing the 300 metres. 

SWISSKY (C Johnson) – Made contact with ITS TOO LATE passing the 200 metres and shifted in under pressure 
inconveniencing ITS TOO LATE passing the 125 metres. 

ITSTOLATE (S Weatherley) – Made contact with SWISSKY passing the 200 metres, inconvenienced 125 metres. 

Race 3 EL DOUTE AT STUD TWO-YEAR-OLD (1000m) 

PLATINUM APPEAL (R Hannam) – Proved very difficult to load into its barrier delaying the start, with a barrier manners 
warning placed on the filly’s record.  

DISCO DEJAY (C Johnson) – Slow to begin, lay outwards passing the 600 metres and could not be ridden to full advantage. 

REMEDY (K Mudhoo) – Slow to begin. 

HIGHLY UNLIKELY (S Weatherley) – Began awkwardly with the rider becoming unbalanced momentarily. 

OUR BOY RITCHIE (R Beeharry) – Began awkwardly shifting out and making contact with PICK ME UP IN RIO. 

OUR GOLDEN GIRL (R Firdhaus) – Crowded at the start and lost ground. 

TEE CEE COUP (S Collett) – Crowded at the start and lost ground. 

CLEVER CHLOE (B Murray) – Crowded at the start and lost ground. 

MISS THUNDERBIRD (G Saejorhor) – Shifted out at the start crowding outside runners, steadied when awkwardly placed 
inside heels near the 150 metres. 

ANNE (R Mudhoo) – Raced greenly over the concluding stages. 

Race 4 NZ CUP HOSPITALITY PACKAGES-BOOK NOW RATING 75 (1400m) 



WHAT’S UP ALF (B Murray) – Began awkwardly, shifted in and made contact with MILK IT near the 220 metres and again at 
the 190 metres. Steadied at 130 metres when MILK IT shifted ground outwards. 

FIRE LILY (S Jamie) – Raced keenly in the early stages and was obliged to race wide from the 1000 metres. 

SPIDER LILY (S Collett) – Raced keenly in the early stages, crowded and had to steady passing the 200 metres when 
DIORISSIMO shifted out under pressure. 

DIORISSIMO (D Bradley) – Shifted out under pressure passing the 200 metres. 

D Bradley (DIORISSIMO) was issued with a warning for shifting ground passing the 200 metres. 

MILK IT (C Johnson) – Held up momentarily on entering the home straight, contacted near the 220 metres, lay outwards 
under pressure passing the 130 metres causing WHAT’S UP ALF to be awkwardly placed on heels and having to steady. 

C Johnson (MILK IT) defended a charge of shifting ground passing the 130 metres. After viewing films and hearing 
submissions from all parties the Judicial Committee found the charge proved and suspended C Johnson’s licence to ride at 
race meetings for 7 national days effective from the conclusion of racing on 10 June up to and including 21 June. 

The connections of WHAT’S UP ALF viewed the films before deciding not to proceed with a protest. 

B Murray (WHAT’S UP ALF) was warned under Rule 801 (1)(h) for the manner in which he gave evidence in a hearing. 

Race 5 COLIN BERRY PHOTOS FOR 60 YEARS RATING 60 (1400m) 

HOU LA LA (J Morris) – Slow to begin. 

TRAVEL WISE (T Moseley) – Slow to begin. 

DON’T BE CHEEKY (S Weatherley) – Bounded at the start. 

STOKED ME (R Mudhoo) – Began awkwardly getting its head up when restrained. 

JUSTICE WELL (R Firdhaus) – Began awkwardly. 

HEAVEN KNOWS (J Lowry) – Hampered shortly after the start. 

BARCLAY CREEK (S Collett) – Hampered for a short distance near the 1000 metres when in restricted room, steadied when 
awkwardly placed on heels near the 900 metres and then steadied again when buffeted between runners when in restricted 
room passing the 800 metres. 

REDESDALE (K Kwo) – Awkwardly placed between runners for a distance passing the 1000 metres and raced ungenerously 
for a distance, heavily restrained off heels passing the 900 metres when in restricted room. 

