FUN SEEKER (R Myers) – Trainer P Campbell advised Stewards that he was satisfied with the recovery of the mare and 

it has now been sent for a brief spell. 

 

 
RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 BECOME A MEMBER OF THE WRC FOR THE 20/18/2019 SEASON 1600 

WILBERMERE (W Pinn) - Began awkwardly making contact with FREIGHTMAN, losing ground. 
 



MR LINSKI (T Thornton) – Steadied passing the 1400 metres when crowded. Raced in restricted room near the 150 
metres when RIDE THE STORM shifted in and away from CONSPIRATOR (T Harris) which shifted in.  T Harris was 
advised to exercise care. 
 
RELIABLE LAD (C Lammas) – Commenced to over race when being restrained for a distance passing the 1200 metres 
and then raced wide without cover for the remainder of the race.  Lay out when placed under pressure in the final 
straight. When questioned regarding performance rider C Lammas advised that the gelding had raced ungenerously 
and had proved difficult to ride throughout the race. 
 
SHOCKWAVE (K Cowan) - Held up entering the final straight having to shift ground outwards passing the 350 metres 
to obtain clear running. 
 
HEADLINES (A Sims) – Raced in restricted room near the 350 metres. 
 
FREIGHTMAN (J Fawcett) - Lay out rounding the final bend. 
 
RIDE THE STORM (S Spratt) – Raced in restricted room passing the 150 metres. Lost left hind plate during the running. 
 
RESURGENCE (S McKay) - When questioned regarding performance, rider could offer no excuse. 
 
R Norvall (SOLDIER FIELD) - Admitted a charge in that he failed to ride his mount out to the end of the race when 
there was a reasonable chance of finishing third. After hearing submissions, the Judicial Committee suspended R 
Norvall’s licence to ride in races from the conclusion of racing today Saturday 9 June until the conclusion of racing on 
Wednesday 27 June (11 National riding days). 
 
T Harris (CONSPIRATOR) - Issued with a warning after allowing CONSPIRATOR to shift in passing the 1400 metres 
when not fully clear of MR LINSKI which was crowded and steadied. 
 

Race 2 BLOODSTOCKAUCTION.COM 1600 

POKURU WILD (M Coleman) – Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
CAPTAIN ORANGE (K Cowan) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
STEALTH (R Scott) -  Slow to begin. 
 
TOP ACTRESS (S Collett) - Held up early in the final straight and shifted outwards approaching the 150 metres in an 
attempt to obtain clear running making contact with the hind quarters of ACRE. Then raced in restricted room for a 
distance having to be steadied near the 100 metres before shifting out to obtain clear running. 
 
ACRE (A Jones) – Hind quarters contacted by TOP ACTRESS approaching the 150 metres. 
 

Race 3 SSANGYONG AUCKLAND FUTURITY STAKES 

PLATINUM RAPPER (K McCulloch) - Began awkwardly then crowded. Raced in restricted room approaching the 600 
metres when SENIOR MOSS shifted out. 
 
ELLE D’BERRY (S Weatherley) - Crowded leaving the barriers. 
 
PEACEFUL (M Cameron) - Raced keenly when being steadied in the middle stages. 
 

Race 4 TE RAPA RACECOURSE FUNCTION CENTRE BOOK NOW 1600 

O’GUY (S Collett) – Began awkwardly after rearing as the start was affected. Crowded near the 1100 metres. 



 
IMPULSIVE HABIT (W Pinn) - Began awkwardly. Rider dropped his whip near the 350 metres. 
 
VERRY FLASH (R Smyth) -  Raced in restricted room shortly after leaving the barrier. 
 
MAJOR DOMO (J Riddell) – Crowded and steadied passing the 1100 metres. When question regarding performance 
rider advised that the gelding was unsuited by today’s track conditions. 
 
ANGELINE (M Coleman) - Crowded near the 1100 metres. 
 
K Cowan - issued with a warning for allowing her mount to shift in when not clear of TWEEDLEDEE which shifted in 
crowding ANGELINE, O’GUY and MAJOR DOMO near the 1100 metres. 
 

Race 5 DLF SEEDS NZ 1600 

LADY STYLE (W Pinn) - Slow to begin. Raced keenly for a distance in the early and middle stages. 
 
BOJANGLES (T Newman) - Began awkwardly. Raced ungenerously when being steadied in the early stages. 
 
CHACHI ARCOLA (R Smyth) - Slow to begin. 
 
REPO BAY (S Collett) - When questioned regarding performance rider advised that the mare was unsuited to today’s 
track conditions. 
 

Race 6 LEE SOMERVELL RACING STABLES 1200 

NOTHINGLEFTTOLOSE (R Smyth) - Raced keenly for a distance when becoming awkwardly place on heels near the 650 
metres. 
 
CINEMATIC (K Chowdhoory) – Raced in restricted room having to be steadied near the 650 metres. When questioned 
regarding performance rider advised that the mare was unsuited to today’s track conditions. 
 
WOODEN EDGE (A Sims) – Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which revealed small superficial cuts on 
both hind pasterns. 
 
MAGICAL BEAUTY (T Harris) – Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which did not reveal any abnormality. 
 

Race 7 FOSTER MAINTAIN 1400 

UNDERTHEMOONLIGHT (C Lammas) - Crowded and hampered leaving the barriers. Had difficulty obtaining clear 
running early in the final straight. 
 
DEALS IN HEELS (M Cameron) – Crowded leaving the barriers. 
 
PACORUS (T Harris) - When question regarding performance rider advised that the gelding was unsuited to today’s 
track conditions. 
 

Race 8 TRUE COLOURS MID-WINTER XMAS LUNCHEON 7TH JULY 2100 

STORMING THE TOWER (A Jones) – Began awkwardly then raced without cover from near the 1400 metres. 
 
JOE CARGO (C Lammas) – Raced in restricted room approaching the 1400 metres having to be steadied. Rider C 
Lammas advised that after racing in restricted room rounding the first bend with the gelding then not racing 
comfortably among runners. 
 



BIG MIKE (T Harris) – Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which did not reveal any abnormality.  
 
MANGAROA FLO JO (A Sims) – Underwent a post-race veterinary examination including an endoscopic examination 
which revealed sand in the trachea which required veterinary treatment. 
 

Race 9 PHELAN RACING STABLES 2100 

UNVEILING (L Satherley) – Slow to begin. 
 
DIEHARD (J Riddell) – Restrained leaving the barriers. 
 

Race 10 CAMBRIDGE EQUINE HOSPITAL 1600 

LUCKY SWEEP (A Calder) - Began awkwardly then hampered losing ground. 
 
SAFFRON LADY (S McKay) – Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
SARABANDE (J Fawcett) – Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
WHERE ARE YOU (C Lammas) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
GRAND RIO (J Riddell) – Had to shift ground inwards entering the final straight to obtain clear running. 
 
VIKTOR VEGAS (M Cameron) – Improved onto heels passing the 200 metres having to be steadied. When questioned 
regarding performance rider M Cameron advised that the gelding had failed to travel comfortably throughout and not 
responded when placed under pressure in the final straight.
