RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 SKYLINE GARAGES & BUILDINGS MAIDEN HURDLES (3000M) 

There was a significant delay to this race due to BEETHOVEN having to be removed off the track. 

BEETHOVEN (G Walsh) - Collapsed and died on route to the barriers.  

SHEEZOFF (E Farr) - Poor leap first fence.  Jumped indifferently throughout.  Fell second to last fence.  

Rider E Farr was checked by the St Johns paramedics and cleared for her remaining rides. 

Race 2 HARDGRAVE DECORATING OPEN HURDLES (3000M) 

GO GO GONZO (H McNeill) - Poor leap at the first fence.  Poor leap at the fence by the 1900 metres. 

JACKFROST (S Higgins) - Jumped indifferently early stages.  Poor leap at the fence by the 1000 metres. 



DRUMGOLD (G Walsh) - Poor leap at the fence near the 2000 metres.  Poor leap final fence. 

THE YOUNG PRETENDA (E Farr) - Poor leap at the fence near the 1500 metres.  Ran the fence down near the 1200 
metres losing momentum.  Poor leap at the 400 metre fence.  Poor leap final fence. 

ADDITUP (L Douglas) - Poor leap at the fence near the 1000 metres. 

THE ENERGIZER (J Seivwright) - Steadied at the 500 metres when awkwardly placed between runners. 

Race 3 ASCOT SPORTSHOUSE & EATERY MAIDEN (1200M) 

LUNA CELESTA (R Firdhaus) - Slow to begin. 

SILHOUETTES (C Cambell) - Raced greenly in the early stages. 

GO HEIDI GO (S Toolooa) - Keen early stages. 

GRAND DUKE (B Murray) - Wide early. 

GERDA (G Jogoo) - Wide early.  Lay inwards and had to be straightened passing the 200 metres. 

REGENT STREET (K Kwo) - Wide early. 

ITSTOLATE (L Allpress) - Rider reported that the mare, after getting further back than she intended had only battled on 
when placed under pressure. 

SHIREEN (R Mudhoo) - Tailed the field from the 800 metres.  The rider reported that the filly had not handled the track 
conditions. 

Race 4 DOMINATOR GARAGE DOOR CENTRE OPEN CHASE (4280M) 

TAI HO (S Higgins) - Poor leap at the fence near the 3600 metres losing momentum. 

SEEKING REDEMPTION (B Lammas) - Gave ground passing the 1600 metres and was retired from the event near the 
700 metres. 

GOLD LEAF (G Walsh) - Jumped indifferently through the early stages. 

PAYMENT PENDING (J Seivwright) - Fell at the last jump and was humanely euthanised as a result of an injury.  Jockey J 
Seivwright was attended to by the St John paramedics and was cleared from injury.  

Race 5 POWER FARMING TIMARU LTD DASH (1200M) 

FLICKA OF GOLD (Z Bholah) - Slow to begin.  Steadied off heels when in restricted room passing the 900 metres. 

TIEBREAKER (L Allpress) - Keen for a distance passing the 1000 metres when being restrained. 

ENTRÉE (J Lowry) - Wide early stages. 

PRINCESS ATHENA (K Mudhoo) - Got its head up when steadied passing the 1000 metres. 

Race 6 SMALLBONE LTD & ONCEUPONATIME SPRINT (1200M) 

SUPATWISTA(R Beeharry) - Began awkwardly. 

NATIONAL ASSET (L Callaway) - Began awkwardly.  Wide throughout. 



DISRUPTION (B Murray) - Hampered on jumping.  Rider reported that the gelding had been less than genuine in its 
efforts today. 

RICHIE ROX (Z Bholah) - Hampered on jumping.  Wide throughout. 

LUCKY EDIE (J Bassett) - Hampered shortly after the start. 

SILVERMIST (K Mudhoo) - Hampered shortly after the start. 

JUSTICE WELL (R Mudhoo) - Crowded and clipped a heel shortly after the start losing ground. 

ACRYLIC (G Jogoo) - Hampered at 1100 metres when placed in restricted room. 

OMAR (C Campbell) - Shifted inwards near the 1100 metres dictating ACRYLIC inwards resulting in JUSTICE WELL being 
checked and clipping a heel. 

BELLS OF OUZELEY (C Barnes) - Wide throughout. 

C Campbell (OMAR) - Admitted a breach of careless riding and after hearing all submissions and viewing all video 
evidence the JCA suspended his licence to ride in races for 6 National days effective from the 18th June to 27th June 
inclusive. 

Race 7 CATERING SOUTH CANTERBURY & MORE M (1600M) 

SMART GARDEN (C Campbell) - Declared a late scratching at 3.27pm, refused to load.  Required to barrier trial to the 
satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards before racing next. 

PAT IN BRACKETS (S Toolooa) - Keen for a distance passing the 800 metres.  When spoken to regarding the improved 
performance the trainer reported that the gelding was more favoured to the looser track conditions today and added 
that the weight relief also helped. 

Race 8 NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES RACE (1600M) 

KERRYTOWNCHARLOTTE (C Campbell) – Slow to begin. 

TUILANA (T Comignaghi) - Slow to begin.  Lay inwards throughout the final straight. 

MONTSERRAT (J Lowry) -Wide early. 

JULIETTE (S Muniandy) - Placed in restricted room near the 150 metres.  Rider reported that in his opinion the filly had 
failed to handle the impost of top weight. 

SO BRAZEN (L Allpress) - When spoken to about the performance of the mare the rider reported that in her opinion the 
mare failed to handle today’s track conditions. 

GIPSYROCKER (B Murray) - Made the bend near the 1300 metres awkwardly when over racing shifting outwards 
making firm contact with REBEL ROSE. 

LIL MISS SWISS (K Kwo) - Made the bend near the 1300 metres awkwardly when over racing, continued to over race 
for some distance thereafter.  Bumped with BRIDGET TOWN 300 metres. 

BARCLAY CREEK (K Williams) - Wide throughout.  



REBEL ROSE (L Callaway) - Bumped 1300 metres when over racing.  Keen for a distance passing the 1000 metres when 
awkwardly placed on heels.  Steadied when awkwardly placed between runners at the 300 metres. 

STOKED ME (C Barnes) - Got its head up on a number of occasions at the 1300 metres when in tight racing quarters. 

BRIDGET TOWN (G Jogoo) - Keen for a distance passing the 700 metres.  Steadied off heels near the 600 metres.  
Bumped and held up when in tight racing room passing the 300 metres shifting ground outwards to obtain clear 
running near the 200 metres.
