RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 FAIRVIEW HAWERA RETRO DOUBLE GLAZING MAIDEN 1600 (1600 metres) 

BUFFALO BELLE (M Tanaka) – Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
FATEFUL (L Allpress) – Slow away then steadied when becoming awkwardly placed on heels. 
 
SPIDERMAN (R Myers) - Raced ungenerously through the early and middle stages, running wide around the final 
bend.  Rider advised the gelding had hung throughout.  Connections were advised that the gelding must trial to the 
satisfaction of Stewards prior to racing next. 
 



BLACK ANASTA (T Johnson) - When questioned into the run of BLACK ANASTA rider advised he was taken wide 
rounding the home turn by SPIDERMAN, but was of the opinion the mare may be better suited to  a longer distance. 
 
LIMBO STREET (S McKay) – Rider had no excuse. 
 

Race 2 FAIRVIEW HAWERA ALUMINIUM 1600 (1600 metres) 

POROTENE MHIA (D Turner) – Slow away, then raced wide throughout. 
 

Race 3 FAIRVIEW HAWERA CONSERVATORIES 1600 (1600 metres)  

ONEFORTHEDITCH (S MacNab) – Slow away. 
 
EEPA NEEMA (M Singh) - Over-raced when in front and had little left at the finish. 
 
BIG BEN (J Parkes) - Over-raced in the middle stages. 
 

Race 4 FAIRVIEW HAWERA WINDOWS 1400 (1400 metres) 

DRAGON DANCER (C Dell) – Began awkwardly. 
 
YOU’LL DO ME (A Shin) – Slow away and then was hampered shortly after, losing ground. 
 
KEEP IT SAVVY (T Johnson) – Improved, becoming awkwardly placed on the heels of GATA, having to be steadied for 
some distance passing the 500 metres. 
 
GATA (S McKay) - When questioned into the improved performance, trainer W Marshment advised the mare was 
unsuited to the faster pace at its previous start over 1200 metres and was better suited to the extra distance of 1400 
metres today. 
 
SKY HI RAHTWO (Z Moki) - Held up rounding the turn prior to being angled inwards near the 500 metres to improve. 
 

Race 5 FAIRVIEW HAWERA INSERT WINDOWS 1300 (1300 metres) 

SHELLEZ ACE (J Fawcett) Began awkwardly. 
 
RED SIERRA (C O’Beirne) – Slow away.  Lay out under pressure in the home straight. 
 
C O’Beirne (RED SIERRA) – Was issued with a warning regarding the use of her whip prior to the 100 metres. 
 
COOL MOON (M Singh) – Bumped on jumping away, becoming unbalanced then commenced to over-race for a 
distance. 

Race 6 FAIRVIEW HAWERA DOORS MAIDEN 1200 (1200 metres) 

KARIMA (M Tanaka) – Slow away. 
 
KALIPER (J Fawcett) – Began awkwardly shifting out hampering DESTINY ONE. 
 
DESTINY ONE (C-M Waddell) – Hampered on jumping away losing ground.  Hampered near the 200 metres when MR 
AXLE (L Allpress) shifted out abruptly.  L Allpress was advised that she is expected to straighten her mount sooner 
than she did on this occasion and was issued with a warning. 
 
SEE YA LATER (R Myers) – Finished well back.  R Myers could offer no excuse. 

Race 7 FAIRVIEW HAWERA MAINTENANCE 2100 (2100 metres) 

EDDIE GILBERT (T Taiaroa) - Began very awkwardly, losing considerable ground. 
 



I SUGGEST (C-M Waddell) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
ZEDAC (L Allpress) – Shifted out abruptly on jumping away forcing THE HUNTSMAN out onto the hind quarters of 
JUSTA CHARLIE which became briefly unbalanced. 
 
JUST A CHARLIE (Z Moki) – Bumped, becoming unbalanced at the start. 
 
THE HUNTSMAN (S MacNab) - Crowded and hampered at the start, losing ground.
