RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 ASHBURTON RACEWAY FUNCTION CENTRE RATING MAIDEN (1400m) 



BOGATYR (R Mudhoo) – Raced wide without cover. Weakened passing the 200 metres. 

STRAD (J Laking) – Keen early.  

MAKS LEGEND (J Morris) – Keen for a distance passing the 1000 metres. 

THE SAINTLY ONE (L Callaway) – Hampered start losing ground when bumped by EUPHRASIA which was forced in by KNOWN 
TO FLIRT. Lay inwards near the 200 metres making contact with GO HEIDI GO. Lay inwards throughout the final straight.  

MAHANA (C Johnson) – Placed in restricted room passing the 300 metres when ONTHESAUCE (J Fawcett) shifted outwards. 
Also hampered was EUPHRASIA in this incident.  

EUPHRASIA (G Saejorhor) – Bumped start. Shifted out near 250 metres and hampered GO HEIDI GO.  Returned to the 
birdcage with blood present in both nostrils and declared to be a bleeder.  The connections advised the filly will be retired.  

G Saejorhor– Warned for shifting ground 250 metres.  

GO HEIDI GO (K Kwo) – Keen early. Steadied near the 250 metres when awkwardly placed between EUPHRASIA which 
shifted outwards and THE SAINTLY ONE which lay in under pressure.  

ONTHESAUCE (J Fawcett) – Shifted outwards near the 300 metres.  Became awkwardly placed to the inside of the weakening 
BOGATYR passing the 200 metres. 

J Fawcett – Issued with a warning after permitting her mount to shift outwards near the 300 metres.  

T Moseley and L Callaway – Both spoken to regarding their whip actions.  

Race 2 KEITH WILD AND DAVE REDMOND POTATOES MAIDEN (1400m) 
AL BE CIVICS (L Callaway) – Bumped 350 metres and contacted again 150 metres.  

DIPLOMAT (J Laking) – Awkwardly placed on heels near the 250 metres. 

GALISINI (B Murray) – Returned to the birdcage with blood present in both nostrils and declared to be a bleeder.  The 
connections advised the gelding will be retired.  

MAMMA SANS (T Comignaghi) - Wide throughout.  

FIRESTARTER (S Toolooa) – Slow to begin.  

ROCKAPAN (C Campbell) – Shifted outwards near the 350 metres and made firm contact with AL BE CIVICS.  Came together 
again passing the 150 metres. Rider C Campbell reminded of his obligations when shifting ground.  

BELLISSIMA BELLE (B Morgenrood) – Slow to begin. 

RIP INTO GHIA (S Collett) – Slow to begin.  

Race 3 BARNESWOOD FARM RATING 65 (2100m) 

J Laking (OLAF) - Admitted a charge of careless riding when allowing his mount to shift inwards passing the 1800 metres 
when not sufficiently clear of FUGAWI and BARCLAY CREEK resulting in BARCLAY CREEK being checked. After viewing films 
and hearing submissions on penalty the JCA suspended his licence to ride in races for 8 national days up to and including 25 
July 2018.  

SOUTHERN COOL (T Moseley) – Brushed with FUGAWI on a number of occasions early in the home straight.  



GIPSYROCKER (AUS) (S Collett) – Wide from the 1000 metres.  When questioned regarding the disappointing performance 
rider advised in her opinion the filly would appreciate a drop back in distance and had failed to see out the trip.  

FUGAWI (K Gundowry) – Began awkwardly making firm contact with BARCLAY CREEK and getting its head up. Placed in 
restricted room 1800 metres. Brushed with SOUTHERN COOL on a number of occasions early in the home straight.  

SULCIFERA (G Saejorhor) – Raced in restricted room over the concluding stages.  

BARCLAY CREEK (K Kwo) – Checked passing the 1800 metres after OLAF shifted inwards.  

REDESDALE (M Cameron) – When questioned regarding the apparent improved performance, Trainer K Hampton advised 
the gelding had appreciated the prevailing track conditions today. 

K Williams (OUR MADONNA) – Warned regarding use of whip prior to 100 metres.  

Race 4 J J LTD OPEN (2100m) 

TWOZNOTENOUGH (T Moseley) – Lay inwards throughout the final straight and had to be straightened on two occasions.  

LAAFFAIRE (S Collett) – Rider reported the mare had failed to see the distance out after being taken on through the middle 
stages.  

TILLY DUNNAGE (B Murray) – Raced three wide without cover from the 1200 metres.  

SPEEDY JAX (S Toolooa) – Slow away.  

Race 5 SOUTH RAKAIA HOTEL RATING 65 (1200m) 

DUTCH COURAGE (G Jogoo) – Slow to begin. Wide early stages.   

SWISSKY (C Johnson) – Raced keenly in the lead.  Hampered and steadied momentarily passing the 250 metres when 
weakening.  Rider reported in his opinion the gelding may have held its breath throughout the running.   

VICE MARSHALL (T Comignaghi) – Keen early stages. Shifted inwards near the 250 metres hampering SWISSKY.   

