RACE COMMENTS:
Race 1 ‘ LOWE SCHOLLUM & JONES LTD 2100 (2100 Metres)
WITCH HAZEL (D Turner) — Crowded at start.
MADAM MAKEFI (D Hirini) - Blundered leaving the barrier




OUR JOCKO (Z Moki) — Crowded soon after leaving the barriers losing ground. Raced keenly when the pace
steadied near the 1700 metres and improved forward to lead passing the 1500 metres

OUR MATRIARCH (S Collett) - Crowded soon after leaving the barriers losing ground. Forced wide passing the
1700 metres and then raced wide without cover until improving forward to sit outside the leading passing the
1500 metres.

MEXICAN (R Myers) - Raced keenly when being restrained in the early stages.

S Collett (OUR MATRIARCH) - Issued with a warning under Rule 638(1)(d) and severely reprimanded after
allowing OUR MATRIARCH to shift in passing the 50 metres, crowding OUR JOCKO, which was briefly steadied.

Following the race, the connections of the 4™ placed horse OUR JOCKO viewed stewards’ footage alleging
interference by the 2nd placed horse OUR MATRIARCH before electing not to proceed with a protest.

Race 2 ‘ JOHN AND NATALIE MABEY 2200 (2200 Metres)

VERACIOUS (R Goldsbury) — Slow to begin. Raced keenly passing the 1600 metres when the pace eased.

FINN (S Collett) - Raced keenly passing the 1700 metres when being restrained off heels. Restrained off heels
again approaching the 1400 metres.

ARTAXERXES (R Hannam) - Raced wide without cover in the early stages.

Race 3 ‘ BLACK BULL WOODVILLE 1100 (1100 Metres)

Apprentice Z Moki (DEJA ROO) - Had to re-weigh prior to the start when it was discovered she had been
weighed out at the incorrect weight.

BATTLE CREEK (W Pinn) - Crowded leaving the barrier losing ground.
DEJA ROO (Z Moki) - Began awkwardly
EXHIBIT (R Goldsbury) - Began awkwardly.

CARILLION (H Durrant) - Crowded leaving the barrier. Steadied near 1000 metres when awkwardly placed
inside the heels of LINCOLN’S GAL (R Hannam) which shifted in when not fully clear. R Hannam was advised to
exercise greater care when in similar circumstances.

HUGO THE BOSS (T Johnson) — Raced three wide on the pace throughout. Tightened and checked 900 metres.
Following the race it was reported that HUGO THE BOSS had lost the near fore plate during the running.

D Turner (NEBRASKA) - Admitted a breach of careless riding in that he permitted NEBRASKA to shift in near the
900 metres when insufficiently clear of HUGO THE BOSS, which was checked. After hearing submissions the
JCA suspended his licence to ride in races from the close of racing on Sunday, 21 October up to and including
racing on Saturday, 27 October (5 days).

VINCENT (D Bradley) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Held up passing the 500 metres having to be angled
outwards entering the home straight to improve.




EDWARDIAN LADY (C O’Beirne) — Raced in restricted room approaching the 200 metres when HUGO THE BOSS
(T Johnson) shifted out under pressure. T Johnson was advised to straighten his mount sooner than he did on
this occasion.

Race 4 ‘ THE REIGN WATENE MEMORIAL (1200 Metres)

THE BIG BOSS (T Johnson) — Underwent a veterinary examination at the barrier and was cleared to race after
contacting the fence leaving the enclosure. Crowded leaving the barrier.

GUNSHOOTER (S McKay) - Knuckled leaving the barrier losing ground. Checked 1000 metres.

AUSTRIA (W Pinn) — Crowded leaving the barrier.

LATIN PRINCESS (Z Moki) - Crowded and hampered leaving the barrier.

LILY ALAMOSA (D Turner) - Began awkwardly losing ground.

R Stam (SARAH SARAH) - Admitted a breach of careless riding in that he permitted his mount, SARAH SARAH, to
shift in near the 1000 metres when insufficiently clear of GUNSHOOTER, which was checked. After hearing

submissions, the JCA suspended his licence to ride in races from the conclusion of racing on Thursday, 18
October up to an including racing on Friday, 2 November (8 days).

Race 5 ‘ NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES RACE (1200 Metres)

VIVA LA PLATINUM (L Hemi) — Slow to begin.

KELTIC ROCKSTAR (D Turner) - Began awkwardly losing ground.

VELOCE (R Hannam) — Slow to begin.

LA LANDONNE (S Collett) - Raced wide without cover for the majority of the race.
ARABICA (W Pinn) — Held up entering the final straight.

ETERNAL (D Bradley) — Raced three wide without cover throughout.

Race 6 | WENHAM GRAIN & SEED 1300 (1300 Metres)

HI I’'M NIKKITA (W Pinn) - Underwent a veterinary examination prior to the start after being kicked and was
cleared to run. Improved into a marginal run approaching the 75 metres then being forced inwards making
contact and becoming briefly unbalanced.

BRANTFORD (S Collett) - Slow to begin. When questioned into performance rider could offer no excuse. A
post-race veterinary inspection was clear.

HESAGOODBOY (T Johnson) — Slow away then crowded.

SATU LAGI (D Bradley) - Jumped outwards at the start contact DERECHO, which settled back.

YOSSARIAN (R Myers) - Lay out running wide entering home straight.

J Parkes (CRUZ RAMIREZ) — Issued with a warning under Rule 638(1)(d) after allowing his mount CRUZ RAMIREZ

to shift inwards approaching the 100 metres simultaneously as HI I’'M NIKKITA attempted to improve into a
marginal run inside that runner’s heels and was dictated inwards tightening and checking DERECHO. Stewards




considered outward movement from CASCADE DE LA VIE when assessing the incident. Nevertheless, J Parkes
was advised to straighten his mount sooner than he did on this occasion.

CRUZ RAMIREZ (J Parkes) - Raced greenly under pressure in the final straight.
DERECHO (T Allan) - Tightened and checked near the 75 metres.

CASCADE DE LA VIE (D Hirini) - Shifted out under pressure inside the final 100 metres.

Race 7 ‘ DAVID AND ELLEN OLIVER AT KONINI 1400 (1400 Metres)

MANGO (L Hemi) - Tightened and checked shortly after the start when PERAZZO (T Johnson) ducked in abruptly
dictating HUNTER VILLAIN inwards on to MANGO, THELMA and MINI COOPA, which were all hampered.

THELMA (D Bradley) — Hampered shortly after the start.
MINI COOPA (T Allan) — Hampered shortly after the start.
HUNTER VILLAIN (R Myers) — Dictated inwards at start, raced three wide without cover throughout.

COLLINSTREET (W Pinn) - Improved on to the heels of WICKLOW having to be restrained near the 400 metres.

Race 8 ‘ NETHERTON STATION 1600 (1600 Metres)

DAL QUATTRO (T Taiaroa) — Slow to begin.
FALAKROS (R Stam) — Restrained soon after leaving the barrier. Hampered 700 metres.

TINTINTINNIE (M Singh) - Raced in restricted room and was hampered near the 700 metres going back on to
SHOCKALIT and FALAKROS which were both hampered.

SHOCKALIT (T Allan) — Hampered 700 metres.

VENETO (S Collett) - Held up passing the 300 metres. Having to be angled outwards across heels to gain clear
running near the 200 metres. Inconvenienced 100 metres.

MISS THE MESS (T Johnson) — Lay in having to be straightened under pressure in the home straight.

R Stam (FALAKROS) — Reminded of his obligations with regards to whip use on a horse out of contention.
