RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 PAUL BRAND AND NORM STEWART MAIDEN 1200M 

SHE’S GALLANT (K Mudhoo) underwent a pre race veterinary inspection and was cleared to race. 

YIPPIEYIOH (J Morris) – Slow to begin, raced wide throughout. 

STRATTON (C Johnson) – Slow to begin, lay in over the concluding stages. 

SACRED QUARTZ (L Innes) – Began awkwardly making contact with STIRLING LADY. 

SENTITO (S Collett) – Restrained to the rear on jumping, held up when becoming awkwardly placed on heels passing the 
250 metres. 

HIGHLY UNLIKELY (L Callaway) - Got its head up when racing in restricted room passing the 1000 metres, hampered 450 
metres when becoming awkwardly placed on the heels of LIFT OFF TO RIO. 

LIFT OFF TO RIO (C Campbell) – Made contact with the running rail near the 450 metres shifting outwards abruptly 
becoming badly unbalanced and as a result lost momentum. 

CINNAMON KISS (G Saejorhor) – Steadied off heels passing the 350 metres. 

C Johnson (STRATTON) was reminded of his obligation in regard to whip use prior to the 100 metres. 

Race 2 HEARTLAND DESIGN AND PRINT MAIDEN 1200M 

STELLA DAZE (R Mudhoo) –Began awkwardly shifting out making contact with SKYE ROSE, crowded shortly after the start 
having to be restrained, raced keenly in the early stages, held up early in the straight only obtaining clear running passing 
the 150 metres, lay outwards over the concluding stages and hampered SHOW ‘N’ GO passing the 100 metres. R Mudhoo 
was reminded of his obligations when shifting ground.  

CLARA (L Innes) – Shifted outwards shortly after the start inconveniencing MR INSANITY and SHOW ‘N’ GO which were both 
forced wider, held up for a short distance passing the 400 metres. 

CEE SHARP (A Morgan) – Raced fiercely in the middle stages laying outwards and proving difficult to control. The 
connections were advised that a racing manners warning would be placed on the mare’s record. 

FREIGHT TRAIN JANE (L Hemi) – Raced wide throughout. 

ROCKAPAN (T Moseley) – Held up for a short distance on entering the home straight. 

FINAL SAVINGS (C Johnson) – Made the bend awkwardly at the 900 metres laying out and having to be restrained, lay 
inwards in the final straight, came together and made contact with EXCLAIM over the concluding stages. 

EXCLAIM (C Campbell) – Made contact with FINAL SAVINGS over the concluding stages. 

Race 3 DAVE THOMSON AT HARCOURTS RATING 65 1400M 

AKOYA PEARL (S Collett) – Trainer T Mitchell warned for late declaration of rider .Underwent a pre race veterinary 
inspection after trainer reported slight soreness around the wither area, with the mare passed fit to race. 

PATRICIA ROSE (K Kwo) – Slow to begin. 

THOM BROWN (C Johnson) – Raced keenly in the early and middle stages. 

CARDRONA (L Innes) – Raced wide in the early stages. 



ELANA ROSE (T Moseley) – Raced wide from the 900 metres. 

MONZA CIRCUITO (K Mudhoo) – Held up until the 200 metres. 

DIORISSIMO (C Campbell) – Held up on entering the home straight until the 150 metres. 

STRAD (K Cowan) – Unable to obtain clear running for a short distance passing the 250 metres. When questioned about the 
performance of this favoured runner, the rider advised that the gelding would appreciate a step up in distance and she was 
not disappointed with today’s effort. 

Race 4 GARY MCCORMICK BIN HIRE MAIDEN 1600M 

OHTHOSERUSSIANS (K Cowan) – Began awkwardly. 

PRODUCER (T Jonker) – Slow to begin, heavily restrained passing the 300 metres when awkwardly placed on heels, shifted 
ground outwards passing the 200 metres to obtain clear running. 

PAMIR (R Mudhoo) – Forced across heels having to check near the 350 metres. 

HARD BUT FAIR (Z Moki) – Began awkwardly, hampered and restrained passing the 350 metres when dictated inwards 
across heels. 

HEAD OFFICE (C Campbell) - Heavily restrained passing the 300 metres when awkwardly placed on heels. 

KALIPER (J Morris) – Over raced in the early stages, not afforded clear running for a short distance passing the 150 metres. 

LUVLUCY (J Fawcett) – Raced wide throughout. Shifted inwards passing 350 metres 

J Fawcett (LUVLUCY) admitted a charge of careless riding in that she permitted her mount to shift inwards near the 350 
metres forcing PAMIR in across heels having to check which in turn dictated HARD BUT FAIR inwards and having to be firmly 
restrained which in consequence caused PRODUCER and HEAD OFFICE to check near the 300 metres. After hearing 
evidence the Judicial Committee suspended J Fawcett’s licence to ride at race meetings for 8 national days effective from 
the conclusion of racing on 27 October up to and including 8 November. 

SUFFRAGETTE (S Collett) – Placed in restricted room passing the 200 metres when awkwardly placed between runners. 

Race 5 SIMS BAKERY RATING 72 1400M 

HOOFBEAT (T Comignaghi) – On arrival at the barriers the right hind plate had moved and required removal. Raced wide 
throughout. 

XCUSES XCUSES (J Fawcett) – Began awkwardly. 

SAVASON (A Morgan) – Began awkwardly. 

TAXIHOME (J Lowry) – Slow to begin. 

TOMM JONES (E Wright) – Over raced in the middle stages. 

DEVIL MAY CARE (O Bosson) – Held up in the early stages of the home straight having to shift ground outwards near the 
200 metres, again held up shortly thereafter when awkwardly placed close to the heels of XCUSES XCUSES. 

RAWMATERIAL (L Hemi) – Made the bend at the 900 metres awkwardly having to shift ground outwards. 

