Race 1 SKYCITY HAMILTON 1200 

MARRONI (M McNab) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 



STARRING ROLE (J Fawcett) - Raced wide without cover throughout. 
 
HARLECH (C Lammas) - Held up entering the final straight. 
 
SHIBUYA KOSATEN (S Spratt) - Lay out under pressure in the final straight. 
 
NOT USUAL LITENING (J Riddell) - When questioned regarding performance rider was unable to offer any tangible 
excuse other than possibly not being entirely comfortable on today’s track conditions. 
 

Race 2 BUPA CARE SERVICES 1200 

VINCENTIUS (M Coleman) - Slow to begin. 
 
TELLYAWHAT (A Goindasamy) - Hampered 900 metres when over racing and improving onto heels, raced in restricted 
room over the concluding stages. 
 
POWER DREAM (M Cameron) - Raced wide without cover.  When questioned regarding performance, rider was 
unable to offer any excuse. 
 

Race 3 TE RAPA TAVERN 1600 

FELICITY ANNE (C Lammas) - Slow to begin then crowded. 
 
WILD LIKE (R Elliot) - Began awkwardly. 
 
JAILHOUSE ROCK (J Riddell) - Began awkwardly. 
 
SHEER ELEGANCE (M Singh) - Slow away. 
 
DRAKE BAY (L Satherley) - Over raced when being restrained in the early to middle stages. 
 

Race 4 BOOK YOUR XMAS DO @ TE RAPA 1600 

KAHARAU (S Collett) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
MEESKA MOOSKA (A Goindasamy) - Began awkwardly making contact and losing ground, bumped passing the 1000 
metres. 
 
AMBITIOUS WINNER (M Coleman) - Steadied to avoid the heels of SOROC (J Fawcett) when than runner was being 
heavily restrained near the 1100 metres.  J Fawcett was reminded of her obligation not to steady her mount to a 
degree that puts other riders in difficulty.  When being steadied AMBITIOUS WINNER made contact with MEESKA 
MOOSKA. 
 
SULTAN OF SWING (J Riddell) - Contacted soon after leaving the barriers losing ground. 
 
BEE TEE JUNIOR (A Calder) - Shifted out to obtain clear running passing the 250 metres inconveniencing THE KIPLING 
GIRL which was forced wider. 
 
THE KIPLING GIRL (S Spratt) - Inconvenienced passing the 250 metres. 
 
ALIGNS WITH ME (D Mansour) - Lay out in the final straight. 
 
D Mansour (ALIGNS WITH ME) - Issued with a warning for his whip use prior to the 100 metres. 
 



MY GIFT (D Danis) - The explanation provided by apprentice D Danis as to being unable to claim down to his declared 
riding weight was accepted on this occasion. 
  

Race 5 FOSTERS CONSTRUCTION 2100 

POP ‘N’ ROCK (A Calder) - Began awkwardly. 
 
YATIMA (J Riddell) - Began awkwardly. 
 
BABOONSKI (C Dell) - Bumped and crowded shortly after leaving the barriers. 
 

Race 6 BECOME A WAIKATO RACING CLUB MEMBER 2200 

COSSACK WARRIOR (D Mansour) - Slow to begin. 
 
ITALIAN LOVER (M Singh) - Raced keenly in the early stages. 
 

Race 7 DISTINCTION HOTEL 1200 

FANCY MORE (J Riddell) - Hampered leaving the barriers, steadied to avoid heels passing the 600 metres. 
 
PITCH AND SWITCH (V Colgan) - Blundered leaving the barriers badly unbalancing its rider losing ground. 
 
LUPELANI (S Collett) - Slow away, steadied over the final 50 metres when placed in restricted room. 
 
BEVAN STREET (M McNab) - Jumped away awkwardly. 
 
FORTUNE PATCH (D Danis) - Crowded leaving the barriers then was steadied shortly after to obtain cover from its 
wide barrier. 
 
JOY ANNA (D Mansour) - Restrained in the early stages to obtain cover after jumping from the outside barrier stall. 
 
CONCLUSION (J Kamaruddin) - Commenced to over race passing the 1000 metres when placed in restricted room to 
the inside of STAR TREASURE (S Spratt).  S Spratt was advised to exercise care.  CONCLUSION continued to race 
fiercely through the middle stages. 
 
J Kamaruddin (CONCLUSION) - Spoken to regarding his whip use in the final straight. 
 
NOT USUAL HEART (M Cameron) - When questioned regarding performance rider was unable to offer any excuse 
advising that the mare had never travelled well.  
 

 Race 8 HAMILTON WANDERERS LUNCHEON 4 OCT 1600 

QUANTUM (M McNab) - Hampered leaving the barriers. 
 
HI I’M NIKKITA (T Thornton) - Began awkwardly making contact. 
 
RECOLLECT (D Danis) - Began awkwardly with rider losing the use of his right hand stirrup iron for a distance before 
regaining it approaching the 1500 metres. 
 
O’HE CAN (M Cameron) - Steadied near the 1200 metres to avoid the heels of NOBLE STAR (V Colgan) which shifted 
inwards when not fully clear.  V Colgan was advised to exercise care.  When questioned regarding performance rider 
could not offer any excuse. 
 



WRANGLER (S Spratt) - Had a tendency to lay in under pressure in the straight placing NO LOITERING in restricted 
room inside the final 100 metres 
 
NO LOITERING (E Leighton) - Placed in restricted room inside the final 100 metres. 
 
SARABANDE (BR Jones) - Lost the right hind plate during the running. 
 
S McKay (WHERE ARE YOU) - Issued with a warning for his whip action in the final straight with his arm being raised 
above shoulder height. 
 

Race 9 BREEZE WAIKATO 99.4FM 1400 

MIGHTY COLOMBO- The explanation from trainer S Mortimer regarding the late declaration of rider was accepted. 
 
RED JOHN (A Jones) - Raced in restricted room shortly after leaving the barriers. 
 
ATOMIC BLAST (D Mansour) - Crowded leaving the barriers and steadied. 
 
DELUXE EDITION (R Scott) - Began awkwardly then steadied off heels. 
 
YOSSARIAN (M Singh) - Slow to begin. 
 
MANHATTAN FLAME (J Riddell) - Steadied when placed in restricted room near the 400 metres. 
 
INNAMINCKA (T Thornton) - Steadied when weakening passing the 300 metres. 
 
RED SENNA (M Coleman) - When questioned regarding performance rider advised that the mare had failed to handle 
today’s track conditions.
