FINE AND DANDEE (C Grylls) - Trainer A Scott advised Stewards that he was satisfied with the recovery of the mare 
and it is their intention to continue on with its current preparation.

RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 MILLS REEF WINERY 1200 

WILD LIKE (P Gallagher) - Slow to begin. 
 
OCEAN BILLY (J Fawcett) - Slow to begin. 
 
POKURU’S GIFT (J Riddell) - Had to be steadied when placed in restricted room near the 1000 metres.  Steadied when 
improving onto heels passing the 700 metres, then commencing to hang out making the final turn awkwardly.  Rider 
dropped his whip passing the 300 metres.   
 
MR UNIVERSE (J Waddell) - Hampered when dictated inwards near the 1000 metres.   
 
C Burdan QUATTRO KATIE - Issued with a warning after permitting her mount to shift inwards near the 1000 metres 
when not sufficiently clear dictating MR UNIVERSE inwards onto POKURU’S GIFT. 
 
COURT CHA (C Dell) - Raced three wide without cover. 
 
WAY ABOVE (M Cameron) - Contacted passing the 200 metres becoming unbalanced.  Inclined to shift away from 
QUATTRO KATIE when that runner continued to shift outwards over the concluding stages.   
 
MRS RUMBLE (C Grylls) - When questioned regarding performance rider was unable to offer any excuse.  Underwent 
a post-race veterinary examination which did not reveal any obvious abnormality.   
 
C Burdan (QUATTRO KATIE) - Admitted a charge of careless riding in that she permitted her mount to shift outwards 
making contact with WAY ABOVE near the 200 metres unbalancing that runner.  After hearing submissions the 
Judicial Committee suspended Miss Burdan’s license to ride in races from the conclusion of racing today Wednesday 6 
February until the conclusion of racing on Saturday 16 February, 4 national riding days.   
 

Race 2 LASER PLUMBING TAURANGA 1600 

CONCERT HALL (M Cameron) - Slow to begin. 
 
HOT SAKI (S Spratt) - Raced in restricted room going into the bend near the 900 metres.  Bumped passing the 300 
metres.   
 
LAURAMIA (J Fawcett) - Raced three wide without cover.  Inconvenienced near the 250 metres when CONCERT HALL 
lay out.   
 
BOBBY DEE (C Grylls) - When questioned regarding performance rider was unable to offer any excuse advising that 
the gelding had never travelled on the bit.   
 
LADY PAINTON (J Waddell) - Held up rounding the final turn until shifting outwards to obtain clear running passing 
the 300 metres making contact with HOT SAKI.   
 



Race 3 LASER PLUMBING TE PUKE 1400 

MR INCREDIBULL (S McKay) - Held up for a distance passing the 300 metres. 
 
CASSIUS CLAY (N Bakar) - Crowded passing the 300 metres when weakening to the outside of MISS ANONYMOUS 
which was forced out slightly by FLYING TRAPEZE which had lay out under pressure. 
 
FLYING TRAPEZE (C Lammas) - Inclined to lay out under pressure in the final straight, and steadied near the 50 metres 
when being corrected by its rider. 
 
MISS ANONYMOUS (C Grylls) - Inconvenienced near the 250 metres when FLYING TRAPEZE lay out.  Steadied near the 
50 metres when FLYING TRAPEZE again lay out. 
 

Race 4 HAPPY 70TH BIRTHDAY CAROL RICKARD 1200 

M Hashizume (SHORT FUSE) - Admitted a charge of careless riding in that he permitted his mount to shift inwards 
shortly after leaving the barriers when not sufficiently clear, initially causing crowding to TOGETHER, HIGH 
DISTINCTION and CUTTING UP ROUGH in the early stages, then continuing to shift inwards dictating MEMORIES ONLY 
inwards onto WONDER WOMAN, ITS DESTINYS CHILD and STAR TREASURE which were all severely checked near the 
1000 metres.  When having to be checked STAR TREASURE then shifted outwards abruptly badly hampering 
CHADSDALE with resultant interference to CUTTING UP ROUGH, HIGH DISTINCTION and TOGETHER.  After hearing 
submissions M Hashizume was suspended from the conclusion of racing on Friday 8 February up to and including 
racing on Friday 8 March, 17 national riding days. 
 
TOGETHER (M Cameron) - Crowded early stages.  Hampered near the 1000 metres.   
 
HIGH DISTINCTION (D Danis) - Crowded early stages.  Hampered near the 1000 metres. 
 
CUTTING UP ROUGH (N Alam) - Crowded early stages.  Hampered near the 1000 metres. 
 
MEMORIES ONLY (R Norvall) - Checked near the 1000 metres. 
 
WONDER WOMAN (T Newman) - Severely checked near the 1000 metres.   
 
ITS DESTINYS CHILD (J Riddell) - Severely checked near the 1000 metres.  Held up when disappointed for a run to the 
inside of SHORT FUSE approaching the 200 metres having to steady and shift outwards across heels to obtain clear 
running.   
 
STAR TREASURE (C Grylls) - Severely checked near the 1000 metres. 
 
CHADSDALE (C Lammas) - Badly hampered near the 1000 metres. 
 

Race 5 LASER ELECTRICAL TAURANGA 1400 

AMASTAR (M Coleman) - Began awkwardly.  Raced in restricted room shortly after the start to the inside of 
PASABAHCE which was taken in by VEINE D’OR (S Spratt).  
 
AL HARAM (C Grylls) - Began awkwardly. 
 
PRETTY TO SEA (J Waddell) - Had some difficulty obtaining clear running early in the final straight until near the 250 
metres.   
 

Race 6 NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES RACE 



ELUSIVE METEOR (D Danis) - Slow to begin (3L).  Held up rounding the final turn and continued to have difficulty 
obtaining clear running until near the 100 metres.   
 
BLUE EYED SUSIE (V Colgan) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
TOITOI (S Spratt) - Began awkwardly then raced ungenerously when being steadied in the early stages.  Hampered 
near the 250 metres when EXPEDITION shifted inwards away from WITCHERY.   
 
ICHIBAN (M Cameron) - Made the bend awkwardly passing the 900 metres. 
 
EXPEDITION (T Newman) - Raced wide without cover. 
 
EXCELSIOR ISLAND (J Riddell) - Held up entering the final straight, shifting out across heels to obtain clear running 
near the 250 metres. 
 
CIVILISED (M Coleman) - Held up near the 400 metres, and did not obtain clear running until passing the 200 metres. 
 
SPINDLE (C Lammas) - Held up rounding the final turn until near the 300 metres.   
 

Race 7 WORLDS END BAR RESTAURANT AND CAFÉ 2100 

FISCAL FANTASY (J Waddell) - Slow to begin.  Had some difficulty obtaining clear running in the final straight.   
 
DE KONING (L Satherley) - Began awkwardly. 
 
HOT IN HIGH HEELS (S Spratt) - Raced wide without cover until improving forward passing the 1300 metres to sit 
outside the leader. 
 
LADY SHABEEL (A Goindasamy) - Raced ungenerously when the pace steadied approaching the 1400 metres dropping 
back onto ADIS which was steadied. 
 
ADIS (C Lammas) - Steadied 1400 metres.  When questioned regarding performance rider C Lammas could offer no 
excuse.   
 
INCANTESIMO (A Calder) - Held up entering the final straight. 
 
FRANKLIN (J Riddell) - Held up for a distance near the 400 metres.   
 
BOBBY DAZZLER (M Cameron) - M Cameron advised that in his opinion the colt would be better suited to rain 
affected footing.
