Race 1 ‘ JR & N BERKETT 1600 (1600 Metres)

VERY APPEALING (T Moseley) — Slow away.
TORQUE TIME (C O’Beirne) - Raced ungenerously in the early stages when in front.
THUTMOSIS (S O’Malley) - Shifted outwards in the back straight when being restrained.

BRAWLER (A Goindasamy) — Raced keenly in the early stages and when being restrained shifted outwards to sit three
wide, before being further restrained to the rear of the field.

Race 2 ‘ TE AKAU RACING 2YO (1000 Metres)




CISJURANE (N Bakar) — Began awkwardly dictating REGAL REWARD outwards resulting in tightening to VORALTO
which also began awkwardly. CISJURANE continued to race greenly throughout. A short distance further CISJURANE
hung outwards when over racing and was checked when SPRINGSTEEN (L Allpress), which was also racing greenly to
its inside shifted out simultaneously as ON SHOW (H Andrew) was angled in. Also tightened was REGAL REWARD (S
O’Malley), which was racing keenly. After questioning apprentice riders O’Malley and Andrew in the presence of the
riding master, H Andrew was advised to exercise greater care when in similar circumstances.

REGAL REWARD (S O’Malley) — Tightened shortly after start, then raced keenly in the early stages.

SPRINGSTEEN (L Allpress) — Raced greenly in the early stages, shifting out bumping the runner to its outside on
several occasions.

ANOTHER SECRET (J Baillie) — Began awkwardly bumping ON SHOW, which also began awkwardly, with ANOTHER
SECRET settling back. Continued to race greenly throughout.

Race 3 ‘ METROCLAD HANDICAP (1600 Metres)

HIFLYER (S O’Malley) — Over-raced in the back straight due to the lack of early speed.

Race 4 ‘ VISION ENHANCEMENT NZ 1600 (1600 Metres)

PLATINUM WILDCARD (S O’Malley) — Raced keenly in the early stages.

Race 5 ‘ BOYS GET PAID GOOD FOR RACING 1000 (1000 Metres)

LODI (D Turner) - Began awkwardly settling back. Held up for a distance approaching the 400 metres.
CAR PIE (D Hirini) - Began awkwardly.

A Goindasamy (ALMARIE) — Was issued with a warning under Rule 638(1)(d) for allowing his mount to shift in near
the 700 metres when not the required distance clear of GOT THE CALL, which had to be restrained.

Race 6 | JEAN & LEWS 50™ 1200 (1200 Metres)

DANMULAN (S MacNab) — Awkwardly away settling back then hung throughout.
SAIGNON (T Moseley) — Slow away.
MARIA DIOR (D Hirini) — Raced keenly in the early to middle stages.

DON’TBLAMETHEMUSIC (N Bakar) — Lay in under pressure approaching the 100 metres.

Race 7 ‘ SHOE CLINIC 2400 (2400 Metres)

| WALK ALONE (A Goindasamy) — Began awkwardly. Held up behind the tiring TAMSIN rounding the home turn
clipped that runners heel and blundered approaching the 600 metres.

CEAD MILE FAILTE (C O’Beirne) — Raced keenly throughout.
