RACE COMMENTS:
Race 1 ‘ RAY STEVENS & HEATHER TASKER MEMORIAL JUMPERS HIGHWEIGHT 2050 (2050 Metres)

MR INK (M Cropp) — Slow away.

MEDINI (C Dell) -Made the bend awkwardly near the 1650 metres. Tightened having to be restrained near the 450
metres when ZARTAN (E Farr) shifted in under pressure. Rider E Farr was advised to exercise care.

GUY FOX (K Veenendaal) — Hampered when becoming awkwardly placed on the heels of MEDINI near the 450 metres.




ZARTAN (E Farr) - Raced three wide without cover from the 1400 metres.

D Jensen (THATZ DAVID) — Issued with a warning (Rule 638(3)(b)(i) with regards to the use of his whip on a runner out
of contention.

Race 2 ‘ KEVIN MYERS STABLES JUMPERS HIGHWEIGHT 2050 (2050 Metres)

IT’S A WONDER — Underwent and passed a pre-race veterinary inspection at the request of the trainer after
aggravating a superficial graze on the shoulder en route to the course. Slow away. Raced keenly in the early and
middle stages.

MR ENTHUSIASTIC (S Karnicnik) — Slow away.
JUST ISHI (L Douglas) — Awkwardly away settling back.

COMMANDER (C Dell) — Lay out making the bend awkwardly near the 400 metres dictating NO CHANGE which
contacted and briefly unbalanced CLASS ABOVE.

NO CHANGE (J Riddell) — Dictating 400 metres.

CLASS ABOVE (S Fannin) — Contacted and briefly unbalanced 400 metres. Lay inwards under pressure having to be
straightened approaching the 100 metres.

STRAIGHT FURROW (M Cropp) — Faltered approaching the 800 metres and was pulled up and when doing so
inconvenienced JUST ISHI and IT'S A WONDER, which were dictated wide on the track. Rider reported that he felt the
gelding falter near the 800 metres so was immediately pulled out of the race. A subsequent veterinary inspection
revealed STRAIGHT FURROW to have suffered an injury to the left fore flexor tendon and will require a veterinary
clearance prior to racing next. Trainer G Brick advised that the gelding is now retired.

SUFFICE TO SAY (R Elliot) - Held up rounding the turn.

Race 3 | LISA LATTA RACING STABLES MAIDEN HIGHWEIGHT 1600 (1600 Metres)

ALBARON (S Fannin) — Awkwardly away settling back.
MCHALE (S Karnicnik) - Raced keenly in the early stages.

THUTMOSIS (D Jensen) - Raced ungenerously for a short distance making the bend awkwardly near the 1400 metres
inconveniencing EL PABLO.

EL PABLO (S MacNab) - Inconvenienced 1400 metres.

D Jensen (THUTMOSIS) — Issued with a warning under Rule 638(3)(b)(ii) in that he used his whip excessively prior to
the 100 metres.

Race 4 ‘ NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES RACE 1350 (1350 Metres)

REGAL ROCK (S Collett) - Slow away.
JUST A SMALL RANSOM (S MacNab) - Restrained from a wide draw. Tightened near the 250 metres.

RHIZA (J Riddell) - Shifted out under pressure near the 100 metres briefly dictating REGAL ROCK.




SWEET ELVIRA (D Bradley) - Lay inwards early in the home straight tightening JUST A SMALL RANSOM near the 250
metres before being straightened.

Race 5 ‘ NIKKI MARSHAL RACING STABLES MAIDEN 3YO 1350 (1350 Metres)

GLIDE QUEEN (H Andrew) - Began awkwardly hampering ROCK WITH CHOUX.
ROCK WITH CHOUX (L Hemi) - Hampered start.
PAINLESS (S Collett) - Tightened at the start when DUBLIN ROSE jumped outwards.

ACE ROYALE (C O’Beirne) — Raced ungenerously having to be restrained off the heels of LINCOLN HANOVER near the
800 metres and when doing so shifted out hampering BROADWAY BRAWLER.

BROADWAY BRAWLER (M Singh) - Hampered 800 metres.

FABIOLA (Z Moki) — Hung outwards approaching the 700 metres becoming awkwardly placed on heels before running
wide on the track and losing ground.

DUBLIN ROSE (J Parkes) - When questioned into performance rider could offer no excuse. A subsequent veterinary
inspection was clear.

Race 6 ‘ COOKSON RACING MAIDEN 1350 (1350 Metres)

O’CEIRINSUN (L Allpress) — Slow away.
RIO STAR (C O’Beirne) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. Contacted 350 metres.
DETONATE (H Andrew) - Contacted RIO STAR near the 350 metres becoming briefly unbalanced.

SORRY I’'M LATE (L Hemi) - Raced greenly in the home straight.

Race 7 ‘ TINA EGAN RACING 1200 (1200 Metres)

ZEEFA ZED (J Parkes) - Slow away. When questioned into performance rider could offer no excuse. A subsequent
veterinary inspection was clear.

SECRET SQUIRREL (S McKay) — Slow away.
STAR QUALITY (M Singh) - Slow away.
MR AXLE (L Allpress) - Raced fiercely in the early to middle stages.

THATZ LOUIE (C Dell) - Raced wide without cover throughout.

Race 8 ‘ IG & RJ HACKETT FARRIER AND RACING MAIDEN 1200 (1200 Metres)

FLAUTINO (R Elliot) — Cantered some distance prior to the start after completing its preliminary with the rider having
difficulty controlling the mare. Underwent a pre-race veterinary inspection and was cleared to start. Hung out in the
home straight, finishing wide on the course, and was unable to be ridden out to full advantage. Connections were
advised that the mare must trial prior to starting next.

TUIGIRL (S Collett) - Began awkwardly settling back. Held up for a distance near the 400 metres.

SEAAPRINCE (L Allpress) — Raced three wide without cover throughout.




WHOZTHEBOSS (Z Moki) - Held up rounding the turn.

LOVE COMES FIRST (S McKay) - Held up near the 200 metres when attempting a run to the inside of HARDLY DAWN
which didn’t eventuate.
