RACE COMMENTS:

Race 1 ‘ LOADED ELECTROLYTE SPORTS DRINK 2200 (2200 Metres)

TOOK THE CATCH (S McKay) —Jumped in the air at the start, getting back as a result.
ALL IN STITCHES (H Andrew) — Hampered leaving the barriers when FLYING MEG jumped inwards.
CONSTANT BARRAGE (S O’Malley) — Jumped away awkwardly.

HYPATIA (S Collett) — Had to be steadied to avoid the heels of DAL KILCHOAN (Z Moki), which shifted in when not fully
clear near the 1900 metres. Z Moki was advised to take greater care when shifting ground. Raced three wide without




cover.

UNCLE BRO (J Parkes) - Raced ungenerously when being restrained near the 1800 metres.

VENETO (C O’Beirne) — Held up for some distance behind the tiring CAPE CEILIDH rounding the home turn. Returned
to the enclosure with blood present in the right nostril which upon veterinary inspection was found to be from a small

wound in the nostril.

KOKO BELLE (C Lammas) — Rider reported that the mare had hung throughout and could not be ridden to advantage.
Connections advised that the mare will not be persevered with from their stable.

Race 2 ‘ LANDMARK HOMES 1200 (1200 Metres)

KAHU ROCK (J Riddell) - Blundered at the start hampering OUT TO IMPRESS.
OUT TO IMPRESS (S McKay) — Hampered start.

WINE N’ DINE (J Parkes) — Slow away. Lay in when struck with the whip hampering AMPUIS near the 300 metres.
Continued to race greenly for the remainder of the straight.

AMPUIS (C O’Beirne) - Hampered near the 300 metres.
CARPE DIEM (C Johnson) — Subsequent to the race it was reported to the Stewards that on return to the stable the

gelding was showing signs of lameness. Mr McDermott was advised that a veterinary clearance is required prior to
CARPE DIEM racing next.

Race 3 ‘ TOD SEEDS 1200(1200 Metres)

FAST AND FURIOUS (L Allpress) - Slow away.

WALLACEVILLE (S O’'Malley) - Checked near the 900 metres when MISS LIZZIE (D Bradley) shifted in abruptly causing
crowding to GOT THE CALL, ALMARIE, ENDEAN EXPRESS and WALLACEVILLE, which was checked and lost ground.
WALLACEVEILLE, when being corrected, went back on to VIRTUOSO LAD, which was also checked. After questioning
riders and viewing footage the movement was considered beyond the control of D Bradley. A post-race veterinary
examination was clear.

MISS LIZZIE (D Bradley) - Shifted in abruptly near the 900 metres. Continued to race fiercely.

GOT THE CALL (Z Moki) — Crowded 900 metres.

ALMARIE (C Johnson) — Crowded 900 metres.

ENDEAN EXPRESS (A Goindasamy) — Crowded 900 metres. Returned the enclosure with some blood in the nasal area
which upon veterinary inspection was found to be due to external trauma.

VIRTUOSO LAD (S McKay) — Checked 850 metres.

Race 4 ‘ AROHANUI HOSPICE 1200 (1200 Metres)

DANMULAN (D Bradley) — Jumped away awkwardly then raced ungenerously in the early stages, losing ground.
SEA STAR (L Allpress) — Slow away.

EMPRESS TZUI HSI (S O’Malley) — Jumped away awkwardly. Steadied when placed in restricted room near the 900




metres.

HIGH DISTINCTION (S Collett) - Raced three wide without cover. Tightened final stages when runners either side
shifted ground.

CARILLION (A Jones) — A Jones was issued with a warning under Rule 638(1)(d) after allowing her mount to shift out
passing the 200 metres, hampering MAGICO.

MAGICO (J Bayliss) - Hampered passing the 200 metres then held up over the final stages and went to the line
without being fully tested.

Race 5 | BENNETT CURRIE 1300 (1400 Metres)

BEAUTIFUL MAN (C Johnson) — Slow away dropping out to a clear last.

WYNTHORPE (S Mckay) — Jumped away awkwardly.

PADDY BOURKE (V Colgan) — Raced keenly in the middle stages.

ROCK IDOL (C Grylls) — Raced wide without cover.

STRAIGHT SETS (R Elliot) — When questioned into performance rider could offer no excuse.

FLORAL BELT (L Allpress) — When questioned regarding performance rider was unable to offer any excuses other than
possibly feeling the effects of recent racing.

Race 6 ‘ PALMFEILD MOTORS 1400 (1400 Metres)

CHINA STAR (S O’Malley) — Slow away.

IRISH FLAME (C Grylls) - Over-raced in the early stages.

DESERT MAGIC (D Hirini) — Inclined to shift out under pressure over the final stages.

LADYNADEL (M Cameron) — Finished some distance last. A subsequent veterinary inspection revealed the mare to

have suffered from cardiac arrhythmia (atrial fibrillation). Connections were advised that a veterinary clearance is
required prior to LADYNADEL racing next.

Race 7 ‘ PROPERTY BROKERS AROHANUI HOSPICE MANAWATU BREEDERS STAKES (Group 1)

SUNBURST (C Lammas) - Tightened shortly after the start and got back.

ZENTESSA (S Collett) - Began awkwardly and was slow away.

LADY SHABEEL (A Goindasamy) - Over-raced in the early and middle stages.

JESSIEGEE (L Allpress) — Raced wide without cover.

SINARAHMA (J Parkes) - Had to be steadied off heels near the end of the back straight.

LUBAYA (C Johnson) - Momentarily steadied near the 200 metres when MONRECOUR shifted ground.

TANTALISING (C Grylls) — Came under pressure passing the 1000 metres commencing to give ground quickly shortly
after and not being persevered with, dropping out to finish a distant last. Rider C Grylls felt there was something




amiss with the mare with a post-race veterinary examination to have suffered from cardiac arrhythmia (atrial
fibrillation).

Race 8 ‘ HUMPHRIES CONSTRUCTION 1600 (1600 Metres)

PORCELAIN PRINCESS (L Allpress) — Slow away.

GERDA (J Parkes) — Slow away. Steadied to avoid heels near the 1400 metres. Had some difficulty obtaining clear
running in the final 200 metres.

ZACHAZ (J Bayliss) — Inclined to lay in under pressure in the home straight.
