Race 1 ‘ FJC STEWARDS MAIDEN 2200 (2200 Metres)




DANGERMAN - L Allpress replaced J Parkes (late arrival).

J Parkes was fined $100 under the minor infringement schedule for a breach of Rule 605(1) for late arrival on course
and was replaced on DANGERMAN by L Allpress.

DAWON (R Myers) — Began awkwardly contacting MATARO and settling back. Was obliged to improve wide without
cover from the 1000 metres.

MATARO (C Johnson) - Contacted at start, settling back.
KILRONAN (Z Moki) — Slow away.
EIGHT MILE (J Baillie) - Briefly held up near the 500 metres.

AQUARIUM (R Elliot) — Was not persevered with over the final stages when out of contention. When questioned,
rider could offer no excuse.

Race 2 ‘ P&C INSURANCE RATING 65 2200 (2200 Metres)

The start of Race 2 was delayed due to PRIOR ENGAGEMENT requiring farrier attention.

THE SEAGULL - R Elliot replaced S O’Malley (overweight).

THE SEAGULL (R Elliot) - Dictated and tightened at the start.

TOOK THE CATCH (M Singh) - Began awkwardly.

KIRKENES (Z Moki) — Tightened at the start when TOOK THE CATCH jumped outwards dictating ROAD TO REIGN and
THE SEAGULL outwards. Raced three wide without cover in the early stages. Inconvenienced near the 800 metres
when BELLA MARGARITA (D Hirini) shifted out. D Hirini was advised to exercise care.

BELLA MARGARITA (D Hirini) — Raced keenly for a short distance near the 1400 metres.

CEAD MILE FAILTE (D Turner) - When questioned into performance rider advised the mare may be feeling the effects
of recent racing.

DON’T KNOW JAKK (T Johnson) — Raced keenly in the early stages. When questioned into performance rider could
offer no tangible excuse. A subsequent veterinary inspection revealed the gelding to have blood present in its mouth

consistent with having contacted the starting barrier.

R Hannam (STUNNING) — Was issued with a warning under Rule 638(3)(b)(ii) for his whip use prior to the 100 metres.

Race 3 ‘ CARRFIELDS LIVESTOCK RATING 72 1600 (1600 Metres)

LORDE HAVE MERCY (D Turner) — Late scratching at 2.11pm on veterinary advice after the mare was found to be
lame in the right fore.

THE HUNTSMAN (S MacNab) — Slow away.
MALO BIK (L Allpress) — Raced keenly in the early stages. Shifted out abruptly near 250m

MYRTLE (R Myers) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. Shifted out and away from MALO BIK near the 250




metres.

PROSECCO (L Hemi) — Tightened near the 250 metres when MALO BIK shifted out abruptly before being straightened.
RICHARD OF YORKE (J Kamaruddin) - Ran up on to the heels of PROSECCO approaching the 100 metres.

FICTITIOUS (C Johnson) - Raced keenly in the early stages.

FLOURISHING (R Elliot) — Lay in over the early stages. When questioned into performance rider advised the mare had
hung throughout.

REGAL ROCK (Z Moki) - When questioned into performance rider could offer no excuse.

Race 4 ‘ WENHAM GRAIN & SEED 3YO MAIDEN 1200 (1200 Metres)

ANSWER MY PRAYER (H Andrew) — Late scratching at 2.44pm by Stewards after dislodging the rider on two occasions
during the preliminary. Connections were advised that a warning has been placed against the colt’s racing manners.

ENDURING LOVE (R Myers) - Raced wide throughout.

CARPE DIEM (J Parkes) - Began awkwardly contacting FLIRTINI, which settled back. Lay out under pressure in the
home straight.

FLIRTINI (S MacNab) — Contacted start, settled back.
LINCOLN HANOVER (R Hannam) - Raced three wide without cover throughout.

YEAH RIGHT (Z Moki) - Held up for a distance near the 600 metres.

Race 5 ‘ POWER FARMING RATING 72 1200 (1200 Metres)

CAPE DU JEU - J Fawcett replaced S O’Malley (overweight).

MISS OAHU (R Hannam) — Late scratching at 2.37pm. Trainer L Latta sought a ruling from the JCA under Rule
534(2)(b), to late scratch, which was declined, due to there being no material change in track conditions. L Latta
elected to scratch MISS OAHU and was subsequently fined $150 under Rule 534(1) for scratching without
authorisation.

GET SCHROEDER (M Singh) — Slow away. Rider advised mount better suited to a longer distance.

SMOKIN’ OAK (H Andrew) — Slow away.

VINCENT (R Myers) — Began awkwardly inconveniencing ROCK ON EVE and ALL IN MANA, both settling back.

ALL IN MANA (S MacNab) — Inconvenienced start, settling back.

ROCK ON EVE (D Hirini) — Inconvenienced start, settling back. When questioned into performance rider could offer
no excuse. A subsequent veterinary examination was clear.

Race 6 | FEILDING NEW WORLD MAIDEN 1400 (1400 Metres)

JUST ONE MORE — C O’Beirne replaced S O’Malley.

CREDIT MANAGER (H Andrew) — Underwent a veterinary examination prior to the start after becoming fractious in




the barrier and was cleared to race.

DERECHO (L Hemi) -Jumped inwards at the start tightening PENELOPE CRUISE and RIGEL
PENELOPE CRUISE (L Allpress) - Tightened at the start.

RIGEL (C Johnson) - Tightened at the start.

OUR LEGACY (D Bradley) - Raced keenly in the early stages.

JUST ONE MORE (C O’Beirne) - Raced wide without cover throughout.

CAST IN BRONZE (R Hannam) - Lost the near side rear plate during the running.

MACLIN (S MacNab) — Raced keenly in the early to middle stages.

SEMPER MAGICO (D Turner) - Began awkwardly settling back.

Race 7 ‘ MANAWATU ITM ANZAC MILE (1600 Metres)

S O’Malley was given permission to ride MEESKA MOOSKA 1kg over due to the unavailability of a suitable
replacement.

TRISHA LEA (Z Moki) — Slow away.

WILLIAM WALLACE (S MacNab) -Awkwardly away, settling back. When questioned into performance rider could
offer no excuse.

SERGEANT BLAST (L Allpress) -Raced keenly in the early and middle stages.
THE KIPLING GIRL (C O’Beirne) - Raced wide without cover throughout.

HE’S CAVALIER (D Bradley) — Briefly held up approaching the 400 metres.

Race 8 ‘ THE PAVEMASTERS RATING 65 1400 (1400 Metres)

BEAUTIFUL MAN (C Johnson) — Slow away.

DRAGON DANCER (J Baillie) -Raced ungenerously in the early to middle stages, getting its head in the air.
LA FOI (J Fawcett) — Blundered at the start, shifted out, contacting WAFER.

WAFER (L Hemi) - Contacted at the start. Raced wide without cover throughout.

WITCHERY (J Parkes) — Tightened at the start, settling back.

ARIDITY (Z Moki) - Raced wide without cover throughout.
