RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 CHILLCO MAINDEN 2100M 

GO VICTORIA (D Hirini) – Slow away. 
 
MASTER BLACK JACK (D Turner) – Began awkwardly.  
 
MRS TWINKLETOES (B Ansell) – Raced wide without cover throughout.  



 
MR JIMMY POCKET (H Andrew) – When questioned into the performance rider could offer no tangible excuse other 
than it had been the gelding’s first run over ground and on a heavy track. 
 

Race 2 LOWE SCHOLLUM JONES / FASTTRACK INSURANCE 2100 

EL SENOR (A Jones) – Awkwardly away settling back.  Gave ground quickly approaching the 900 metres and was not 
persevered with when well out of contention, a subsequent veterinary inspection was clear.  Connections were 
advised the gelding must trial prior to racing next.  Connections advised that EL SENOR will no longer be considered a 
racing proposition from that stable.  
 
CLASSCLOWN (L Allpress) – Got its head in the air when being restrained off the heels of SIENNA GRACE near the 
1800 metres. 
 
HANDSOME BLUE (D Hirini) – Raced in restricted room behind the tiring YEAH RIGHT rounding the turn  
 
YEAH RIGHT (R Hannam) – When questioned into performance rider advised the gelding had not appreciated today’s 
heavy 10 track conditions.  
 
H Andrew (JUST ROSIE) – Was spoken to regarding her whip use on a runner out of contention.  
 
Z Moki – Reported to Stewards following the race that she was feeling unwell.  After being examined by St Johns 
Paramedics Z Moki was stood down from her remaining engagement.  
 

Race 3 WEIR BUSES MDN 1200M 

MIDNIGHT COUNTESS (M Hudson) – Slow away.  
 
SHEEZANICEGIRL (C O’Beirne) – Knuckled at the start and then raced wide without cover throughout.  Rider felt 
something may be amiss.  A subsequent veterinary inspection revealed no obvious abnormality.  
 
CHOSEN PEAK (R Elliot) – Held up for a short distance near the 500 metres. 
 

Race 4 HEATHER D YAXLEY MARTINEZ MDN 1400M 

JAW GEE (H Andrew) – Tightened at the start when EIGHT MILE began awkwardly settling back.  
 
EIGHT MILE (J Baillie) – Began awkwardly settling back. 
 
FIRE DANCER (A Goindasamy) – Tightened at the start when JAYPERNO began awkwardly dictating YOULLBEFINE 
inwards on to RIO STAR which contacted FIRE DANCER. 
 
JAYPERNO (B Ansell) – Began awkwardly. 
 
YOULLBEFINE (C Johnson) – Dictated inwards at the start. 
 
RIO STAR (R Hannam) – Contacted FIRE DANCER at start.  
 
PHYLLTHEPOWER (D Turner) – Raced wide without cover throughout. 
 
ONE WAY STREET (S Collett) – Raced keenly when in restricted room in the early stages.  
 

Race 5 SANDFORD BROTHERS 1400 

MANOLO (D Turner) – Slow away.  



 
DRAGON DANCER (M Hudson) – Raced wide without cover throughout.  
 
FLORAL BELT (H Andrew) – Briefly held up near the 500 metres. 
 
DESTINY ONE (C Burdan) – Shifted in abruptly near the 75 metres unbalancing the rider for a short distance. 
 
SHERIFFS DAUGHTER (S Collett) – When questioned into the disappointing run S Collett reported the mare was 
unsuited to the heavy going and in her opinion would be better suited to a longer distance.  
 
R Myers (TORRO ROSSO) – Was issued with a warning under Rule 638(3)(b)(ii) with regard to her use of the whip on a 
runner out of contention. 
 

Race 6 ECOLAB MDN 1600M  

TINTERO (J Kam) – Awkwardly away settling back. 
 
MAMMOTH MOUNTAIN (M Singh) – Slow away.  Restrained near the 1500 metres when ZENA BELLE (H Andrew) 
shifted in abruptly.  When questioned Rider H Andrew advised the mare had shifted in abruptly when the rail ended 
near the 1400 metres. 
 
SHE’S GOT THE LOOK (R Myers) – Slow away.  When questioned into performance rider could offer no excuse but 
stated the mare was disappointing.  A subsequent veterinary inspection was clear.   
 
NOD (S Collett) – Raced wide without cover throughout.  
 
CHASING THE CROWN (C O’Beirne) – Shifted out under pressure having to be straightened in the home straight when 
out of contention. 
 

Race 7 TARANAKI STEELFORMERS 1600 

FOILING (R Hannam) – Slow away. 
 
MADAM MAKFI (M Hudson) – Slow away then raced keenly in the early stages.  
 
HAPPY STAR (L Allpress) – Held up passing the 500 metres before being angled outwards across heels to improve near 
the 300 metres. 
 
M Hudson (MADAM MAKFI) – Was spoken to regarding her whip use on a runner out of contention.  
 

Race 8 NEXT MEETING OCTOBER 12TH 2100 

WONDER LASS (S Collett) – Jumped outwards at the start dictating TOP OFTHE STRAIGHT on to DOWRY DUTY and 
NITRO TED who were both tightened and settled back.  
 
DOWRY DUTY (A Goindasamy) – Tightened and settled back.  
 
NITRO TED (H Schofer) – Tightened and settled back.  
 
EM KAY POPS (M Hudson) – Awkwardly away settling back.  
 
BRASSY BOY (L Allpress) – Raced keenly in the early stages.  
 
GAGARIN (C McLean) – Raced wide without cover throughout.
