RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 “PICNIC IN THE BAR AT THE PARK” WITH THE OWNERS ASSOCIATION Rating 74 (1200m) 

FINAL SAVINGS (G Jogoo) – Bounded at the start and slow to begin. 
 
EXUBERANT (S Wynne) – Held up from the 400 metres to the 300 metres. 
 
BENAUD (W Papier) – Held up for a short distance near the 400 metres. 
 
RIPA RUBY (T Comignaghi) – When asked to comment on the performance today, rider advised that the mare had raced 
keenly while leading which had been to her detriment. 
 
K Chowdhoory (ROCK SENSATION) was spoken to regarding his whip use outside the 100 metres. 
 

Race 2 RICCARTON PARK FUNCTION CENTRE – BOOK NOW FOR 2021 RATING 65 (1100m) 

TOUCHABEEL (S Wynne) – Began very awkwardly shifting ground outwards and bumping with outside runner having to be 
restrained. 
 
OUR ECHO (A Balloo) – Bumped on jumping. 
 
ROC MUSIC (D Bothamley) – Held up in the early stages of the run home having to shift ground outwards only gaining clear 
racing room inside the final 175 metres, lost both front shoes during the running. 
 
A LITTLE VAGUE (L Callaway) – Raced wide throughout. 
 
OUR ROSETTE (K Chowdhoory) – Held up in the early stages of the run home. 
 
LOVEBUG (T Comignaghi) – When questioned regarding performance rider could offer no tangible excuse. 
 
MAKE BELIEVE (K Mudhoo) – Rider reported the mare had hung outwards throughout the running. 
 
K Mudhoo (MAKE BELIEVE) was spoken to advisedly in regard to his whip use prior to the 100 metres. 
 

Race 3 NZB SOUTH ISLAND SALE 14 APRIL TWO-YEAR-OLD (800m) 

The start was delayed due to several runners proving difficult to load. 
 
SWISS ‘N’ GIGGLES (C Barnes) – Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
ARSENIO (G Jogoo) – Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 

Race 4 PUNTERS CHALLENGE 10 APRIL – ENTER NOW Rating 74 (1600m) 

FISHERMANS BLUES (D Bothamley) – Crowded shortly after the start losing ground. 
 
ORIGINAL GANGSTER (S Wynne) – Got its head up and over-reacted when being restrained to avoid the heels of PANZER 
passing the 1200 metres. 
 
K Chowdhoory (PANZER) was issued with a warning for careless riding after allowing his mount to shift in passing the 1200 
metres when not fully clear of ORIGINAL GANGSTER which had to be restrained. 
 
SKAABOOM (T Moseley) – Placed in restricted room for a short distance passing the 200 metres when HEE’S OUR SECRET 
shifted in under pressure. 
 

Race 5 BOOK A HOSPITALITY SUITE FOR AUTUMN RACING MAIDEN (1400m) 

JUST A PROMISS (C Barnes) – Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
DEMAND RESPECT (J Lowry) – Began awkwardly shifting in and bumping with inside runner. 
 



 

 

HIGHLY POLISHED (D Prastiyou) – Bumped at the start. 
 
DICELAND (K Mudhoo) – Bounded at the start, raced fiercely for a distance having to be restrained near the 1000 metres. 
 
SO YOU REIGN (C Campbell) – Began awkwardly losing ground, had some difficulty obtaining clear running through the 
middle stages of the run home. 
 
TORMUND (B Murray) – Slow to begin and tailed the field throughout. Rider advised that the gelding had felt lethargic 
throughout and been very disappointing. A post race veterinary inspection did not reveal any obvious abnormality. 
Stewards will follow up with connections in coming days.  
 
THEUNNAMEDFEELING (S Toolooa) – Raced wide throughout. 
 
SPECK SAVERS (T Moseley) – Raced three wide without cover throughout, lay in throughout the run home. 
 
ROMANTIC HERO (G Jogoo) – Over raced through the middle stages and had to be restrained away from the runner in front 
passing the 900 metres. 
 
AMAZON GODDESS (A Balloo) – Held up early in the run home. 
 
KUDOS DE SOTHYS  – Eased down over the concluding stages with the rider reporting that the gelding had been awkward 
in its action after changing legs early in the run home. A post race veterinary inspection did not reveal any obvious 
abnormality. Stewards will follow up with connections in following days.  
 
KAPALKA (K Chowdhoory) – When asked to comment on this favoured runner, rider advised that the gelding had been 
disappointing and he could offer no tangible excuse. 
 
Race 6 CHRISTCHURCH CASINO DUNEDIN CUP TRIAL HANDICAP (2000m) 

SULU SEA (S Wynne) – Slow to begin. 
 
BEACHED AS BRO (K Mudhoo) – Slow to begin, held up in the early stages of the run home having to shift ground outwards 
to find clear racing room near the 250 metres. 
 
MAMMA SANS (B Murray) – Over raced while leading in the early and middle stages. 
 
LADY BYRON (A Balloo) – Raced wide in the early stages. 
 
BABY MENAKA (T Comignaghi) – Crowded and checked near the 1100 metres, lay inwards throughout the run home. 
 
