RACE COMMENTS: 

Race 1 WAXY’S IRISH PUB HANDICAP (1200m) 

R Beeharry (HE’S GOT POWER) was reminded of his obligation to ride his mount out fully to the finish of the race when 
circumstances permit. 
 



 

 

Race 2 ASCOT SPORTS BAR HANDICAP (1600m) 

FLYING SARDINE (K Kwo) – Had some difficulty obtaining clear racing room in the middle part of the run home and was 
further held up over the concluding stages going to the line not fully tested by its rider. 
 
ROSIE GLOW (R Mudhoo) – Very slow to begin (5 lengths). Raced four wide without cover from the 600 metres when 
improving. 
 
Co-trainers K & A Tyler were issued a Minor Infringement Notice and fined $50 when presenting this mare without the 
notified Blinkers. 
 

Race 3 HOMESTEAD VILLA MOTEL MAIDEN (2200m) 

WINTER GOLD (L Callaway) – Fractious in the barriers and was subsequently unloaded from its gate to undergo a veterinary 
examination before being cleared to start. Lost the near hind racing plate during the running. 
 
TAVY ROAD (G Jogoo) – Began awkwardly and was then crowded shortly after the start losing further ground.  
 
PETE THE DRIVER (R Mudhoo) – Briefly steadied to avoid the heels of PROWLER (C Barnes) passing the 1800 metres. C 
Barnes was advised to exercise care. When asked to comment on the apparent improved performance co-trainer K Tyler 
advised that the gelding had appreciated the step up in distance and the wetter track conditions today. 
 
JACK THE RIPPER (J Lowry) – Raced three wide without cover until the 1200 metres. When asked to comment on the 
performance the rider expressed disappointment however could offer no tangible explanation.  
 
DENALI (T Moseley) – Steadied off heels passing the 850 metres and was then held up passing the 400 metres, only gaining 
clear racing room inside the final 200 metres. 
 
PROWLER (C Barnes) – Under pressure and gave ground from the 500 metres. When asked to comment on the 
performance the rider could offer no tangible explanation. A post-race Veterinary examination revealed no obvious 
abnormalities. Stewards will follow up the recovery of the mare in the coming days. 
 
Following the running of this race the official track conditions were downgraded to Heavy 10. 
 

Race 4 THE AVE SPORTS BAR HANDICAP (2200m) 

SHOW PARK (R Beeharry) – Slow to begin. 
 
RUBY MARIE (K Mudhoo) – Over raced in the early stages and had to be shifted out to avoid heels near the 1400 metres 
before being allowed to stride forward to the lead. 
 
COLOUR ME RED (L Callaway) – Raced three wide from the 600 metres. 
 

Race 5 NORTHERN SPORTS BAR & TAB HANDICAP (1200m) 

SACRED KITTY (K Kwo) – Began awkwardly briefly unbalancing the rider. Lay inwards in the run home and had to be 
straightened passing the 100 metres. 
 
KITTY POWER (A Balloo) – Got back shortly after the start. Held up briefly rounding the final bend having to shift ground 
outwards passing the 150 metres to find clear racing room. 

 
ARNAGE (T Moseley) – Got its head up when being steadied to take cover in the early stages and then continued to race 
keenly for a distance. 

 
THE SELECTION (K Mudhoo) – Held up rounding the final bend and early in the run home only gaining clear racing room 
inside the final 150 metres.  
 
TAPPY’S ONE (C Johnson) – Rider reported the gelding had not been entirely comfortable in today’s track conditions. 
 

Race 6 ILT CENTREPOINT & SOUTHCITY LIQUORLAND MAIDEN (1400m) 

PURE VINTAGE (T Moseley) – Declared a late scratching at 2.51 pm when refusing to load. Connections were advised the 
gelding was stood down to barrier trial to the Stewards satisfaction prior to racing next. 



 

 

 
EBONY MAGIC (BB Hong) – Began awkwardly losing ground. 

 
COMMASSIE (K Mudhoo) – Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
ZAMBEZI ZIPPER (K Kwo) – Raced wide without cover throughout. 
 
AGAINST ALL ODDS (J Laking) – Shifted in abruptly when struck with the whip passing the 200 metres having to be 
straightened. 
 
LUCE DEL SOLE (C Barnes) – Crowded and checked passing the 200 metres when AGAINST ALL ODDS shifted in abruptly 
when struck with the whip before being straightened by its rider with LUCE DEL SOLE then buffeting and unbalancing 
OCEAN’S SEVEN which was racing tight to the inside at this point. When asked to comment on the performance the rider 
expressed disappointment however could offer no tangible explanation. 
 
OCEAN’S SEVEN (T Jonker) – Buffeted and unbalanced passing the 200 metres. 
 
CODA BIANCA (L Callaway – Lay inwards over the concluding stages. 
 

Race 7 EDITOR’S CUT SPORTS BAR HANDICAP (1400m) 

SHE’S GOT THE LOOK (G Jogoo) – Got back shortly after the start. 

 
DREAMIN EASY (R Mudhoo) – Improved four wide without cover from the 700 metres. 
 
MIRADELLO (C Johnson) – Raced three wide without cover until the 600 metres.  
 
OUR SHAMAN (L Callaway) – When asked to comment on the performance the rider advised he had received a good trip in 
the lead however was soon under pressure passing the 600 metres with the gelding giving ground quickly from this point 
and proving very disappointing. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no obvious abnormalities. Trainer S McKay 
advised she would advise stewards of any developments with the gelding in coming days. 
 

Race 8 WAIKIWI TAVERN & THE FOUNDRY RESTAURANT HANDICAP (1600m) 

ORAKA PLAYBOY (K Kwo) – Began awkwardly losing some ground. 
 
FULLTOTHEBRIM (K Selvan) – Slow to begin. Over-raced through the middle stages. 
 
YEAH RIGHT (T Moseley) – Made the first bend awkwardly. When asked to comment on the performance the rider advised 
he was disappointed with the effort adding that the gelding had not been entirely comfortable in today’s track conditions. 
 
RINGBOLT (R Beeharry) – Raced four wide without cover in the early to middle stages.  
 
GERRY JOYCE (K Mudhoo) – Raced five wide without cover from the 1000 metres.
