Race 1 QUEEN’S BIRTHDAY HANDICAP 1600m 

ZAMBEZI ZIPPER (M Gestain) – Got back shortly after the start.   
 
FULL FURY (R Mudhoo) – Began awkwardly. 
 
RINGBOLT (G Jogoo) – Lay out under pressure over the concluding stages.  
 
K Chowdhoory (JIM’S GIFT) – Spoken to regarding his whip use prior to the 100 metres. 
 
M Gestain (ZAMBEZI ZIPPER) – Issued with a warning under Rule 648(5) when she weighed in 0.5 kg over her weigh out 
weight. 
 

Race 2 OTAGO DAILY TIMES MAIDEN 1200m 

GAS MONKEY (R Mudhoo) – Began awkwardly bumping inside runner.  Lay out under pressure over the concluding stages. 



 

 

 
SLINKY LINKY (K Kwo) – Was hampered by outside runner at the start.  Raced three wide without cover throughout. 
 
TRABRUK (J Laking) – Crowded and hampered at the start losing some ground. 
 
CHEEKINI (K Chowdhoory) – Lay out over the concluding stages. 
 
IRISH HEART (K Mudhoo) – Stewards ordered a post-race veterinary inspection after the rider reported the mare had made 
abnormal breathing noises during the running.  The subsequent examination revealed no obvious abnormalities with the 
trainer advising the mare had had a previous wind operation.  Stewards will follow up with the trainer in the coming days. 
 

Race 3 KB CONTRACTORS MAIDEN 2200m 

NEVETS (C Campbell) – Fractious in the gate prior to the start rearing up with a pre-race veterinary inspection clearing the 
mare to start. Raced three wide without cover through the early stages and was under pressure passing the 600 metres 
giving ground quickly finishing in last placing.  Rider advised that the horse being fractious in the barriers had not helped 
the mare today and also added that she was not entirely comfortable in today’s track conditions.  A post-race veterinary 
inspection revealed the mare showing signs of a slow recovery with the co-trainer S Anderton advising that the mare will 
now be sent for a spell. 
 
WINTER GOLD (K Kwo) – Crowded at the start losing ground.  
 
MISTLETOE (K Williams) – Made the bend at the 1400 metres awkwardly. 
 

Race 4 21/22 OTAGO RACING CLUB MEMBERSHIP ON SALE 2200m 

YING RESOLUTE (R Mudhoo) – Raced four wide without cover through the early stages until improving forward to sit 
outside the leader passing the 1200 metres.  Placed in restricted room passing the 75 metres having to be restrained to 
avoid heels when runners either side shifted ground marginally.   
 
COUNTESS RUBY (K Kwo) – Three wide without cover through the early stages. 
 
THE FLAGON (R Beeharry) – Dipped briefly passing the 2000 metres.  Was under pressure from the 1100 metres eventually 
finishing in last placing.  The connections were advised the gelding was on a racing performance warning.   
 
LARIPPA (K Williams) – Lay in throughout the run home. 
 
POPPA (J Lowry) – When asked to comment on today’s performance rider advised that in his opinion, the gelding had come 
to the end of its current campaign. 
 

Race 5 CENTRAL CITY CAR PAINTERS MAIDEN 1400m 

EAVESDROP (C Campbell) – Began awkwardly and raced ungenerously through the early stages. 
 
SERAPHIC (R Mudhoo) – Began awkwardly shifting out crowding outside runner. 
 
ICANTTELLYA (L Callaway) – Crowded at the start. 
 
KENKI (D Bothamley) – Began awkwardly losing ground.  
 
AYAPPAN (K Mudhoo) – Shifted in abruptly passing the 200 metres having to be straightened by its rider.  
 

Race 6 SPEIGHT’S 1400m 

SHE’S GOT THE LOOK (R Mudhoo) – Slow to begin. 
 
ORAKA PLAYBOY (J Lowry) – Slow to begin. 
 
ROSEY POSEY (K Kwo) – Raced three wide without cover through the early stages. 
 
BLUE EYED SUSIE (K Williams) – Shifted inwards in the run home having to be straightened by its rider. 
 
REGAL GIRL (C Campbell) – Had some trouble obtaining clear running in the middle part of the run home having to shift 



 

 

ground outwards passing the 150 metres to find clear running. 
 
J Lowry (UPHOLD) – Issued with a warning under Rule 638(5) when he weighed in 0.6 kg over his weigh out weight. 
 
The starter was reprimanded by Stewards when failing to add a notified barrier blanket prior to a horse being loaded in the 
barrier. 

 
Race 7 MELBOURNE CUP DAY – TICKETS ON SALE JULY 1200m 

I’M A TIGER (C Campbell) – Raced without the notified nasal strip which after being applied to the horse, became detached 
and could not be reapplied.  Raced three wide without cover through the middle stages.  Bumped on two occasions passing 
the 150 metres when KERANY lay inwards and I’M A TIGER lay outwards. 
 
KITTY POWER (R Mudhoo) – Slow to begin. 
 
KERANY (J Lowry) – Began awkwardly losing some ground.  Shifted in under pressure passing the 150 metres making 
contact with I’M A TIGER becoming unbalanced briefly. Again contacted when I’M A TIGER lay outwards shortly after this.  
Rider reported the gelding had held its breath during the running.   
 
SANCTIFY (K Williams) – Buffeted and unbalanced and forced wider on the track passing the 350 metres.  
 
R Mudhoo (KITTY POWER) – Was issued with a warning for allowing his mount to shift out passing the 350 metres buffeting 
and unbalancing SANCTIFY.
