Race 1 - FEILDING HOTEL 1300

W Pinn (PRIORESSS) was interviewed regarding his ride and in particular his use of the whip in the home straight, with
the matter being adjourned to a later date.

RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 ‘ RIVERSTONE CAFE MAIDEN 2200

ROAD DIVA (A Mudhoo) - Began awkwardly and shifted out hampering NUN SO BAD, which was slow away.

NUN SO BAD (R Hannam) - Hampered, slow away. Forced over extra ground 250 metres.




VESPACIAN (S McKay) - Began awkwardly and got back.

ZUMA ROCK (L Kauri) - Shifted out near the 250 metres simultaneously as ROAD DIVA was improving to its outside
resulting in MY BIBBY and NUN SO BAD forced over extra ground.

MY BIBBY (S Macnab) - Forced over extra ground 250 metres. When questioned into the run of MY BIBBY, S Macnab
advised the mare would prefer more rain-affected footing.

Race 2 I AQUASHIELD ROOFING 2YO 1100

MISS LILLY (A Mudhoo) - Over-raced in front resulting in the saddle shifting under rider A Mudhoo, placing him at a
slight disadvantage.

Race 3 | VETS ON RIVERBANK MAIDEN 1200

DUCKETT’S GROVE (C Dell) - Hampered at the start and was slow away.

SWEET JINEEN (L Allpress) - Slow away. Lay in under pressure throughout the straight.

MIRACLES TAKE TIME (S Macnab) - Raced wide without cover. Raced in restricted room passing the 300 metres when
SWEET JINEEN lay in.

CALEY CAN (K Hercock) - Improved up onto heels near the 800 metres and had to be steadied and a short distance
further had to be steadied again when over-racing.

MIDNIGHT SWEY (L Kauri) - Became awkwardly placed on heels passing the 400 metres.

Race 4 | THOROUGH BRED EXCHANGE MAIDEN 1200

HYDRO DARCI (S McKay) - Began awkwardly and was slow away. Lay in under pressure in the straight.
OUR JENNY (R Hannam) - Got back from its wide draw.

CATS IN THE CRADLE (A Mudhoo) - Improved onto heels passing the 750 metres, having to be restrained. Angled
outwards across heels to gain clear running approaching the 400 metres.

Race 5 | CAVALLO FARM & CHRIS RUTTEN BLOODSTOCK HANDICAP 1200

SOVEREIGN EXPRESS (R Hannam) - Slow away.

TOWN BELT (K Hercock) - Raced ungenerously early to middle stages. In restricted room near the 200 metres when
there was simultaneous movement from PLEASURE, which shifted out and TRIFOLIUM which shifted in.

MAGNESS (L Kauri) - In restricted room near the 700 metres when the pace ahead eased so was angled outwards
dictating TRIFOLIUM outwards over extra ground. L Kauri was shown footage of his ride in the presence of the Riding
Master and advised to exercise greater care when shifting ground.

TRIFOLIUM (M Singh) - Dictated over extra ground 700 metres. Shifted in in the home straight passing the 200
metres hampering TOWN BELT and a short distance further again shifted in hampering PLEASURE and MACUSHLA,
which came together and bumped. M Singh was advised to exercise greater care when shifting ground.

PLEASURE (S Macnab) - Hampered and bumped 150 metres.

MACUSHLA (W Pinn) - Hampered and bumped 150 metres.




GURTLYN (F Lazet) - Had to be steadied and got its head up when the pace ahead eased passing the 1000 metres.

LINCOLN’S KRUZ (J Riddell) - Steadied as the pace eased near the 800 metres. Lost the nearside hind plate during the
running.

LINDA LOLA (D Hirini) - Raced wide throughout.

Race 6 ‘ HARCOURTS OTAKI 3YO MAIDEN 1400

MARTINA DIVA (A Mudhoo) - Slow away.

BEAN A PLEASURE (R Hannam) - Trapped four wide early so was taken forward to lead near the 800 metres.
FIVE ROAD JUNCTION (K Hercock) - Raced greenly early.

SUBTLE TEASE (M Singh) - Raced greenly in the home straight when placed under pressure.

TELLASTORY (L Allpress) - Steadied near the 1000 metres when SUBTLE TEASE (M Singh) shifted in when not the
required distance clear. After questioning riders M Singh was issued with a warning.

PLATINUM ASSAULT (C Dell) - Shifted out near the 200 metres when racing greenly and bumped with POLAR BLAST
which shifted in.

HUNGRY (D Bradley) - Finished well back. When questioned, D Bradley was of the opinion the gelding was better
suited to leading and may benefit from the addition of blinkers.

Race 7 ‘ NORWOOD MANAWATU MAIDEN 1400

FREE RANGE (S McKay) - Began awkwardly then steadied off heels shortly after the start.

BLUE RATA QUEEN (R Hannam) - Over-raced in the early and middle stages.

OCEANIDES (S Macnab) - The inside side winker on OCEANIDES became detached during the run down the back
straight. Steadied off heels near the 600 metres. Dictated outwards 200 metres.

LIVINONTHEDGE (D Hirini) - Over-raced passing the 800 metres and then steadied shortly after entering the home
straight when CATCHOUXLATER shifted out into clear running.

SACRED PEARL (W Pinn) — Rider dropped his rein approaching the 200 metres.

A Mudhoo (TOBKAY) - Reminded of his obligations when shifting ground after angling his mount outwards near the
200 metres dictating OCEANIDES outwards onto BLUE RATA QUEEN.

M Singh (LITTLE WING) - Issued with a warning for permitting LITTLE WING to shift inwards when not sufficiently clear
of FREE RANGE which had to be steadied off heels shortly after the start.

Race 8 ‘ EL CHEAPO CARS RAUKAWA CUP 1400

SAVANAH BELLE (W Pinn) - Underwent and passed a veterinary examination prior to the start after coming into
contact with a rail.

REGAL REWARD (S McKay) - Over-raced in the back straight and had to be continually steadied.




MISS RICKY BOBBY (D Bradley) - Held up for a short distance passing the 500 metres and held up throughout the
home straight, going to the line without being fully tested. When questioned D Bradley advised that his intention was
to follow REGAL REWARD into the race but when REGAL REWARD failed to run on to any extent MISS RICKY BOBBY
was unable to improve, being held up for the majority of the home straight.

MAKE TIME (J Riddell) - Finished back. When questioned J Riddell was of the opinion the gelding may be better
ridden off the pace.

Race 9 I SPEEDY SIGNS MAIDEN 1600

OVERAGAIN (K Hercock) - Over-raced in the back straight.
SHE’S SO RELIABLE (L Allpress) - Raced three wide without cover from 1200 metres.

FRAULEIN (R Hannam) - Rider reported that FRAULEIN raced in a fresh state and had little left at the finish but was of
the opinion the filly would improve with the run.
