PIERRO ROSSO (D Johnson) — Co-trainer Mr S Ritchie advised Stewards the stable was satisfied with the post-race
condition of PIERRO ROSSO, however, has now been sent for a spell.




Race 3 MARTIN COLLINS NEW ZEALAND 1550
PABLO CASALS (L Satherley) — Trainer Mr M Brosnan advised Stewards he was satisfied with the post-race condition
of the gelding, however, has now been sent for a spell.

RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 ‘ HORSE TRANSPORT SERVICES 1500

CASPER (E Nicholas) — Began awkwardly losing ground.

WALK THE WALK (B Rogerson) — Began awkwardly losing ground.
DESERT ROSE (M Cameron) — Began awkwardly losing ground.

OCEANS OF STANIMA (E McCall) — Raced wide without cover throughout.

JENNY KRAIG (S Collett) — Had to be steadied when in restricted room passing the 350 metres between AMBUSH CITY
which shifted lay out, and SKY OASIS (K Asano) which had then shifted in. K Asano was advised to exercise care.

BO JACKSON (W Pinn) — Crowded having to be steadied passing the 300 metres.

E Nicholas (CASPER) — Admitted a charge of careless riding after permitting her mount to shift in near the 300 metres
when not sufficiently clear of BO JACKSON which was hampered losing ground. After hearing submissions, the
Adjudicative Committee suspended E Nicholas’ licence to ride in races from the conclusion of racing on Saturday 14
August up to and including racing on Saturday 21 August, 3 national riding days and in addition imposed a fine of
$250.

Race 2 ‘ CAMBRIDGE EQUINE HOSPITAL 1550

LORD POLONIUS (L Satherley) — Slow to begin.

PIPING HOT (W Pinn) — Unable to obtain clear running throughout the final straight.

GOLDEN EAGLE (C Grylls) — Raced three wide without cover throughout.

OUR WONDERLAND (B Rogerson) — Over-raced in the early and middle stages.

PACIFIC MASTER (J Fawcett) — Held up briefly passing the 400 metres.

SECRET SHOW (S Collett) — Jumped the shadow near the 350 metres going off stride and losing momentum.
SOLID CONTACT (K Asano) — Held up for a distance entering the final straight.

GREENSLADE (E Nicholas) — Held up for a distance entering the final straight.

KOOLASCUZ (D Danis) — Had difficulty obtaining clear running early in the final straight before improving onto heels
over the concluding stages.

Race 3 | CANTER FOR CANCER 1300

SWISS LEGEND (S Weatherley) — Slow away after being restless in its barrier.




THE CERTIFIER (E Nicholas) — Slow away.

KATE VELOUR (A Calder)— Began awkwardly losing ground.

DARCI’S FLIGHT (D Johnson) — Hampered when crowded approaching the 1200 metres.

NEON MOON (W Pinn) — Contacted approaching the 1200 metres and briefly unbalanced.
CASTLE OF LOVE (C Grylls) — Shifted out and away from THE CERTIFIER passing the 100 metres.

J Riddell (SOLID IMPACT) — Issued with a warning after permitting SOLID IMPACT to shift in approaching the 1200
metres hampering DARCI’S FLIGHT which was crowded.

Race 4 | NZ FARRIERS ASSOCIATION (WAIKATO) 970

NIGHT NIGHT DORA (J Fawcett) — Began awkwardly losing ground.

MONZA (M Sanson) — Began awkwardly after being restless in its barrier.
SOVEREIGNTY (K Asano) — Slow to begin.

DOVES BAY (J Kamaruddin) — Shifted out to avoid heels passing the 400 metres.
SHANG CHI (C Grylls) — Raced wide without cover throughout.

FASONG (E Nicholas) — Improved into a marginal run passing the 100 metres making brief contact with
RECALCITRANT.

Race 5 ‘ AP GOLLAN PROPERTY VALUERS 970

DRUM MAIJOR (B Rogerson) — Began awkwardly losing ground. Improved onto heels passing the 650 metres having
to be firmly restrained. Inconvenienced near the 350 metres when LA GRANDE RUE lay out.

MELODRAMATIC (T Yanagida) — Began awkwardly losing ground.

AMOROUS STU (T Abel) — Made contact with the running rail near the 650 metres with DRUM MAIJOR then shifting
out to avoid that runners heels crowding ALL BUSINESS onto the hind quarters of LA GRANDE RUE with ALL BUSINESS
being hampered and steadied.

ALL BUSINESS (A Calder) — Hampered and steadied near the 650 metres.

LA GRANDE RUE (S McKay) — Raced ungenerously when hanging outwards throughout.

Race 6 ‘ CAMEXCIVIL 970

MISS IPENEMA (D Danis) — Began awkwardly.
FLORAL BELT (A Goindasamy) — Began awkwardly.

OTTAVIO (B Rogerson) — Raced keenly when in restricted room passing the 650 metres when awkwardly placed inside
the heels of SHAMPAGNE DANCER.

SHAMPAGNE DANCER (K Asano) — Raced three wide without cover throughout.




Race 7 ‘ GARY EDGE 2000

SOUTHERN CROWN (Y Coonee) — Began awkwardly losing ground. Raced wide without cover in the early to middle
stages before improving forward to sit outside the leader.

ALAMODE (D Johnson) — Began awkwardly then restrained from its wide barrier.

MARTINA MARIEA (E Nicholas) — Restrained from its wide barrier.

BLACK CHEETAH (S Weatherley) — Raced in restricted room soon after the start, then restrained.

TAVITRONIC (D Danis) — Raced in restricted room passing the 700 metres to the inside of OPTIMUM SWEET which lay
in and away from SIR ALLYKHAZANN which shifted in. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which failed to
reveal any abnormality. Connections advised they would be reassessing the gelding’s racing future in the coming

days.

HARD DONE (M Hashizume) — Raced in restricted room for a distance approaching the 200 metres when runners
either side shifted ground.

L Satherley (SIR ALLYKHAZANN) — Issued with a warning after permitting her mount to shift inwards when not
sufficiently clear of OPTIMUM SWEET which shifted in and away crowding TAVITRONIC passing the 700 metres.
