GENERAL

RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 ‘ WENTWOOD GRANGE 3YO (1200 metres)

BIFROST (C Grylls) - Crowded shortly after the start losing ground. Over-raced when being steadied in the early stages
before being allowed to improve forward to race outside the leader near the 700 metres. Contacted passing the 250
metres.

LA DOLCE VITA (A Goindasamy) — Slow to begin.

SOPHISTICARDO (D Johnson) — Restrained to obtain cover in the early stages.

SCRIBE (L Innes) - Held up entering the final straight and when shifting outwards to obtain clear running made contact
with BIFROST passing the 250 metres.

BILLY BUNTER (M Cameron) - Crowded near the 200 metres when LA DOLCE VITA shifted outwards to obtain clear
running with some outward movement from BIFROST contributing. A Goindasamy was advised to exercise care.

Race 2 | ADASHIKO FASHION STAKES SPRINT (1200 metres)

MINI MYSTIC (A Goindasamy) — Slow to begin.

MR UNIVERSE (J Riddell) - Steadied in the early stages to obtain cover from a wide barrier draw. Held up near the 200
metres before improving onto heels passing the 100 metres having to be steadied and shift ground to obtain clear
running.

MISS AOTEAROA (C Grylls) — Steadied in the early stages to obtain cover from a wide barrier draw.

CLEVER RUDS (L Satherley) — Raced three wide without cover throughout. Steadied over the final 125 metres after
improving onto heels.

C Lindsay (MASTER PARK) — Issued with a warning after relaxing her ride over the concluding stages, narrowly holding
fourth placing.

Race 3 | HIDDENBED WAKEFIELD CHALLENGE STAKES (1100 metres) (G2)

BEATTY (O Bosson) - Began awkwardly losing ground. When questioned regarding performance rider advised that
the gelding had raced greenly. Underwent a post-race veterinary inspection which did not reveal any abnormality.

THE RACKETEER (S Weatherley) - Began awkwardly then hampered shortly after having to be steadied.

MR MAESTRO (M Cameron) — Jumped away awkwardly before being further hampered when crowded. Hampered
going into the bend near the 800 metres. Raced three wide without cover throughout.

THINK TWICE (K Asano) — Jumped away awkwardly making contact with TAVIARMA. Over-raced in the middle stages
when racing in restricted room. When questioned regarding performance rider advised that the gelding had raced
greenly.

TAVIARMA (C Grylls) — Contacted at the start.

DELOREAN (A Goindasamy) - Steadied when placed in restricted room near the 900 metres.




TIME RULER (T Newman) - Over-raced when being restrained outside the leader in the early stages then making the
bend near the 850 metres awkwardly hampering MR MAESTRO.

Race 4 ‘ DUNSTAN FEEDS STAYERS CHAMPIONSHIP QUALIFIER (2200 metres)

ALEGRE (M McNab) - Reared as the start was affected dislodging its rider. Connections were advised that the mare
would be required to barrier trial prior to racing next.

SAMINA BIBI (J Riddell) — Hampered by the riderless horse near the 1600 metres.

PIGGY MALONE (C Lindsay) - Raced keenly in the middle stages having to be steadied off heels on numerous
occasions. Had to be firmly restrained when improving onto heels passing the 800 metres and shifted outwards.
PIGGY MALONE then struck a heel of NOTHINSWEETABOUTME and blundered badly near the 700 metres hampering
OVERSTAYER and ONEOUTOFTHEBOX.

NOTHINSWEETABOUTME (B Grylls) - Hampered by the riderless horse passing the 800 metres.

OVERSTAYER (S Macnab) — Over-raced in the early stages. Badly hampered near the 700 metres.
ONEOUTOFTHEBOX (D Johnson) — Hampered near the 700 metres.

NITRATE (A Goindasamy) - Lay in passing the 200 metres having to be steadied away from the heels of NOWANAGEN.

T Thornton (NOWANAGEN) — Spoken to regarding her whip use with her arm raised above shoulder height.

