Race 7 EL CHEAPO CARS WFA CLASSIC (G1) 1600

MARKUS AURELIUS (L Allpress) — Trainer Mr J Richards reported to Stewards, MARKUS AURELIUS, jarred up and has
now been sent for a spell.

RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 ‘ PER INCANTO HONG KONG’S CHAMPION SIRE 2100

DIONYSUS (J Kamaruddin) - Slow away.

JANE O’ (A Mudhoo) - Slow away.




MOGADOR (J Parkes) - Slow away.

Race 2 ‘ TIME TEST BOASTING 3 IN KARAKA MILLION MAIDEN 1600

COUNTRYMAN (A Goindasamy) - Restrained in the early stages to obtain cover after jumping from a wide barrier.

BLOOM (M McNab) - Restrained in the early stages to obtain cover after jumping from a wide barrier. When
questioned regarding performance, rider advised the filly had felt a little field-shy and it was his understanding that
BLOOM would now be freshened, which was confirmed by Trainer S Marsh.

OPAL SPIRIT (R Hannam) - Checked near the 1300 metres when crowded. A post-race veterinary inspection did not
reveal any obvious abnormality, other than having lost the right front plate.

CONGO (S Weatherley) - Steadied when crowded passing the 1300 metres.
LINGJUN XIONGFENG (T Yanagida) - Crowded 1300 metres.

POLAR BLAST (M Cameron) - Raced three wide without cover before being allowed to improve forward outside the
leader near the 800 metres.

K Hercock (MATINEE) - Admitted a charge of careless riding in that she permitted her mount MATINEE to shift
inwards when not sufficiently clear, causing crowding to LINGJUN XIONGFENG, CONGO and OPAL SPIRIT, which was
checked near the 1300 metres. After considering submissions the Adjudicator imposed a suspension of her licence to
ride in races from the conclusion of racing on Saturday, 5 March until the conclusion of racing on Saturday, 12 March,
4 national riding days.

Race 3 ‘ TEAM LA PICK LOT 748 MAIDEN 1200

PAY WAVE (R Hannam) - Slow away.

THE JUNGLE KING (T Newman) - Jumped away awkwardly.

PISCO SOUR (M McNab) - Raced three wide without cover.
THATSMORELIKEIT (M Cameron) - Hung outwards around the final turn.

PATRIARCA (J Kamaruddin) - Steadied when placed in restricted room to the inside of RAGAMUFFIN (N Parmar) near
the 900 metres. N Parmar was advised to exercise more care.

Race 4 ‘ CAT’S KARAKA PICK LOT 148 1200

YOSSARIAN (W Pinn) - Hampered when contacted by LONDON POINT shortly after the start.

LONDON POINT (L Allpress) - Hampered shortly after the start when RUM lay out. Inclined to lay inwards under
pressure in the final straight.

RUM (B Grylls) - Wide without cover for the majority of the race.
BRADMAN (J Kamaruddin) - Lay outwards rounding the final turn.

MATT CAIN (F Lazet) - Held up approaching the 200 metres.

Race 5 ‘ SAM’S KARAKA PICK LOT 117 1400

SOPHISTICARDO (J Kamaruddin) - Slow away.




REINE D’AMOUR (W Pinn) - Hampered leaving the barriers when PER INAWAY jumped outwards. Restrained off heels
for a distance near the 1100 metres. Hung outwards when placed under pressure in the straight and was unable to
be ridden out as a result. Rider W Pinn reported that the filly had felt indifferent in its action. A post-race veterinary
inspection revealed the filly to be suffering from a respiratory condition with a veterinary clearance required prior to
racing next.

PER INAWAY (K Asano) - Rider dropped his whip passing the 50 metres.

Race 6 I TIMETEST’S PICK LOT 448 1400

SHEZZACATCH (M McNab) - Slow away. Had to be steadied passing the 1200 metres when placed in restricted room
to the inside of PUKE PARK, which lay inwards away from MAHOE.

MAHOE (D Bradley) - Over-raced when being restrained near the 1000 metres.

Race 7 | LITTLE AVONDALE LOWLAND STAKES (G2) 2100

PRIORESS (S Macnab) - Slow away.

ANOTHER BELLA (J Kamaruddin) - Slow away. Inclined to over-race in the early and middle stages.

SUPERETTE (L Innes) - Jumped away awkwardly. Rider advised that the filly had raced a little keenly but was also of
the opinion SUPERETTE may be better suited by some further easing of the ground. Trainer S Marsh indicated that he

would be giving consideration to freshening SUPERETTE.

SET IN STONE (D Turner) - Jumped away awkwardly before being further hampered when crowded. Steadied when
racing in restricted room near the 600 metres.

Race 8 ‘ PER INCANTO'’S PICK LOT 330 1600

WHANGAEHU (S Macnab) - Slow away.

RED ‘N’ SURF (J Parkes) - Slow away. Over-raced near the 1300 metres, continuing to do so into the middle stages.
ONE TO DIE FOR (K Hercock) - Slow away.

TOBIAS (R Hannam) - Over-raced in the early and middle stages.

BLISSFUL BELLE (L Allpress) - Over-raced for a distance passing the 1000 metres when HORLISTIC improved to its
outside.

HORLISTIC (A Mudhoo) - Lay out rounding the final turn then was checked passing the 400 metres when becoming
awkwardly placed to the inside of BLISSFUL BELLE (L Allpress), which was improving to its outside. With video footage
proving to be inconclusive no further action was taken other than to remind L Allpress of her obligation to provide
sufficient room for runners to her inside at all times.

TRULY (B Grylls) - Raced wide throughout.
