After
considering submissions the Adjudicative Committee imposed a suspension of S Khetoo’s licence to ride in races from
the conclusion of racing on 5 March 2022 until the conclusion of racing on 12 March 2022, 4 national riding days.

S Khetoo (TYLER EIGHT) - Admitted a charge in that he struck TYLER EIGHT 6 times prior to the 100 metres. After
considering submissions the Adjudicative Committee imposed a suspension of S Khetoo’s licence to ride in races from
the conclusion of racing on 12 March 2022 until the conclusion of racing on 19 March 2022, 4 national riding days.

Race 9 RACECOURSE HOTEL & MOTOR LODGE 2000m

K Chowdhoory (TOO FERLAXED) - Admitted a charged in that he struck his mount TOO FERLAXED 6 times prior to the
100 metre mark. After considering submissions the Adjudicator imposed a fine of $250.

RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 | SPEIGHT’S 820m

TOFF (B Murray) — Slow to begin losing considerable ground. Connections were advised the filly will now be required
to barrier trial prior to racing again.

UNTHINKABLE (R Mudhoo) — Crowded and hampered shortly after the start losing ground when runners to either
side shifted ground.

KINDRED SPIRIT (W Pinn) — Slow to begin. Raced greenly in the home straight.

POW TONG (D Turner) — Raced greenly when in restricted room passing the 600 metres.
GENERATION JOY (C Campbell) — Raced wide without cover throughout.

DEFIANT (K Chowdhoory) — The saddle slipped backward passing the 400 metres.

B Murray (TOFF) — Issued with a warning after weighing in 0.9kg over the weight at which he weighed out at.

Race 2 ‘ RUGBY AT THE RACES-05/06 TICKETS ON SALE MAIDEN 1600m

PRINCE ALBY (J Laking) — Slow to begin.

NEVETS (T Moseley) — Began awkwardly losing ground. Held up until near the 200 metres.

LIEINWAIT (K Chowdhoory) — Restrained behind runners to obtain cover shortly after the start.

ABRUZZI (W Pinn) — Commenced to over race before ducking in abruptly passing the 1400 metres hampering
RENAULT with ABRUZZIE having to be corrected by its rider and in doing so made contact with MORE PZAZZ with
SCARLETT’S PROMISE being hampered and dictated wider. Continued to over race through the middle stages.

Received veterinary attention post-race after having been galloped on.

RENAULT (C Johnson) — Hampered passing the 1400 metres.




MORE PZAZZ (L Callaway) — Contacted 1400 metres.

SCARLETT’S PROMISE (R Mudhoo) — Hampered and dictated wider passing the 1400 metres. Then raced three wide
without cover for the remainder of the race.

Race 3 ‘ NELLIES BAR & RESTAURANT 1200m

KERANY (B Murray) — Began awkwardly losing ground.

ROSY CLARK (C Campbell) — Began awkwardly being crowded losing ground. Held up early in the final straight.
PARAMOUNT PRINCE (D Bothamley) — Began awkwardly making contact with its inside runner losing ground.
TAP ‘N’ GO (L Callaway) — Blundered at the start losing ground.

STELLA CREEK (T Moseley) — Began awkwardly losing ground.

BUOYANT (C Johnson) — Raced keenly when being restrained in the early and middle stages.

JUST A GIRL (J Laking) — Had to be steadied when placed in restricted room passing the 1400 metres.

SOKANON (S Muniandy) - Raced wide without cover throughout. Lay in under pressure briefly inconveniencing
PAPAGENA passing the 150 metres.

PAPAGENA (R Mudhoo) — Briefly inconvenienced near the 150 metres.
O’JESSICA (W Pinn) - Had to be firmly restrained off heels passing the 600 metres.

BEAU STITCH (K Mudhoo) — Received veterinary attention post-race after having been galloped on.

Race 4 | POSITIVE SIGNS 1200m

EPTIMUM (J Laking) — Knuckled at the start with the rider becoming unbalanced and as a result lost ground.
ROCKLAND (K Williams) — Slow to begin. Held up early in the final straight.

CARSON RIVER (D Bothamley) — Contacted at the start losing ground.

TOBILICIOUS (K Chowdhoory) — Contacted at the start losing ground.

TAPPY’S ONE (C Johnson) — Began awkwardly making contact with inside runner.

JOHNNY JONES (K Mudhoo) - Raced keenly in the early and middle stages.

GOLDEN HARVET (W Pinn) - Had to be steadied over the concluding stages when runners either side shifted ground.
CHOKITO (T Comignaghi) — When questioned regarding the performance rider advised the mare had felt indifferent in

its action over the concluding stages. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which did not reveal any
abnormality.

Race 5 ‘ ALLEVIATE ADMINISTRATION 2200m

LETSBRINGITON (K Mudhoo) — Began awkwardly losing ground. Improved onto heels shifting out making contact and
hampering THE MOLE passing the 2100 metres. Lay in when placed under pressure in the final straight.




SITARIST (D Turner) — Began awkwardly losing ground.

THE MOLE (J Laking) — Slow away. Contacted and forced wider passing the 2100 metres.
OLAF (D Bothamley) — Began awkwardly losing ground.

KAARERAWAY (T Comignaghi) — Held up until approaching the 100 metres.

K Mudhoo (LETSBRINGITON) — Issued with a warning after permitting his mount to shift outwards passing the 2100
metres making contact with THE MOLE which was forced wider.

