B Murray advised Stewards on the morning of the races he was unwell and would not be attending today's races and
as a result was replaced on his 2 rides as per schedule above. B Murray was advised he must produce a medical
certificate before riding again.

Rider breath testing was carried out at this meeting.

RACE COMMENTS

Race 1

‘ OAMARU’S LOCAL LAUNDROMAT MAIDEN 1400m

LOCKDOWN LEGACY (D Bothamley) - Crowded leaving the barriers.




THE BLAZING ONE (K Williams) - Crowded leaving the barriers. Rider was of the opinion that the gelding did not
handle today’s testing track conditions.

ALWAYSWANTEDONE (T Jonker) - Jumped away awkwardly before being further hampered by BELLE DE VAL. Raced
three wide in the early stages.

BEAUTY’S SECRET (B May) - Steadied when becoming awkwardly placed inside the racing line when negotiating the
crossing near the 1300 metres

REPO MAGIC (C Campbell) - Lay inwards passing the 350 metres becoming awkwardly placed on heels. Contacted and
forced wider passing the 150 metres. Steadied near the 50 metres when HIDALGO lay outwards and away from BELLE
DE VAL which shifted ground at this point.

BELLE DE VAL (K Mudhoo) - Lay out rounding the final bend dictating ROBBIE BURNS and REPO MAGIC wider on the
track. Briefly steadied near the 75 metres when being shifted wider on the track to find clear racing room. When
qguestioned regarding his decision to shift ground at this point rider advised that ROBBIE BURNS had been shifting
ground inwards just prior to this movement. He believed the horse would continue to shift ground inwards and
therefore he steadied and shifted out.

D Montes de Oca (HIDALGO) - Issued with a warning after angling his mount outwards when not sufficiently clear
making contact with REPO MAGIC passing the 150 metres.

Race 2 ‘ BAIN MCCALL MEMORIAL MAIDEN 1200m

MOVIE STAR (M Taylor) - Slow away. Rider reported that after being slow to begin the mare had got further back
than she wanted to be and had only battled fairly over the concluding stages.

CATS IN THE CRADLE (B May) - Slow away.

HIGH MAINTENANCE (C Johnson) - Slow away.

MIDNIGHT JANE (L Allpress) - Restrained to obtain cover in the early stages after jumping from a wide draw.
SLINKY LINKY (S Toolooa) - Raced three wide without cover for the majority of the event.

WILLIAM JOHN (G Jogoo) - Got its head up when being steadied near the 1000 metres.

LIPA MALA (K Williams) - Over raced in the early stages and had to be steadied when making the bend near the 900
metres. Again steadied when racing keenly passing the 600 metres.

CHOUX MACHER (L Callaway) - Rider reported the gelding did not handle today’s testing track conditions.

Race 3 ‘ EASY MADE MARMALADE LTD 1200m

BELLA ROSE (S Toolooa) - Slow away. Hung out rounding the final bend.
RHONDA WOOD (R Beeharry) - Jumped away awkwardly.

BIENVENUE (C Johnson) - Hung outwards rounding the final turn.

Race 4 ‘ DAVE ALLAN MEMORIAL 1200m

KING COUGAR (C Johnson) - Jumped away awkwardly hampering BEAU STITCH.




BEAU STITCH (B May) - Slow to begin before being further hampered by KING COUGAR which jumped outwards.

SENTIENT (C Barnes) - Slow away.

Race 5 I OAMARU LICENSING TRUST 2200m

HARLEEN QUINZEL (L Allpress) - Jumped away awkwardly making contact with the hindquarters of MANHATTEN
AFFAIR.

MANHATTEN AFFAIR (K Williams) - Jumped away awkwardly then unbalanced when receiving firm contact to its
hindquarters.

ENOUGH SAID (C Johnson) - When asked to comment on the performance of favoured runner rider advised that he
had been under pressure passing the 800 metres with the gelding finding the line fairly over the concluding stages.
Mr Johnson added that in his opinion ENOUGH SAID did not handle today’s testing track conditions.

SUTHERLAND (K Mudhoo) - When questioned regarding performance rider advised that the gelding had failed to
cope with today’s very testing track conditions.

Race 6 ‘ TONY WILLETTS MEMORIAL 2200m

KENKI (D Bothamley) - Slow to begin.

YING RESOLUTE (C Barnes) - Slow to begin. Contacted on two occasions when RED SUNDAY shifted in in the early
stages. B May was advised to exercise greater care.

