GENERAL 

R Mudhoo and A Balloo did not attend the meeting due to illness and are required to provide medical clearances 
prior to riding next. 

 

RACE COMMENTS 

Race 1 RICCARTON PARK FUNCTION CENTRE MAIDEN 1200m 

JAOW NANG (K Mudhoo) - Underwent a pre race veterinary inspection and was passed fit to race after proving 
difficult to control during its preliminary. 
 
AREYOUOKAY (D Turner) - Slow to begin. Held up passing the 400 metres having to shift ground to obtain clear 
running near the 250 metres. 
 
ARCHERFIELD (J Lowry) - Began awkwardly. 
 
BABY CHEESES (J Kamaruddin) - Began awkwardly then hampered losing ground. 
 
DARCI’S FLIGHT (C Barnes) - Began awkwardly then blundered making contact with BABY CHEESES.  Held up 
throughout the final straight. 
 
EASYRIDER (W Pinn) - Hampered shortly after the start losing ground. 
 
QUAVERED (C Campbell) - Began awkwardly then crowded losing ground. 
 
JAMIESON’S TIPPLE (C Johnson) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Commenced to over race in the early and middle 
stages. 
 
COPY THAT (K Chowdhoory) - Over raced in the early stages. Held up near the 600 metres having to shift out across 
heels to obtain clear running near the 350 metres. Lay in under pressure in the straight. 
 
LOVE FIFTEEN (L Callaway) - Raced keenly in the early and middle stages. 
 
COMMITMENT (T Comignaghi) - Over raced in the early and middle stages. Held up entering the final straight and was 
unable to obtain clear running until near the 100 metres. 
 
DOUBLE PROSPERITY (T Newman) - Held up early in the final straight and did not obtain clear running until passing 
the 200 metres. 
 
DENY (J Fawcett) - Placed in restricted room having to be steadied near the 150 metres. 
 
DUSHKU (T Moseley) - Steadied when awkwardly placed on the heels of COPY THAT which shifted in when not fully 
clear near the 150 metres. 
 
K Chowdhoory (COPY THAT) - Issued with a warning after allowing his mount COPY THAT to shift inwards under 
pressure when not fully clear of DUSHKU near the 150 metres. 



 

Race 2 BETAVET 1200m 

CLOONEY (R Cuneen) - Began awkwardly. Held up early in the straight. 
 
SHOW ME CHAMPAGNE (K Chowdhoory) - Slow to begin. Was inclined to shift ground under pressure in the straight. 
 
SOMBRA DEAMOR (G Jogoo) - Slow to begin. Steadied off heels just short of the finish. 
 
DARCI’S BELLE (C Johnson) - Began awkwardly. Raced ungenerously in the early and middle stages. Lay out near the 
300 metres forcing ADANNAYA outwards onto OUR ROSETTE which made contact with HE’S READY. 
 
PAZE THE POWER (K Kwo) - Began awkwardly making contact with TAVILIGHT.  
 
HE’S READY (S Wynne) - Restrained behind runners to obtain cover shortly after the start. Became unbalanced when 
contacted near the 300 metres and was then inclined to lay in under pressure for the remainder of the race crowding 
VENTURESOME just short of the finish. S Wynne was advised to exercise greater care. 
 
TAVILIGHT (T Jonker) - Contacted then crowded losing ground shortly after the start. Held up when disappointed for a 
run approaching the 400 metres continuing to have difficulty obtaining clear running until shifting outwards across 
heels near the 175 metres. 
 
PARAMOUNT PRINCE (Y Atchamah) - Steadied off heels shortly after the start losing ground. 
  
TAKE A RISK (T Newman) - Raced keenly in the early and middle stages. 
 
PAPAGENA (S Toolooa) - Raced ungenerously in the early and middle stages. 
 
ADANNAYA (L Callaway) - Hampered near the 300 metres. 
 
OUR ROSETTE (T Comignaghi) - Placed in restricted room having to be steadied shortly after the start. Contacted and 
unbalanced when crowded near the 300 metres. 
 
