SHOW BAZZ (K Williams) – Trainer Mr. A Carston reported to Stewards, blood tests were taken from the gelding 
which revealed no abnormalities. A Carston further advised it is his intention to continue with SHOW BAZZ’S current 
preparation and may look to apply gear changes prior to the gelding’s next race day start. 

 
 

RACE COMMENTS 

Race 1 GRAND CASINO 2200m 

IFITHAPPENSAGAIN (T Moseley) – Was fractious in the barriers prior to the start and began awkwardly. Held up 
briefly early in the run home. Returned to the Birdcage with blood present in its mouth and underwent a post-race 
veterinary examination which revealed a small cut on the tongue. 
 
OCEANS AWAY (L Callaway) – Raced three wide without cover through the early stages. 



 
EAVESDROP (S Toolooa) – Over raced through the middle stages. Lost its footing when racing free of interference 
rounding the bend at the 1300 metres. Lost an off-front plate during the running. 
 
HEIDI HI (K Williams) – Raced below market expectations. The rider was of the opinion the mare had not been suited 
by the mixed tempo of the race and the fact that it was ridden with cover when she tends to perform better in the 
open. 
 
Following the running of this race a riders’ meeting was convened with a subsequent track inspection carried out with 
Club reps, Stewards and riders.  After inspecting the track at the 1300 and 800 metres the meeting was abandoned 
due to safety concerns.
