RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 ‘ WESTBROOK WINES 2100

CHARMINGAFFAIR (T Newman) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Held up for clear running until passing the 300
metres. Came together with MILLENNIUM DAWN near the 200 metres.




TICKLE ME ALMO (L Satherley) - Over-raced in the early stages.
QUALIA (K Asano) - Raced wide in the early stages.

LED ZED (C Grylls) - Weakened from the 600 metres. Finished a distant last. When questioned, rider could offer no
explanation.

MOLLYS GAME (M Hashizume) — Held up for clear running rounding the final bend.
MILLENNIUM DAWN (S Spratt) — Came together with CHARMINGAFFAIR near the 200 metres.

FINN MCCOOL (E Bragg) - When questioned regarding the improved performance trainer reported that the gelding
appreciated the step up in distance and being able to dictate the tempo when leading.

Following this race, the track was upgraded to a Good 3.

Race 2 ‘ MARSHALL STAND FUNCTION CENTRE 1600

OFFENDED (M Cropp) - Slow to begin (3L). Steadied when placed in restricted room passing the 1000 metres when
YES WE KHAN shifted in and away from CANADIAN GIRL, before being corrected by its rider.

DOUBLE THE LOOKS (E Bragg) — Restrained to obtain cover in the early stages after jumping from an outside barrier.

TRIGON LAD (T Abel) - Raced wide in the early stages before being able to stride forward to lead passing the 1000
metres.

CANADIAN GIRL (J Kamaruddin) — Raced wide through the middle stages.

LIKE IT SWEET (M McNab) — Steadied off heels approaching the 100 metres.

Race 3 ‘ CELLAR DOOR WAIMAUKU MAIDEN 2100

TRIED AND TRUE (R Beemud) - Slow to begin.
THE PROPHET SPEAKS (C Lammas) — Began awkwardly losing ground.
BLAZING DANCER (M Cropp) — Restrained in the early stages from a wide barrier.

SHE’S TINKERBELLE (L Satherley) — Weakened from the 600 metres. Finished a distant last. When questioned, rider
reported that the mare hung throughout.

FARAG (A Goindasamy) — Steadied off heels near the 900 metres.
KASHOCK (J Fawcett) - Contacted by SADLER’S CHICK which shifted ground near the 350 metres.

SALDER’S CHICK (M McNab) — Shifted out making contact with KASHOCK near the 350 metres. Lay out when placed
under pressure near the 150 metres having to be corrected by its rider.

GATO MONTES (B Rogerson) - Performed below market expectations. When questioned, rider reported that the
mare was unsuited by the improved good track conditions.

DAADS EXPRESS (C Dell) - Required veterinary attention post-race after having suffered a tendon injury to the right
foreleg. Connections were advised that the mare would require a veterinary clearance prior to racing next.




Race 4 ‘ TULLOCH CAFE MAIDEN 1400

JUST A KARIN (E Bragg) - Slow to begin (3L).

HE’S CLASSIC (C Dell) — Began awkwardly losing ground. Lost the off hind plate during the running.

DECLARE (C Grylls) - Contacted shortly after the start losing ground.

SULABELLA (K Asano) — Crowded shortly after the start having to be steadied. Lay out rounding the final bend.

GREY POLY (C Lammas) - Steadied passing the 1200 metres when SULABELLA shifted inwards. Improved onto heels
approaching the 100 metres then had to be steadied shortly after when HE’S CLASSIC shifted ground. C Dell was
advised to exercise greater care in similar circumstances.

HEY GIRLFRIEND (M Kareem) - Raced ungenerously when being restrained approaching the 1000 metres. Performed
below market expectations. When questioned, rider reported that the mare would be better suited ridden further

back in future.

K Asano (SULABELLA) — Issued with a warning for angling his mount inwards when not sufficiently clear of GREY POLY
which was steadied passing the 1200 metres.

Race 5 ‘ TOPWELL BAKERY MAIDEN 1400

PIPPY (V Colgan) — Raced three wide without cover in the early stages.

STAR OF WONDER (S Spratt) — Lay out making the bend near the 800 metres awkwardly hampering MI DUBAI and
RISING PACIFIC. Continued to lay out for the remainder of the race.

