RACE COMMENTS

Race 1

‘ PROFRUIT NEW ZEALAND MAIDEN 2100

LIVINONTHEDGE (L Douglas) - Slow away (3L). Had to be steadied when placed in restricted room near the 300
metres. L Douglas reported the gelding had over-reacted in tight quarters combined with the first-time application of

blinkers.

JERRICOOP (L Kauri) - Slow away. Awkwardly placed on heels near the 1600 metres, having to be steadied.

FUNZONE (C Lammas) - Made the first bend awkwardly. Placed in restricted room near the 300 metres.

QUALIA (J Doyle) - Raced wide without cover throughout. Lay inwards under pressure near the 300 metres placing
FUNZONE and LIVINONTHEDGE in restricted room. Finished well back. Rider advised the mare had failed to see out

the 2100 metres.




MY BIBBY () Mudhoo) - Raced four-wide without cover throughout.

BEAUTIFUL NOISE (L Sutherland) - Held up passing the 200 metres, then placed in restricted room over the
concluding stages.

MAGIC BORDEAUX (J Bayliss) - Placed in restricted room over the concluding stages.

V Jalakuncha (BINIKA) - Reminded of his obligations when shifting ground after allowing his mount to shift ground
over the concluding stages.

Race 2 l BROWNIES BIRTHDAY MAIDEN 2100

MR HYDE (K Hercock) - Broke through the barriers. Underwent a pre-race veterinary inspection and was cleared to
start.

ESPRESSO TO GO (A Mudhoo) - Restrained from its wide draw. Had to steady abruptly off the heels of the rapidly
weakening JOE ROMINO near the 500 metres. Also affected was GOLDEN STORY, which had to take evasive action
and shift out abruptly bumping ESPRESSO TO GO near the 400 metres.

TIME TO WONDER (C Lammas) - Raced wide without cover through the early and middle stages.

VESPACIAN (J Doyle) - Raced wide without cover for the majority of the event.

AUTARCHY (R Elliot) - Raced ungenerously near the 1200 metres having to be steadied.

WAIPAPA (L Allpress) - Raced ungenerously near the 1100 metres having to be steadied. Held up until near the 150
metres.

JOE ROMINO (C Grylls) - Commenced to weaken from the 500 metres, finishing last. Underwent a post-race
veterinary examination which did not reveal any abnormality.

GOLDEN STORY (L Hemi) - Shifted out abruptly near the 400 metres, bumping ESPRESSO TO GO. Connections advised
the gelding’s racing future would be reassessed.

SHADOW BOXER (W Kennedy) - Held up early in the home straight. Lay inwards having to be straightened passing
the 100 metres, placing VADAMAN in restricted room.

VADAMAN (J Bayliss) - Raced in restricted room near the 100 metres.
SIR MIKKI (A Goindasamy) - Lay outwards under pressure passing the 100 metres, having to be straightened.

IFFIDAPUNT (C Zackey) - Rider reported that on pulling up he felt something may be amiss with the mare. Underwent
a post-race veterinary examination which did not reveal any abnormality.

Race 3 ‘ TE MATA CONTRACTORS HANDICAP 1200

PATTON (J Bayliss) - Over-raced in the early and middle stages.
FIVE FORTUNE (L Douglas) - Over-raced, having to be steadied near the 700 metres.

MYRTLE CREEK (C Lammas) - Held up throughout the home straight and was unable to be fully ridden out.




MINI MINER (T Mitchell) - Held up throughout the home straight and was unable to be fully ridden out and bumped
with CHAMPAGNES ON ME for some distance inside the 100 metres when attempting to improve. T Mitchell was
shown footage of her ride in the presence of the Apprentice Mentor and advised to exercise greater care.

CHAMPAGNES ON ME (W Kennedy) - Contacted inside the final 100 metres. Unable to improve over the final stages
when in restricted room.

EDGE OF WONDER (R Elliot) - Lay inwards over the concluding stages.

WHISKEY NEAT (O Bosson) - Raced greenly in front throughout.

Race 4 l TUMU TRANSPORT AND TIMBERS MAIDEN 1200

The start of this race was delayed approximately 10 minutes due to CATCH MY DRIFT breaking through its barrier and
cantering some distance. At the request of the TAB the race was delayed until following Race 6 at Waikato GRC and
as a result all horses were removed from the barriers.

ZOOM (H Kamaruddin) - Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination and was cleared to start after charging the
barriers.

CATCH MY DRIFT (K Hannan) - Broke through the barriers dislodging its rider and cantering some distance prior to
being recaptured. K Hannan was uninjured. CATCH MY DRIFT underwent a pre-race veterinary examination and was
cleared to start.

IN HER PRESENCE (C Lammas) - Hampered at the start when runners either side shifted ground.

ASAHI (T Mitchell) — Over-raced, getting its head up through the middle stages.

BELLUCCI (C Grylls) -Raced wide throughout.

