RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 ‘ VALLEY D VINE RESTAURANT HURDLE 2500

TORQUE TIME (D Parker) - Raced keenly in the early stages. Misjudged the fence near the 950 metres. Hit the final

fence.

CHARRED (P Matthews) - Hit the fence near the 1200 metres unbalancing its rider.

INVISIBLE SPIRIT (N Downs) - Misjudged the fence near the 600 metres. Put in a poor jump at the final fence.

OCEANS AWAY (G Walsh) - Hit the second to last fence.

Race 2 | FAREWELL GAYLE RICHARDSON HURDLE 2500

JAN’S GIANT (B Lammas) - Slow to begin.




MOTIVATION (H McNeill) - Rider lost the use of his right iron for a short distance after jumping the first fence.
Hampered by the fallen runner after jumping the fence near the 950 metres. Putin a poor jump at the final fence.

ENGLISH GAMBLER (D Parker) - Was inclined to run down its fences throughout the race.

GREYSTONE (N Downs) - Was inclined to run down its fences throughout the race. Hampered by the fallen runner
after jumping the fence near the 950 metres.

KHAFEEF (S Fannin) - Raced keenly in the early and middle stages. Misjudged the fence near the 950 metres and fell
dislodging its rider who was uninjured. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination and was cleared.

MAJOR TOM (E Farr) - Hampered by the fallen runner after jumping the fence near the 950 metres.

LEADERBOARD (M Roustoby) - Hampered by the fallen runner after jumping the fence near the 950 metres.

Race 3 ‘ BEARD BROTHERS 3YO MAIDEN 1400

AL MALIK (W Kennedy) - Over-raced in the early stages then had to shift outwards to avoid heels near the 1000
metres. Continued to over-race through the middle stages.

RED GRANDE (H McNeill) - Commenced to over-race passing the 1000 metres when being steadied by its rider.

Race 4 ‘ MIKE KING - | AM HOPE STEEPLECHASE 4000

BAK DA MASTER (M Roustoby) - Put in a poor jump at the first fence and ran down the second fence badly, dislodging
rider M Roustoby. In running down the second fence, shifted into the line of MAGNANIMOQOUS MAN causing that
runner to become unbalanced and dislodge rider S Karnicnik.

MAGNANIMOUS MAN (S Karnicnik) - Brought down at the second fence dislodging its rider who was uninjured.

BEAUDACEA (N Downs) - Put in a poor jump at the second fence unbalancing its rider.

MASTER FIN (P Matthews) - Pulled up prior to jumping the final fence.

Race 5 | THE T.L.J HANDICAP 2200

FANTASY FLIGHT (M Hudson) — Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination at the barriers and was cleared to start.
MIZZENA (J Chung) - Slow to begin.
THE COSSACK (K Hercock) - Steadied when placed in restricted room near the 600 metres.

ZAPPA JAK (L Satherley) — Rider reported that in her opinion the gelding would improve with the run. Lost the near
hind plate during the running.

LADY KOVAL (M Hashizume) - When questioned into the run of LADY KOVAL rider M Hashizume advised that the
mare failed to see out the distance.

Race 6 ‘ THE CALLSIGN MAV MAIDEN 1400

Nothing to report.

Race 7 | TXT FLOOD 469 MAIDEN 1600

COMEDY (C Butler) - Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination at the barriers and was cleared to start. Began
awkwardly then crowded shortly after losing ground. Over-raced in the early to middle stages. Firmly restrained off




heels passing the 1100 metres. Shifted out abruptly on the turn dictating KAHLUA and RUN FLASH RUN wider on the
track.

ONLYWORDS TO TRADE (C Lammas) - Made the bend near the 1400 metres awkwardly when racing keenly.

RUN FLASH RUN (L Sutherland) - Shifted in contacting the hindquarters of KAHLUA which then shifted out forcing
RUN FLASH RUN into the line of COMEDY which had to be firmly restrained off heels passing the 1100 metres.

KAHLUA (M Hudson) - Contacted and unbalanced passing the 1100 metres.

Race 8 l DICKIES DASH HANDICAP 1300

WAIRAU COVE (W Kennedy) - Crowded shortly after the start losing ground.

AOTEA LAD (N Parmar) - Crowded shortly after the start losing ground.

SCREAMIN EAGLE (C Grylls) — Crowded shortly after the start.

JODELIN GAL (M McNab) - When questioned into the disappointing performance of JODELIN GAL, rider M McNab

advised that the mare had travelled well throughout and had failed to produce when placed under pressure and was
disappointing.

Race 9 ‘ COLLIERS SPRING CARNIVAL COMING SOON HANDICAP 1600

ZEITAKU (W Kennedy) - Slow to begin.
LINGJUN XIONGFENG (C Lammas) — Held up rounding the final bend.
SO CALL ME (L Sutherland) - Had some difficulty obtaining clear running early in the final straight.

ONE DREAM ONE SOUL (M Hudson) — Rider M Hudson viewed footage of the home straight but elected not to
proceed with an objection against the winner.

M Hashizume (ALL IN ALL) - Issued with a warning after angling his mount out near the 200 metres dictating WELL |
NEVER, IMAGE OF YOU and ONE DREAM ONE SOUL over extra ground.