SHOWPIN (K Williams) – Shifted inwards near the 1000 metres placing REDESDALE in restricted room, stepped inwards again 
near the 900 metres. 

K Williams (SHOWPIN) was issued with a warning for shifting ground passing the 1000 metres. 

PAT IN BRACKETS (K Mudhoo) – Awkwardly placed between runners for a distance passing the 900 metres. 

Race 6 THE PREAKNESS & BELMONT 2019 WITH ‘WHEELS’ MAIDEN (1400m) 

JIMINY CRICKET (J Lowry) – Slow to begin, contacted the heel of CHORISTER (T Moseley) and blundered badly unbalancing 
rider J Lowry near the 1100 metres. 



T Moseley (CHORISTER) admitted a charge of careless riding in that he allowed his mount to shift ground inwards passing the 
1100 metres, with the Judicial Committee suspending T Moseley’s licence to ride at race meetings for 6 national days 
effective from the conclusion of racing on 10 June up to and including 20 June. 

LOUVRES (K Williams) – Hampered at the start. 

MAHANA (S Weatherley) – Hampered shortly after the start and got back, lay inwards passing the 100 metres. 

DIPLOMAT (R Mudhoo) – Placed in restricted room shortly after the start when LATASSO shifted inwards. 

LATASSO (K Kwo) – Shifted inwards shortly after the start placing DIPLOMAT in restricted room, made contact with 
ATAAHUADREAMSRFREE and jostled for a distance passing the 1200 metres. 

K Kwo was warned for the manner in which he shifted ground shortly after the start. 

ATAAHUADREAMSRFREE (S Collett) – Raced in restricted room for a short distance after the start, jostled for a distance with 
LATASSO passing the 1200 metres. 

DIPLOMAT (R Mudhoo) – Over raced for some distance passing the 1200 metres, raced ungenerously for some distance 
passing the 1000 metres having to be heavily restrained off heels passing the 800 metres. 

CHORISTER (T Moseley) – Shifted inwards passing the 1100 metres. 

TROY BOY (S Muniandy) – Raced in restricted room passing the 700 metres and jostled with HERCULES MORSE for some 
distance, held up for a short distance on entering the home straight, lay in throughout the home straight and had to be 
straightened on a number of occasions. 

HERCULES MORSE (J Morris) – Jostled with TROY BOY passing the 700 metres, steadied when in restricted room passing the 
600 metres when weakening. 

EL CAMPEADOR (R Hannam) – Became awkwardly placed on the heels of MAHANA inside the final 100 metres and could not 
be ridden to full advantage thereafter. 

Race 7 RACECOURSE HOTEL & MOTOR LODGE RATING 65 (2000m) 

YOURLIPS AR MOVIN (K Kwo) – Began awkwardly and lost ground. 

PATRICIA ROSE (L Callaway) – Raced ungenerously in the early stages when being restrained, disappointing performance. A 
post race veterinary inspection did not reveal any obvious abnormalities. The rider reported that in his opinion the mare did 
not handle today’s very heavy track conditions. 

TUILANA (C Johnson) – Improved wide passing the 800 metres. 

SMILING ASSASSIN (S Weatherley) – Raced keenly in the early stages, inconvenienced passing the 200 metres when HEEL BE 
JAKE shifted inwards and again momentarily inconvenienced nearing the 100 metres. 

HEEL BE JAKE (K Williams) – Shifted inwards passing the 200 metres. K Williams was reprimanded and reminded of her 
obligations when shifting ground. 

The connections of 2nd placed SMILING ASSASSIN lodged a protest against 1st placed HEEL BE JAKE alleging interference in 
the final straight. After viewing films and hearing submissions the Judicial Committee dismissed the protest. 

CHICA RAPIDA (B Murray) – When questioned regarding the disappointing performance, trainer K Tyler reported that in his 
opinion the mare had not handled its first major trip away and that he would consider giving the mare a small break in 
training.