MIRA (M Cameron) – Slow away.  

ISHINKTAATLEDO (J Laking) – Shifted wider by inside runner 300 metres.   

WOLFF SPIRIT (K Kwo) – Keen for some distance passing the 1000 metres. Hampered 300 metres when TWILIGHT METEOR 
shifted ISHINKTAATLEDO wider on the track. Returned to the birdcage with blood present in both nostrils and was declared 
to be a bleeder. 

SAVASON (J Bassett) – Keen for a distance passing the 900 metres. Was inclined to lay inwards throughout the final straight. 
Raced in restricted room near the 100 metres when TWILIGHT METEOR shifted outwards.   

STELLACANTO (L Callaway) – Slow to begin. Finished distant last. Rider reported that the mare had felt indifferent in its 
action over the concluding stages.  A post-race veterinary examination revealed no abnormalities.   

SUGGESTIVE LOOX (K Mudhoo) – Began awkwardly and got back.  

TWILIGHT METEOR (R Mudhoo) – Keen early stages. Shifted ground 300 metres hampering outside runner.  Shifted 
outwards 100 metres.  

R Mudhoo – Reminded of his obligations when shifting ground.  

Race 6 RURAL TRANSPORT RATING 75 (1200m) 



MR CONDUCTOR (K Mudhoo) – Had a tendency to over-race in the lead in the middle stages.  Lay outwards under pressure 
in the final straight.  

NAKYAMA (G Saejorhor) – Steadied momentarily 1000 metres.  Held up for a short distance passing the 300 metres shifting 
ground outwards to obtain clear running.  

ENTREE (M Cameron) – Placed in restricted room momentarily passing the 1000 metres when awkwardly placed inside EPIC 
DREAMER.  

ON POINT (S Collett) – Underwent a pre-race veterinary inspection after making contact with a gate leaving the enclosure 
and was passed fit to race. Slow away (4L).  

Race 7 R D PETROLEUM ASHBURTON WINTER CUP TRIAL (1400m) 

LUKE (K Kwo) – Raced in restricted room in the early stages when inside the heels of FAIRLIGHT.  

FAIRLIGHT (J Laking) – Raced three wide early.  

LOCHAN ORA – Very slow to begin (5L). Raced in restricted room passing the 200 metres. Shifted ground inwards to obtain 
clear running near the 100 metres.  

B Murray (FLYING SARDINE) – Admitted using his whip excessively prior to the 100 metres. After viewing films and hearing 
submissions on penalty the JCA suspended Mr Murray’s licence to ride in races for 13 national days up to and including          
2 August 2018. Mr Murray was also issued with a warning for making a celebratory salute prior to the winning post.  

Race 8 RYAL BUSH TRANSPORT 3&4YO SET WEIGHT (1600m) 
GALWAY GARRY – Restrained to the rear on jumping and raced keenly early stages.  

FIRE LILY (T Comignaghi) – Steadied near the 1300 metres and over-raced for a distance.  

ZENTESSA (S Collett) – Rider dropped her whip passing the 150 metres.  

VALETINA VITTORIA (C Campbell) – Had to be firmly restrained after improving onto the heels of DARKSEID near the 1300 
metres when that runner was being steadied with FIRE LILY also having to be steadied to avoid the heels of VALETINA 
VITTORIA. A post-race veterinary examination revealed a poor rate of recovery with an elevated heart rate. Stewards will 
follow up in subsequent days.   

J Fawcett (DARKSEID) – Warned for restraining in a manner that hampered trailing runners.   

Race 9 QUIGLEY CONTRACTING RATING 75 (1600m) 

NOWHERE MAN (BB Hong) – Made contact with KEEP ON COMING at the 250 metres.  

BORN A ROYAL (J Laking) – Raced keenly for a distance passing the 1200 metres.  

AMUN RA (L Callaway) – Crowded leaving the barriers.  

HE KIN FLY (K Kwo) – Keen early stages. Shifted outwards near the 1000 metres when the tempo of the race eased making 
contact with OREPUKI LAD.  

OREPUKI LAD – Contacted 1000 metres.  

SPIDER LILY (T Comignaghi) – Crowded leaving the barriers.  

KEEP ON COMING (T Jonker) – Placed in restricted room near the 250 metres and made contact with NOWHERE MAN when 
taken outwards by SHOWPIN.  



Race 10 STUART TARBOTTON CONTRACTORS RATING 65 (1600M) 

PAT IN BRACKETS (S Toolooa) – Jumped away awkwardly losing ground. 

O’KIWI (M Cameron) – Raced keenly and wide early when being restrained to take cover. 

GOLDEN VALKYRIE (T Moseley) – Held up early stages of the run home.  

BLACK PEARL (K Williams) – Raced keenly early.  

MONTSERRAT (C Campbell) – Rider dropped his whip passing the 50 metres. C Campbell was reminded of his obligations to 
ride his mount out fully over the concluding stages.  

BELLS OF OUZELEY (K Kwo) – Raced keenly early. 

C Johnson (TUILANA) - Reminded of his obligations prior to weighing in.