UNFAZED (L Innes) – Inclined to lay outwards rounding the bend.  



SHANZINO (C Campbell) – Held up on entering the home straight. 

BORN A ROYAL (K Cowan) – Placed in restricted room momentarily passing the 250 metres, lay inwards near the 150 
metres and had to be straightened. 

Race 6 RAINER IRRIGATION FERTIGATION INVITATIONAL OPEN 1600M 

SOUTHERN SAV (A Morgan) – Slow to begin, over raced in the middle stages. 

FORGED (K Mudhoo) – Rider reported that his saddle had shifted early in the race but had repositioned through the middle 
stages. 

FLAG THE GROOM (C Johnson) – Raced keenly for some distance passing the 1200 metres. 

KEEP ON COMING (C Campbell) – Raced wide throughout. 

EL BEE DARCI (T Comignaghi) – Over raced and awkwardly placed on the heels of KAHARAU passing the 900 metres shifting 
ground outwards forcing KEEP ON COMING wider.  

KAHARAU (S Collett) – Held up and had to steady passing the 300 metres when awkwardly placed on the heels of 
RESIDENTIAL (G Jogoo) which shifted outwards. G Jogoo was reminded of his obligations when shifting ground. 

Race 7 BARNESWOOD FARM STAKES G3 1400M 

FIRE SHOW (C Johnson) –Began awkwardly. 

XPRESSION (S Collett) – Made contact with WEKAFORCE on jumping, raced keenly in the early stages getting its head up on 
a number of occasions. 

WEKAFORCE (L Innes) – Made contact with XPRESSION on jumping. 

MISS MAXIPARK (J Morris) – Commenced to over race passing the 1000 metres and had to be steadied when awkwardly 
placed to the inside of WEKAFORCE (L Innes) which shifted inwards, continued to over race and made the bend awkwardly. 

L Innes was warned for shifting ground 1000 metres. 

PICK ME UP IN RIO (T Moseley) – Inclined to lay outwards rounding the turn. 

MISS CURIOUS (B Murray) – Lay inwards and had to be straightened near the 200 metres. Was reported to have lost the 
right front plate during the running. 

Race 8 MCCREA PAINTERS AND DECORATORS ASHBURTON CUP OPEN 1200M 

ENZO’S LAD (T Comignaghi) – Began awkwardly. 

SABER (J Morris) – Raced keenly in the early stages when being restrained in the lead, was reported to have been galloped 
on during the running. 

JAZZMAN (R Beeharry) – Raced fiercely passing the 1000 metres shifting outwards to be taken forward to the lead. 
Stewards spoke to trainer B Tapper who advised that whilst the gelding over raced in fresh condition today it is his intention 
to consider engaging a senior rider for the next start. A warning was placed on the gelding’s racing manners. 

SIGNIFY (K Cowan) – Raced wide throughout, over raced in the middle stages making the final bend awkwardly. The rider 
reported her saddle had displaced passing the 600 metres placing her at a disadvantage. 

ZAWHIP (K Kwo) – Raced wide throughout. 



SELFIE (C Campbell) – Lay outwards rounding the final turn, placed in restricted room near the 150 metres improving 
between runners, lay out concluding stages. 

Race 9 JJ LTD RATING 82 2100M 

BULLY BOY (K Cowan) – Shifted outwards at the start and hampered OLIGARCH, held up passing the 200 metres, shifted 
ground outwards near the 100 metres. 

K Cowan admitted a breach of careless riding in that she allowed her mount to shift ground outwards near the 100 metres 
when insufficiently clear causing RICHARD OF YORKE to check. After hearing evidence the Judicial Committee suspended K 
Cowan’s licence to ride at race meetings for 7 national days effective from the conclusion of racing on 27 October up to and 
including 7 November. 

OLIGARCH (T Moseley) – Hampered at the start. 

LARRIKIN (L Callaway) – Raced wide in the early stages. 

DEE AND GEE (T Comignaghi) – Had to be restrained and steadied passing the 1800 metres when awkwardly placed inside 
the heels of RICHARD OF YORKE (O Bosson).  

O Bosson (RICHARD OF YORKE) was issued with a warning. 

SHANTAV (C Campbell) – Raced wide from the 900 metres, contacted 350 metres. 

RICHARD OF YORKE (O Bosson) – Awkwardly placed on heels passing the 200 metres, checked approaching the 100 metres 
when BULLY BOY shifted outwards. Rider reported that the gelding had lay in throughout. A post race veterinary inspection 
did not reveal any obvious abnormalities. 

BLUE LAGOON (L Innes) – Shifted out passing the 350 metres and made contact with SHANTAV. 

Race 10 ASHBURTON MSA LIQUOR CENTRE RATING 65 2100M 

DOWRY DUTY – Trainer K Moore advised that the mare would be racing in season. 

HATRICK BOYS (S Collett) – Slow to begin, held up in the early stages of the home straight. 

SHOCKTILLYOUDROP (J Lowry) – Slow to begin, steadied passing the 1600 metres when awkwardly placed on heels. 

LADY EM (R Harry) – Raced wide throughout. 

SHANGOLD (B Murray) – Raced wide throughout. 

SHOW MACCOOL (A Morgan) – Raced wide throughout. 

PICKUP (T Moseley) – Raced wide throughout. 

YAMATO NADESHIKO (T Jonker) – Raced wide from the 1200 metres. 

MISS DIORELLA (C Campbell) – Held up for some distance passing the 500 metres when awkwardly placed on heels. 

GOLDEN BAY (T Comignaghi) – Jostled for some distance with BAK DA MASTER passing the 700 metres. 

BAK DA MASTER (O Bosson) – Jostled for some distance with GOLDEN BAY passing the 700 metres.