A Balloo (LADY BYRON) admitted a breach of careless riding in that he allowed his mount to shift in passing the 1100 
metres crowding and checking BABY MENAKA. After hearing evidence and submissions, the Judicial Committee suspended 
A Balloo’s licence to ride at race meetings for 4 national days effective from the conclusion of racing on 6 February up to 
and including 12 February and imposed a $350 fine. 
 
WHO DARES WINS (J Lowry) – Rider reported that carrying the top weight of 62 kgs had been detrimental to the gelding’s 
performance.  
 
S Wynne (SULU SEA) admitted a breach of excessive use of the whip prior to the 100 metres, with the Judicial Committee 
suspending her licence to ride at race meetings for 4 national days effective from the conclusion of racing on 6 February up 
to and including 12 February and imposing a fine of $500.  
 
C Campbell (DIORISSIMO) admitted a breach of excessive use of the whip prior to the 100 metres, with the Judicial 
Committee imposing a fine of $500. 

 
Race 7 D REYNOLDS ELECTRICAL Rating 65 (1400m) 

Trainer S Woodsford was fined $50 under the Minor Infringement Schedule for presenting MISS CURIOUS without notified 
gear (side winkers). 
 
MISS CURIOUS (A Balloo) – Slow to begin. 



 

 

 
HEARTOHEART (M Gestain) – Slow to begin. 
 
JEWEL OF PATCH (C Barnes) – Crowded between runners on jumping losing ground.  
 
EXPRESS RIP (G Jogoo) – Crowded between runners on jumping losing ground. 
 
ATAAHUA DREAMTIME (J Lowry) – Dictated inwards near the 1100 metres and when being corrected by it’s rider lay in and 
away from JUST TICKETY BOO again crowding ARE YOU CEREAL near the 1000 metres..   
 
ARE YOU CEREAL (T Moseley) – Crowded and checked near the 1100 metres and then began to over race again being 
placed in restricted room having to be steadied for some distance passing the 1000 metres.  
 
K Chowdhoory (IMAKEEPA) admitted a charge of careless riding passing the 1100 metres, when allowing his mount to shift 
in dictating ATAAHUA DREAMTIME inwards on to ARE YOU CEREAL who was crowded and checked, with the Judicial 
Committee suspending his licence to ride at race meetings for 6 national days effective from the conclusion of racing on 6 
February up to and including 17 February and imposing a fine of $500. 
 
JUST TICKETY BOO (K Kwo ) – Raced wide early.  
 

Race 8 SPEIGHT’S TIMARU STAKES (1400m) 

Trainer T Rae was issued with a warning for presenting HE KIN Fly with incorrect gear (blinkers instead of side winkers). 
 
ALL ABOUT MAGIC (S Wynne) - Slow to begin. 
 
EL BEE DARCI (R Mudhoo) – Slow to begin. 
 
KILLARNEY (G Jogoo) – Restrained to the rear on jumping to take cover from its wide barrier draw. 
 
SEVERINE (K Williams) – Crowded and checked passing the 1100 metres and forced inwards onto HE KIN FLY and I AM A 
ROCK which were both buffeted and hampered, then obliged to race wide in the middle stages 
 
HE KIN FLY (J Lowry) – Buffeted and hampered near the 1100 metres. 
 
I AM A ROCK (C Barnes) – Buffeted and hampered near the 1100 metres. 
 
T Comignaghi (MEARA MARY) admitted a breach of careless riding after allowing her mount to shift in passing the 1100 
metres when not sufficiently clear of SEVERINE which was crowded and checked then being dictated inwards onto HE KIN 
FLY and I AM A ROCK which were both buffeted and unbalanced. After hearing evidence and submissions the Judicial 
Committee suspended T Comignaghi’s licence to ride at race meetings for 7 national days effective from the conclusion of 
racing on 6 February up to and including 19 February and imposed a $500 fine. 
 
BENEFICIAL (K Kwo) – Raced wide without cover throughout. 
 

Race 9 RACECOURSE HOTEL & MOTOR LODGE Rating 65 (1800m) 

PICKUP (C Campbell) – Slow to begin. 
 
SHOCK AND AWE (G Jogoo) – Slow to begin. When asked to comment on today’s performance the rider advised that the 
mare would appreciate more distance. 
 
COUP DREAMWOOD (W Papier) – Slow to begin, over raced for a distance passing the 800 metres. 
 
COLORADO MISS (R Mudhoo) – Restrained to take cover from its wide barrier draw after jumping. 
 
BATTLINAWAY (L Callaway) – Over raced in the early stages. 
 
EFFERVESCENT (B Murray) – Raced wide in the early stages. 
 
LAST LETTER (T Jonker) – Raced wide throughout. 



 

 

 
EASY ON THE EYE (C Barnes) – Over raced in the middle stages. 
 
ZAKUNDA (K Chowdhoory) – Shifted in abruptly when struck with the whip passing the 300 metres bumping with LAST 
LETTER and TOO FERLAXED and continued to lay in throughout the run home. 
 
S Wynne (ROCKWITHME) was issued with a warning for her whip use prior to the 100 metres. 
 
YEAH RIGHT (T Moseley) – When questioned about performance, trainer L Didham advised that the horse had been 
unlucky on the West Coast circuit and coupled with some gear changes the improvement was not unexpected.