Race 5 | 1 SWAP SPRINT (1400 metres) (G3)

MANRICO (T Newman) - Began awkwardly losing ground.
PACKING ROCKSTAR (L Innes) — Knuckled on jumping away.

RUN TO PERFECTION (S Weatherley) — Slow to begin. Held up passing the 300 metres continuing to have difficulty
obtaining clear running for the remainder of the race.

SHEEZALLMINE (A Goindasamy) — Crowded shortly after the start losing ground. Held up rounding the final turn and
early in the final straight.

PROVIDENCEPROVIDES (K Asano) — Raced keenly when being restrained passing the 1000 metres.
TIGHTLIGN (R Beemud) - Raced wide without cover throughout.

BRANDO (O Bosson) - Underwent a post-race veterinary inspection which did not reveal any obvious abnormality.
When questioned regarding performance rider could offer no excuse.

PUYSEGUR (M McNab) - When questioned regarding performance rider advised that the mare had hung throughout
and been quickly beaten once placed under pressure. A post-race veterinary inspection did not reveal any obvious
abnormality.

L Satherley (MORE WONDER) - Admitted a charge in that she struck her mount MORE WONDER six times prior to the
100 metres. After considering submissions the Adjudicative Committee suspended L Satherley’s licence to ride in
races from the conclusion of racing on Saturday 11 December up to and including racing on Sunday 19 December, 5
national riding days.




Race 6 ‘ BROKERWEB RISK SERVICES 1400

OUR WONDERLAND (R Beemud) - Slow to begin.

MALT TIME (D Johnson) - Steadied when crowded shortly after the start losing ground. Raced keenly in the early
stages.

SHOW ME CHAMPAGNE (B Grylls) — Crowded shortly after the start.
ALl ARC (A Goindasamy) — Crowded shortly after the start.
SO SURREAL (T Thornton) - Raced three wide without cover.

KARMAN LINE (C Grylls) - Held up entering the straight near the 400 metres and could not obtain clear running until
near the 200 metres.

SPELTERINI (S Macnab) — Held up passing the 400 metres.

ISLA JAY (J Riddell) - Went off stride just short of the finish hampering SAMIAM SEUSSIE. When questioned rider
advised that the mare had appeared to falter but had felt normal in its action on pulling up. Underwent a post-race
veterinary inspection which did not reveal any abnormality.

SAMIAM SEUSSIE (M McNab) — Hampered just short of the finish.
DEEP BEAUTY (K Asano) — Slow away. Steadied off heels near the 700 metres. When questioned regarding

performance rider advised that after a poor beginning getting back as a consequence, the gelding had been unable to
recover but ran on fairly in the straight and may be better suited over more ground.

Race 7 | CAL ISUZU STAKES (1600 metres) (G2)

COMMUNIQUE (C Grylls) - Slow to begin.

VICTOREM (S Weatherley) — Slow to begin. Held up rounding the final turn and early in the straight.

MAGIC INCANTO (T Thornton) - Raced three wide without cover from near the 800 metres.

TINA AGAIN (T Newman) - Shifted outwards to avoid the heels of MAGIC INCANTO near the 350 metres
inconveniencing MAI TAl. Hampered when weakening passing the 200 metres when MAGIC INCANTO shifted
outwards under pressure. Connections were advised that a warning would be placed on the mare’s barrier manners

after proving difficult to load.

MAI TAI (O Bosson) — Inconvenienced 350 metres. When questioned regarding performance rider was unable to
offer any excuse.

SLAVE TO LOVE (D Johnson) - Had some difficulty obtaining clear running until passing the 200 metres.
SHOWOROSES (M McNab) - Lay out rounding the final turn continuing to lay out under pressure in the straight.

SPINE TINGLE (L Satherley) — Received veterinary treatment post-race after having jarred up.

Race 8 | SKYCITY HAMILTON WAIKATO CUP (2400 metres) (G3)

RIVER RUN (K Asano) — Crowded shortly after the start having to be steadied.




NOTABADHARADA (S Macnab) - Crowded shortly after the start having to be steadied.