Race 6 | BE MY GUEST — EVENT STATIONARY 1600m

PRENDIDO (D Turner) — Underwent a veterinary examination before being cleared to start. Slow to begin.
REGAL GIRL (K Williams) — Began awkwardly losing ground.

SHAM ON TOAST (K Mudhoo) — Slow to begin.

POPPA (C Campbell) — Slow to begin. Held up until passing the 200 metres.

YOUNEVERKNOW (R Mudhoo) — Raced three wide without cover throughout.

GALAXY PRINCESS (L Callaway) — Improved onto heels near the 400 metres having to be steadied. Steadied when
placed in restricted room passing the 150 metres.

CHOUX IN (K Chowdhoory) — Held up rounding the final bend.

CHARLIE BROWN (B Murray) — Steadied when placed in restricted room when weakening passing the 150 metres.

Race 7 | NZB KARAKA 2022 — 7-9 MARCH 2022 1600m

HILLERSDEN (C Campbell) — Reared as the gates opened then made contact with SECRET SOUND losing ground.
SECRET SOUND (C Johnson) — Contacted at the start losing ground.

SACRED GIANT (K Williams) — Began awkwardly.

CARISBROOK (J Lowry) — Hampered shortly after the start losing ground.

GLOBAL STAR (T Comignaghi) — Raced keenly in the early and middle stages.

FINAL SAVINGS (K Mudhoo) — Improved onto heels passing the 1200 metres having to be restrained and as a result
dropped back onto OUR TEDDY BOY which had to be steadied.

OUR TEDDY BOY (T Moseley) — Had to be steadied to avoid heels passing the 1200 metres.
HUNTER VILLAIN (D Turner) — Raced three wide without cover throughout.

DECEPTIO VISUS (B May) — Held up rounding the final bend.

Race 8 | ODT SOUTHERN MILE FINAL 1600m




WILD ROVER (T Comignaghi) — Slow to begin. Raced keenly in the early and middle stages having to be firmly
restrained off heels passing the 1200 metres. Held up for the majority of the final straight.

PROWLER (L Callaway) — Contacted and then crowded shortly after the start losing ground.
NAMIBIA MISS (W Pinn) — Began awkwardly.

EXCHANGE (J Lowry) — Began awkwardly losing ground. Shifted outwards to avoid heels passing the 900 metres when
racing keenly.

ROCK SENSATION (D Bothamley) — Slow to begin. Hampered by the fallen runner approaching the 200 metres.

GERRY JOYCE (C Johnson) — Restrained behind runners to obtain cover shortly after the start. Raced wide without
cover throughout.

DEMAND RESPECT (K Williams) — Over raced in the middle stages then when the pace steadied passing the 900
metres had to shift outwards to avoid heels.

PHYLLITE (C Campbell) — Raced keenly in the middle stages.

SEIKRID (K Chowdhoory) - Held up rounding the final bend before improving onto the heels of PHELAN THE POWER,
clipping a heel of that runner and falling approaching the 200 metres. Hampered as a result was the trailing ROCK
SENSATION. Rider K Chowdhoory was attended to by on-course paramedics and cleared to fulfil his remaining rides.
Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which revealed minor abrasions to the offside hip and shoulder.

Race 9 ‘ NZB AIRFREIGHT STAKES 1400m

SHAMELESS TART (T Moseley) — Slow to begin.

REPUTABELLE (T Comignaghi) — Began awkwardly making contact with NO BOUQUET. Steadied when placed in
restricted room passing the 1200 metres. Raced three wide without cover throughout.

NO BOUQUET (R Mudhoo) — Contacted at the start. Contacted and forced inwards passing the 1200 metres.

SORRENTO (K Mudhoo) — Restrained behind runners to obtain cover shortly after the start. Held up until near the
200 metres.

ZACAT (C Johnson) - Shifted inwards passing the 1300 metres making contact with NO BOUQUET. Then lay in and
away from ROCA FUNDEEDA passing the 1200 metres when racing keenly crowding NO BOUQUET onto
REPUTABELLE.

SHOW ME CHAMPAGNE (K Chowdhoory) — Held up rounding the final bend.

ROUSSANNE (D Turner) — When questioned regarding performance the rider advised that the filly had hung
throughout.

MISS OTIS REGRETS (B Murray) — Hampered passing the 500 metres when ROCA FUNDEEDA shifted out slightly.
Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which revealed a small laceration above the left knee.

BURGIE (C Campbell) — Held up rounding the final bend.




W Pinn (ROCA FUNDEEDA) — Issued with a warning after permitting his mount to shift inwards when not sufficiently
clear of ZACAT which shifted in and away crowding NO BOUQUET onto REPUTABELLE which had to be steadied when
placed in restricted room passing the 1200 metres.

Race 10 ‘ CONTINENTAL EVENT HIRE DUNEDIN 1400m

FIVE PRINCES (D Turner) — Slow to begin.

GOODANYA (C Johnson) — Slow to begin.

NEON MOON (T Moseley) - Hampered shortly after the start losing ground.

IFFRAAJABLE (K Chowdhoory) — Raced keenly in the early and middle stages.

GLORIOUS OCEAN (R Mudhoo) — Had to be steadied when placed in restricted room near the 900 metres.

EL BEE DARCI (K Mudhoo) — Raced three wide without cover from near the 800 metres. Raced in restricted room
briefly passing the 250 metres when ROBINA JOY lay in before being corrected by its rider.

ALL ASHORE (C Campbell) — When questioned regarding performance the rider advised that the mare would benefit
from some easing of the ground. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which did not reveal any
abnormality.