TELLING TALES (D Montes de Oca) - Clipped a heel and blundered passing the 1750 metres when over racing and
becoming awkwardly placed on the heels of NO RIGMAROLE which was being steadied to avoid the heels of PRIMA
DONNA. After interviewing riders and viewing replays, Stewards could not be conclusively sure that any one rider
was at fault, however did remind rider L Callaway that he must be clear at all times when shifting ground.

HEY MICKEY (M Taylor) - Buffeted and forced wider on the track near the 1100 metres.
DAY LIGHT (L Allpress) - Raced wide throughout.

TAPDOG (C Johnson) - Rider advised his mount had been under pressure a long way from home and had been very
disappointing. Stewards ordered a post-race veterinary examination which revealed no abnormalities.

C Barnes (YING RESOLUTE) — Admitted a charge of careless riding in that she shifted her mount YING RESOLUTE
outwards when not sufficiently clear contacting and hampering HEY MICKEY near the 1100 metres. After viewing
films and hearing submissions the Adjudicator imposed a suspension of her licence to ride in races from the
conclusion of racing today up to and including 3 August 2022 (5 days).

Race 7 ‘ CROMBIE AND PRICE LTD OAMARU CUP 1600m

WILLIAM WALLACE (G Jogoo) - Slow away.

LORD DARCI (K Williams) - Crowded leaving the barriers when GREEN LUCK jumped inwards. Over raced through the
early stages getting its head up on a number of occasions. Lay in in the run home and could not be ridden to full
advantage over the concluding stages.

YAMUNA (L Allpress) - Slow away.

PINHEAD (R Mudhoo) - Over raced for a short distance passing the 1100 metres.




GREEN LUCK (B May) - When questioned regarding performance rider advised the gelding had travelled well enough
in the running but had failed to respond when placed under pressure. A post-race veterinary examination revealed a
slow recovery. Stewards will follow up with the stable in the coming days.

Race 8 ‘ GLENMOA FARM LTD WAITAKI RIVER TROPHY 1200m

SHE’S GOT THE LOOK (K Mudhoo) - Jumped away awkwardly.
MASQUE (S Wynne) - Slow away.

OUR CLARRY (Y Atchamah) - Began awkwardly.

CAUSE CELEBRE (B May) - Hung inwards throughout the running.

DAUPHINE (D Montes de Oca) - Raced in restricted room and briefly steadied passing the 400 metres when CAUSE
CELEBRE shifted ground outwards looking for clear racing room. B May was advised to exercise care.

I’M A TIGER (K Williams) - When asked to comment on performance of the favourite rider was of the opinion that the
gelding was looking for more ground. Was examined post-race when becoming mildly distressed. Stewards will

follow up with the connections in the coming days.

TAKE A RISK (R Mudhoo) - Rider reported the mare had failed to handle today’s testing track conditions.

Race 9 ‘ OAMARU CLUB INC 1200m

GALILEO EXPRESS (Y Atchamah) - Slow away.

THISTLE DO (T Jonker) - Slow away.

IRON MIKE (S Wynne) - Jumped away awkwardly. Placed in restricted room passing the 1000 metres.

JACK ATTACK (C Campbell) - Shifted in abruptly at the start. Lay in throughout the run home having to be
straightened on a number of occasions and could not be ridden to full advantage.

STOP YELLING (C Carmine) - Commenced to over race badly shortly after the start continuing to do so into the middle
stages. Placed in restricted room racing into the bend near the 1000 metres with the saddle shifting forward near the
700 metres badly hampering its rider for the remainder of the race.

SURCHARGE (L Allpress) - Rider reported the gelding had not handled today’s testing heavy track conditions.

Y Atchamah (GALILEO EXPRESS) — Issued with a warning for allowing his mount to shift in crowding IRON MIKE and
STOP YELLING racing into the bend passing the 1000 metres.

Race 10 ‘ OTAGO RACING AWARDS 27™ AUGUST 1400m

AUGUSTACE (S Wynne) - Late scratched at 3.07 pm on veterinary advice after displacing a shoe in the stabling area.
GOODANYA (B May) - Slow away.
ANJAMEME (C Johnson) - Slow away.

TRABRUK (S Toolooa) - Jumped away awkwardly losing ground.




DREAMING EASY (M Taylor) - Over raced when leading through the early and middle stages.

MADAM SEQUOIA (T Jonker) - Held up early in the run home having to shift ground inwards passing the 300 metres
to find clear racing room.

FIERY RED (L Callaway) - When asked to comment on the performance rider was of the opinion the mare had not
been entirely comfortable in today’s testing track conditions.