VENTURESOME (J Kamaruddin) - Got its head up and raced ungenerously for a distance when being steadied 
approaching the 1000 metres. Briefly held up entering the final straight. Crowded just short of the finish between 
HE’S READY (S Wynne) which shifted inwards and CLOONEY (R Cuneen) which shifted outwards. Both S Wynne and R 
Cuneen were advised to exercise greater care. 
 

Race 3 TOM TOPLIS MEMORIAL SPRINT 1000m 

OKAY PAL (W Pinn) - Slow to begin losing several lengths. Co-trainer M Pitman advised that a warning would be 
placed against the gelding’s barrier manners. 
 
AMBERECHO (T Newman) - Inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight having to be corrected by its rider on a 
number of occasions. 
 

Race 4 HORNBY CLUB FOUNDERS CUP 2000m 

FRANKIE THE FOX (S Muniandy) - Slow to begin. 
 
SAVEZAR (K Mudhoo) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Held up approaching the 400 metres. 
 
GOODANYA (C Johnson) - Slow to begin. 
 



PANZER (K Chowdhoory) - Had to be steadied when placed in restricted room to the inside of ORIGINAL GANGSTER 
which lay in when being steadied away from the heels of BULLY BOY near the 1800 metres. 
 
CAMINO ROCOSO (J Kamaruddin) - Over raced when being steadied for a distance after racing in restricted room near 
the 1800 metres.  
 
POLAR NIGHT (L Allpress) - Raced three wide without cover. 
 
KAARERAWAY (W Pinn) - Raced wide throughout. When questioned regarding performance rider was unable to offer 
any excuse.  
 
LETSBRINGITON (T Comignaghi) - Held up rounding the final turn. 
 
T Moseley (MISS TAVI) - Admitted a charge in that he used his whip with an action which raised the rider’s arm above 

shoulder height. After considering submissions the Adjudicative Committee imposed a fine of $250. 

 
K Mudhoo (SAVEZAR) - Admitted a charge in that he struck his mount SAVEZAR 6 times prior to the 100 metre mark. 
After considering submissions the Adjudicative Committee imposed a fine of $250. 
 

Race 5 PGG WRIGHTSON SEEDS 1600m 

J & K Parsons - Fined $50 under the Minor Infringement Schedule after presenting DECISIVE without notified gear 
(blinkers). 
 
ZAKUNDA (K Chowdhoory) - Slow to begin. 
 
FINAL SAVINGS (J Kamaruddin) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
DRUMSTORM (D Turner) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. 
 
TANTALEE (S Muniandy) - Raced keenly in the early and middle stages. 
 
LORD DARCI (C Carmine) - Lay in under pressure over the final 200 metres inconveniencing SACRED GIANT then 
VARDON ROAD inside the final 100 metres.  C Carmine was advised to exercise greater care. 
 
SHE’S RECOMMENDED (BB Hong) - Rider was spoken to regarding his whip use on a runner that was clearly winning. 
 
W Pinn (SACRED GIANT) - Following this race W Pinn was attended to by St John Paramedics after reporting he was 
feeling unwell and was stood down from his remaining riding engagements as per the above schedule and is required 
to provide a medical clearance prior to riding next. 
 

Race 6 NZB INSURANCE STAKES 1600m 

SORRENTO (L Allpress) - Began awkwardly. Hung out rounding the final bend and throughout the home straight with 
the rider unable to ride the filly out fully as a result. 
 
DIVINE SAVA (C Barnes) - Began awkwardly.  A post-race veterinary inspection found the filly to be suffering from 
muscle tie up in the hind quarters. 
 
CHAMPAGNES ON ME (J Fawcett) - Began awkwardly losing ground.  Raced three wide without cover throughout.  
Following the race was reported by the stable representative to possibly be suffering from the thumps. Was attended 
to by the veterinarian who found the filly to be free of symptoms at that stage and recommended that blood tests be 
taken in subsequent days. 



 
JUNE BUG (D Turner) - Began awkwardly. 
 
TAIMATE DIVA (K Chowdhoory) - Slow to begin. 
 