MI DUBAI (T Thornton) - Hampered near the 800 metres. Held up for clear running until passing the 150 metres.
RISING PACIFIC () Kamaruddin) - Hampered near the 800 metres. Placed in restricted room passing the 300 metres
when MISSY MOOLA shifted in and away from ARDOUR. Contributing to this incident was STAR OF WONDER which
lay out onto PIPPY when racing greenly. Riders S Spratt and N Parmar were advised to exercise greater care in similar
circumstances.

MISSY MOOLA (N Parmar) - Hampered near the 800 metres.

PURE DELIGHT (C Grylls) — Held up having to shift outwards to obtain clear running near the 250 metres.

Race 6 I AVONDALE RACECOURSE FOR FILMSHOOTS MAIDEN 1200

TOE TAPPING (R Beemud) - Slow to begin. Raced greenly and shifted outwards abruptly passing the 300 metres when
being ridden forward with the whip.

PAUL DAVID (C Grylls) - Over-raced in the early stages having to be steadied near the 900 metres. Steadied off heels
rounding the final bend. Steadied when improving onto heels passing the 150 metres. Performed below market

expectations. When questioned, rider reported that the gelding raced greenly throughout.

ARCEUS (M Hashizume) - Over-raced in the early stages having to be steadied near the 900 metres. Held up for clear
running until passing the 350 metres.

VIVA LE VADA (K Asano) — Raced three wide without cover throughout.




TELLURIAN (V Colgan) - Over-raced in the early stages. Steadied off heels passing the 900 metres. Had difficulty
obtaining clear running until passing the 200 metres. When questioned, rider reported that the gelding was unsuited
to the slow early tempo which resulted in his mount over-racing.

GO BUTCH (S Spratt) - Got its head up passing the 700 metres when racing wide without cover.

Race 7 ‘ NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES MAIDEN RACE 1200

PINTAVO (S Spratt) - Over-raced in the early stages and skied its head when being restrained near the 900 metres.
Continued to over-race for a distance. Performed below market expectations. When questioned, rider could offer no
explanation. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which did not reveal any abnormalities.

BURGUNDY IFF () Kamaruddin) - Raced in restricted room and contacted having to be steadied when PINTAVO shifted

in and away from FAIRY STEPS passing the 1000 metres. When assessing this incident Stewards took into account the
racing manners of PINTAVO.

BIT NOSY (C Lammas) — Raced wide in the early stages. Came together making contact with FAIRY STEPS near the 300
metres.

LASHANA (V Colgan) - Hampered near the 900 metres.
SHEENA (C Grylls) — Raced wide without cover throughout.
FAIRY STEPS (N Parmar) - Held up for clear running until the 350 metres. Contacted by BIT NOSY near the 300 metres.

LADY GREY (B Rogerson) - Came together with DAME LILIBIC passing the 100 metres and continued to lay out despite
the efforts of its rider.

DAMIE LILIBIC (L Satherley) — Contacted passing the 100 metres.

M McNab (C’EST MOI) - Admitted a charge of careless riding in that he angled his mount inwards making contact with
BIT NOSY which was forced inwards crowding FAIRY STEPS which was checked near the 200 metres. After considering
submissions the Adjudicator imposed a suspension of M McNab's licence to ride in races from the conclusion of
racing on Saturday 12 November up to and including racing on Saturday 19 November, 5 national riding days.

Race 8 I AJC MEMBERS MAIDEN 1200

TIMING (A Goindasamy) — Crowded shortly after the start having to be steadied.
HARDCORE HENRY (T Newman) — Brushed the running rail near the 900 metres.

READY TO REIGN (B Rogerson) - Made the bend near the 850 metres awkwardly, shifting wider forcing CONTAGIOUS
outwards over extra ground. Raced greenly rounding the final bend.

CONTAGIOUS (V Colgan) — Forced outwards passing the 850 metres.

THE MAVERICK (K Asano) - Made the bend near the 850 metres awkwardly shifting outwards onto heels, having to be
steadied.

TOP TORRENT (J Kamaruddin) — Raced greenly approaching the 700 metres running wider.

I’MINTOWIN (W Kennedy) - Held up rounding the final bend having to shift outwards to obtain clear running near the
350 metres.




FOODIE BROTHERS (K Hannan) - Forced wider on the track near the 350 metres when I’'MINTOWIN was shifting
ground.