LEICA SONG (L Hemi) - Held up throughout the home straight.

DARWIN (L Sutherland) - Performed below market expectations. Rider advised the mare had become worked up due
to the delay, was slow away and had over-raced throughout.

Race 5 | LOADER TRANSPORT 3YO MAIDEN 1400

SKYWING (L Allpress) - Slow away and raced greenly throughout.
MASSIVE PRINCE (A Mudhoo) - Hung outwards over the concluding stages.

GIANNIS (A Goindasamy) - Over-raced in the early and middle stages. Held up early in the home straight. Lost the
off-fore plate during the running.

SUPERCELL (C Grylls) - Hung outwards throughout. Rider confirmed that the gelding had hung outwards.
CHEVAL D’OR (C Zackey) - Lay inwards over the concluding stages.

BOURBON FALLS (R Elliot) - Lay inwards under pressure over the concluding stages.

Race 6 ‘ LINEAGE LOGISTICS MAIDEN 1400

HUGS (T Thornton) - Slow away. Held up early in the home straight.




SOUND TRACK (L Sutherland) - Hampered near the 400 metres.
CHARLIE CHUCKLE (J Bayliss) - Held up until near the 150 metres.
RUN BABY RUN (J Doyle) - Raced greenly throughout and in the home straight. Bumped near the 200 metres.

ALBAZINGA (A Goindasamy) - Raced greenly in the home straight and dictated RUN BABY RUN outwards passing the
200 metres when shifting ground.

CAPTAIN HOOK (C Grylls) - Raced greenly in the home straight and shifted out abruptly approaching the 200 metres
when appearing to shy.

M Hudson (RAURIMU) - Issued with a warning after allowing her mount to shift outwards near the 400 metres
hampering SOUND TRACK.

Race 7 | THOMSON’S SUITS HANDICAP 2200

ALL IN BLACKBERRY (M Hudson) - Slow away.

DIVINE SPIRIT (W Kennedy) - Began awkwardly. Checked near the 600 metres. After questioning riders, it was
established that PRIMO STELLA (S Weatherley) and RISING STORM came together and bumped, resulting in THE
MIGHTY SPAR, which was improving to the outside of RISING STORM, being dictated outwards into the line of DIVINE
SPIRIT, which was checked. S Weatherley was advised to exercise care. Stewards took into account the racing
manners of THE MIGHTY SPAR, which was over-racing and on the heels of RISING STORM when assessing the
interference.

LORD SPENCER (S O’Malley) - Made the first bend awkwardly.

PRIMO STELLA (S Weatherley) - Bumped 600 metres.

THE MIGHTY SPAR (H Kamaruddin) - Over-raced in the middle stages. Dictated outwards 600 metres.

HAIL DAMAGE (T Mitchell) - Lost the near hind plate during the running.

RISING STORM (C Grylls) - Bumped 600 metres. Raced greenly over the concluding stages.

Race 8 | EVERFRESH TRANSPORT HANDICAP 1600

MAKKALDEE (C Grylls) - Slow away.

FLY MY WEY (J Kamaruddin) - Over-raced through the early and middle stages.

HASSTOBEPERFECT (W Kennedy) - Held up until passing the 200 metres.

FINANCIER (O Bosson) - Held up until the 150 metres.

RUM (M Hudson) - Finished well back. When questioned M Hudson advised that after drawing wide the gelding had
to be used up early and had little left at the finish. M Hudson was of the opinion RUM had not seen out the 1600
metres today.

KELLY KEEPER (L Allpress) - Commenced to weaken near the 200 metres, and was pulled-up after L Allpress

considered there was something amiss. A veterinary examination did not reveal any obvious abnormality. However,
it was recommended that an endoscopic examination be carried out on return to the stable. Stewards will follow up.




Race 9 ‘ BUZZ ELECTRICS FULLY SUPPORTING PROFRUIT MAIDEN 1600

DAME COUNTY (O Bosson) - Slow away. Performed below market expectations. Rider was of the opinion the mare
had not handled today’s track conditions.

NO BID (M Hudson) - Over-raced through the early and middle stages.
FLAMENCO (C Grylls) - Raced greenly in the home straight bumping SUCCEEDER near the 100 metres.
SUCCEEDER (S Weatherley) - Bumped near the 100 metres.

TRAMONTO (J Bayliss) - Held up briefly entering the home straight.

Race 10 | PROFRUIT NEW ZEALAND MAIDEN 1600

PIPPY (L Allpress) - Fractious in the barriers, kicking out on several occasions. Removed and underwent a veterinary
examination and cleared to start. Raced greenly through the early stages. Following the event it was reported that
the filly was in season.

GLITZABELLA (C Lammas) - Broke through the barriers and cantered a short distance. Underwent a veterinary
examination and cleared to start.

LA CAPITA (K Hannan) - Slow away then commenced to race ungenerously through the early and middle stages.
Raced wide for the majority.

AGHANIM (R Elliot) - Slow away.