LOWRY (L Satherley) — Raced keenly in the early and middle stages.

KYA KHOOB LAGTI HO (M Cameron) - Steadied when improving onto heels near the 1000 metres.

L Satherley (LOWRY) - Admitted a charge in that she struck her mount LOWRY six times prior to the 100 metres. After
considering submissions the Adjudicative Committee suspended L Satherley’s licence to ride in races from the

conclusion of racing on Sunday 19 December up to and including racing on Friday 31 December, 7 national riding days
and in addition imposed a fine of $225.

Race 9 l PATHWAYS — THE IMMIGRATION SPECIALISTS MILE (1600 metres)

LA VELOCITA (S Weatherley) - Slow to begin.

BRIAN LAMONT (L Satherley) — Knuckled on jumping away. Commenced to over-race when being restrained passing
the 1200 metres.

ST NANCY (S Macnab) - Hampered shortly after the start.

ENDEAN LASS (A Goindasamy) — Blundered leaving the barriers.

ONLY IN AMERICA (M Cameron) - Blundered leaving the barriers. Raced three wide without cover. When questioned
regarding performance rider advised that the mare may have been feeling the firmer nature of the footing.

Underwent a post-race veterinary inspection which did not reveal any abnormality.

RANGER (C Lindsay) - Had to be firmly restrained for a distance when improving onto heels passing the 1100 metres.
Made the bend near the 850 metres awkwardly.

CAPALDI (R Beemud) - Held up near the 250 metres having to shift ground.

S Macnab (ST NANCY) — Reminded of her obligation to ride her mounts out to the end of the race.

Race 10 | RYDGES WELLINGTON CAPTAIN COOK STAKES (1600 metres) (G1)

AEGON (L Innes) - Began awkwardly then hampered shortly after losing ground. Held up in the final straight then
when attempting to improve into a marginal run to the inside of CHEVAL PROMETTEUR near the 175 metres, made
contact with that runner. When questioned regarding performance rider advised that the gelding had not had any
luck in the running and that he had been satisfied with its performance in the circumstances.

CHEVAL PROMETTEUR (M Cameron) — Blundered when jumping away hampering AEGON. Lost the right front plate
during the running.

PRISE DE FER (O Bosson) — Slow to begin. Held up early in the straight.
HARLECH (M McNab) — Began awkwardly then crowded shortly after.
TRAVELLING LIGHT (J Riddell) - Raced three wide without cover.

TWO ILLICIT (D Johnson) — Unbalanced when contacted near the 600 metres when PRISE DE FER shifted out.




TIPTRONIC (A Goindasamy) — Held up entering the final straight continuing to have difficulty obtaining clear running
until passing the 200 metres.

GINO SEVERINI (L Satherley) - Held up becoming awkwardly placed near the heels of TRAVELLING LIGHT passing the
400 metres then shifting outwards to obtain clear running making contact with BEAUDEN near the 300 metres.

BEAUDEN (T Thornton) - Contacted near the 300 metres.

O Bosson (PRISE DE FER) - Issued with a warning after directing his mount outwards near the 600 metres making solid
contact with TWO ILLICIT.

Race 11 | SEE YOU @ THE TE RAPA TAVERN MILE (1600 metres)

FONTEYN (A Goindasamy) - Began awkwardly after being fractious in its barrier stall.
TORQUE TIME (S Macnab) — Raced wide without cover.
FOUR QUEENS (K Asano) - Held up passing the 400 metres until near the 200 metres.

R Beemud (DAWN JESSIE) - Admitted a charge in that he struck his mount DAWN JESSIE nine times prior to the 100
metres with the Adjudicative Committee imposing a fine of $500.

T Thornton (MACS) - Admitted a charge in that she struck her mount MACS seven times prior to the 100 metres.
After considering submissions the Adjudicative Committee suspended T Thornton’s licence to ride in races from the
conclusion of racing on Sunday 19 December up to and including racing on Friday 31 December, 7 national riding
days.