ZACAT (C Johnson) - Restrained behind runners to obtain cover shortly after the start. 
 
SHAMELESS TART (T Moseley) - Crowded shortly after the start losing ground.  
 
UNUSUAL COUNTESS (B Murray) - Raced keenly in the early and middle stages.  
 
JUST MAYBE (K Williams) - Raced keenly in the early and middle stages. 
 
REPUTABELLE (T Comignaghi) - Was inclined to shift away from BELLE OF THE BALL which was shifting in passing the 
1400 metres, with REPUTABELLE being steadied. 
 
B Murray (UNUSUAL COUNTESS) - An information was filed with the Adjudicative Committee charging B Murray with 
a breach of Rule 638(3)(g)(i) in that he struck his mount UNUSUAL COUNTESS 7 times prior to the 100 metre mark. As 
B Murray had left the racecourse, the hearing was adjourned until the Riverton Racing Club meeting on Saturday, 16 
April. 
 

Race 7 BIRCHFIELD GLASS & GLAZING 1400m 

GOLDEN HARVEST (S Wynne) - Began awkwardly. Lay in under pressure from the 200 metres having to be corrected 
by the rider. 
 
EL BEE DARCI (C Carmine) - Slow to begin. 
 
NEON MOON (T Moseley) - Slow to begin. 
 
HE’S THE MAN (C Barnes) - Raced ungenerously in the early stages. Steadied when placed in restricted room to the 
inside of SHANGHAI EXPRESS (G Jogoo) which shifted inwards under pressure near the 125 metres. G Jogoo was 
advised to exercise greater care. Contributing was some outward movement from AVAQUINELLA which was 
improving into a tight run. 
 
THE BUFFER (J Kamaruddin) - Placed in restricted room near the 50 metres. 
 

Race 8 AVON CITY FORD EASTER CUP 1600m 

PULLYOURSOCKSUP (K Chowdhoory) - Began awkwardly. 
 
IRISH GIRL (T Moseley) - Began awkwardly dictating runners to its outside wider. 
 
HARBOURSIDE (J Kamaruddin) - Dictated wider at the start 
 
HASABRO (J Lowry) - Dictated wider then crowded at the start losing ground. 
 
FOUR QUEENS (K Mudhoo) - Restrained behind runners to obtain cover shortly after the start. Held up rounding the 
final turn and early in the straight before obtaining clear running near the 250 metres. Steadied just short of the finish 
when improving onto heels. 
 
BENEFICIAL (T Comignaghi) - Restrained behind runners to obtain cover shortly after the start. Lay in under pressure 
over the concluding stages. 



 
AMAZON GODDESS (T Jonker) - Over raced in the early and middle stages. 
 
PHELAN THE POWER (C Johnson) - Raced three wide without cover throughout and was inclined to over race in the 
early to middle stages. 
 

Race 9 RACECOURSE HOTEL & MOTOR LODGE 1800m 

ITS ALL OVER ROVER (K Chowdhoory) - Slow to begin. When questioned regarding performance rider advised that the 
gelding had hung throughout and failed to respond to his riding when placed under pressure. Underwent a post-race 
veterinary examination which revealed the gelding to have suffered cardiac arrhythmia. Trainers L & R Didham were 
advised that ITS ALL OVER ROVER will not be permitted to start in any race or trial until a veterinary certificate 
declaring the horse free of any cardiac arrhythmia following a gallop of at least 1000 metres.  
 
REDGUM (C Johnson) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
OCEANS AWAY (K Kwo) - Restrained behind runners to obtain cover shortly after the start. 
 
DA VINCI GIRL (T Newman) - Over raced when being restrained in the early stages. 
 
RAINMAN (T Moseley) - Raced wide without cover. 
 
PROWLER (C Campbell) - Contacted near the 300 metres when ARE YOU CEREAL shifted outwards to obtain clear 
running. 
 
ARE YOU CEREAL (T Comignaghi) - Held up approaching the 300 metres making contact with PROWLER when shifting 
outwards across heels to obtain clear running.
