Acting on advice received, Stipendiary Stewards and a Racing Investigator interviewed co-trainer K Rae prior to the
running of Race 1 today. It was established that FOLLOW YOUR DREAMS, VEGAS STRIP and MISCHIEF MANAGED had
received veterinary treatment (Dexamethasone) within the required withholding period. Accordingly, pursuant to
[Rule 209(1)(c)], the three horses were duly late scratched at 11.30am.

RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 | RAY WHITE BREAM BAY 1200

LEBASSO (M Hashizume) - Crowded at the start losing ground.

SKYLIT (J Kamaruddin) - Began awkwardly making contact with LEBASSO. Raced wide without cover throughout.
Raced greenly throughout.

SAMURAI (C Grylls) - Crowded at the start. Shifted across heels near the 150 metres to obtain clear running.
KOWHAI (C Lammas) - Began awkwardly making contact with DANCING DREAM.

DANCING DREAM (K Hannan) - Contacted at the start. Lay out rounding the final bend.

DRIFTIN (T Newman) - Restrained to obtain cover in the early stages after jumping from an outside barrier.

WHISKEY LIES (J Fawcett) — Lay out rounding the final bend. Stewards opened and adjourned an inquiry into the
manner in which J Fawcett used her whip prior to the 100 metres.

ITZA CHARMDEEL (W Kennedy) - When questioned regarding the performance the rider could offer no explanation.

Race 2 ‘ MARSDEN METALS GROUP BREAM BAY SPRINT 1400

AGEY BABE (J Kamaruddin) - Slow to begin.

MASETTO (H McNeill) - Slow to begin. Raced keenly in the early stages having to be steadied off heels passing the
1200 metres. Held up for clear running over the final 100 metres.

CHEVRON (T Newman) - Over-raced in the early and middle stages when being restrained. Held up near the 300
metres when placed in restricted room to the inside of TRIGON LAD which lay out briefly. As a result, CHEVRON made
contact with the running rail for a distance, becoming unbalanced. Then continued to have difficulty obtaining clear
running until passing the 100 metres.

Race 3 | MARSDEN MARINE SUPPLIES 1100

DIAMOND GIRL (T Newman) - Began awkwardly then restrained to obtain cover in the early stages after jumping
from an outside barrier.

AOIDE (J Fawcett) - Began awkwardly. Raced wide in the early stages before improving forward to sit outside the
leader near the 700 metres. Reminded of her obligation to ride her mounts out fully to the end of the race, with

Stewards on this occasion being satisfied that it had not compromised her finishing position (4™).

APACHE BOY (T Thornton) - Slow to begin.




JOEY’S GIFT (K Asano) - Raced wide throughout. When questioned regarding the performance rider reported that he
was disappointed with the mare’s effort and could offer no explanation. Underwent a post-race veterinary
examination which revealed no abnormalities.

CAKEBYTHEOCEAN (H McNeill) - Raced wide without cover throughout.

DANCARINA (J Kamaruddin) - Over-raced in the early and middle stages. Had to be steadied off heels near the 400
metres.

BELLA LUCE (M Hashizume) — Held up rounding the final bend.
OH HERMANI (L Satherley) - Lay out when placed under pressure over the concluding stages.
ALCHEMIA (K Hannan) - Rider reported that the mare felt indifferent in its action over the concluding stages.

Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which found the mare to be lame in the off foreleg. Connections were
advised the mare would require a veterinary clearance prior to racing next.

Race 4 ‘ ACCURATE BOOKS BREAM BAY CUP 2100

HIT THE ROAD JACK (E Nicholas) - Restrained to obtain cover in the early stages after jumping from the outside
barrier.

SILK ‘N’ DALE (C Barnes) - Restrained to obtain cover in the early stages after jumping from an outside barrier. Held
up for clear running until near the 200 metres.

RAAIJOICES (W Kennedy) - Slow to begin. When questioned regarding the performance rider reported that the gelding
was unsuited by the improved track conditions.

ENCHANTED ELLE (K Hannan) - Raced keenly in the early stages.

ESPRESSO TO GO (K Asano) - Raced wide in the early stages.

THE MAYOR (B Rogerson) - Raced wide until improving to sit outside the leader near the 1400 metres.
LEITRIM LAD (T Abel) - Held up for clear running rounding the final bend.

NO LOITERING (J Nishizuka) - Lay out when placed under pressure rounding the final bend.

ON THE RIVET (J Fawcett) - Held up for clear running early in the final straight.

Race 5 | MATHIAS CURRIE INSURANCE 1200

BRIAN LAMONT (C Grylls) - Slow to begin.
SHIRAZELLE (T Abel) - Restrained to obtain cover in the early stages after jumping from an outside barrier.
QUARTZ QUEEN (K Hannan) - Restrained to obtain cover in the early stages after jumping from the outside barrier.

SPECIAL PRIVILEGE (T Thornton) - Raced keenly in the early stages having to be steadied off heels when placed in
restricted room near the 800 metres.

MAGNETO (H McNeill) - Raced keenly in the early stages having to be steadied off heels near the 800 metres.




PATRICIA (A Goindasamy) — Raced wide in the early stages before improving forward to lead near the 800 metres.
Lay out when placed under pressure over the concluding stages inconveniencing PIZZAZZ which had to be briefly
steadied when placed in restricted room.

BERBIZIER (A Lawson-Carroll) - Restrained off heels passing the 800 metres when there was an easing of pace.

PIZZAZZ (K Asano) - Had to be firmly restrained off the heels of BERBIZIER when the pace eased passing the 800
metres.

SNAZZYTAVI (W Kennedy) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. Lay in when placed under pressure over the
concluding stages.

A Goindasamy (PATRICIA) - Issued with a warning for easing the pace when leading passing the 800 metres which
resulted in BERBIZIER and PIZZAZZ having to be restrained off heels.

Following the running of this race connections of the 2" placed horse MAGNETO and the 4™ placed horse PIZZAZZ
viewed Stewards video footage before electing not to proceed with a protest against the winner PATRICIA.

Race 6 ‘ MARSDEN COVE DENTAL MAIDEN 1600

THE IBERIAN (C Lammas) - Slow to begin.

POSITIVE POWER (K Hannan) - Slow to begin.

FOOTLOOSE (E Nicholas) - Reared as the start was effected losing ground. Raced wide without cover throughout.
Rider reported that the gelding felt indifferent in its action during the running. Underwent a post-race veterinary
examination which revealed no abnormalities.

AFTERMATH (H McNeill) - Slow to begin.

RED KNIGHT (J Nishizuka) - Began awkwardly. Steadied off heels approaching the 1200 metres then raced keenly for a
distance.

POZZI VIBE (K Asano) - Over-raced in the early and middle stages. Lay out rounding the final bend.
COSMETIC VIRTUE (T Abel) — Lay out rounding the final bend.
GOOD DAY (M Hashizume) - Rider dropped his left rein which was quickly regathered over the concluding stages.

FELICITY THEN (L Satherley) - Lay out when placed under pressure over the concluding stages.

Race 7 ‘ ONE TREE POINT MOTEL 1400

NIGELLA LANE (W Kennedy) - Reared as the start was effected losing ground. Held up rounding the final bend.
BELLO MIO (J Kamaruddin) - Restrained to obtain cover in the early stages after jumping from an outside barrier.
TANNER (H McNeill) - Crowded at the start. Lay out when placed under pressure near the 200 metres briefly
inconveniencing ASTERIAL with HEART OF ALLADIN improving onto that runner’s heels. H McNeill was advised to

exercise greater care in similar circumstances.

FELLINI (N Hailey) - Contacted leaving the barriers. Raced wide without cover throughout.




ASTERIAL (J Fawcett) - Raced wide in the early stages.

HEART OF ALLADIN (A Lawson-Carroll) - Had to be steadied off the heels of ASTERIAL near the 200 metres when
TANNER lay out when placed under pressure.

Race 8 ‘ WHANGAREI PASSENGER SERVICES 1600

RAVEN (A Goindasamy) - Crowded leaving the barriers losing ground. Held up rounding the final bend. Improved onto
the heels of BOSCH having to be steadied over the concluding stages.

SONOFABUTCHER (W Kennedy) - Slow to begin. Had to be steadied off the heels of FLY MY WEY rounding the final
bend. Held up for clear running until passing the 300 metres. Placed in restricted room near the 200 metres when
runners either side briefly shifted ground. When questioned regarding the performance the rider could offer no
explanation.

ROC DANCER (J Kamaruddin) - Crowded at the start.

DEEP BEAUTY (K Asano) - Slow to begin. When questioned regarding the performance rider reported that the gelding
may have held its breath. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which revealed no abnormalities.

CAMAROSA (E Nicholas) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Raced wide without cover throughout.
FLY MY WEY (K Hannan) - Slow to begin. Steadied off the heels of AQUA MAN passing the 1200 metres.

AQUA MAN (A Lawson-Carroll) — Raced keenly for a distance approaching the 1000 metres having to be steadied off
heels.

VIPER (L Satherley) - Raced wide without cover throughout.

K Hannan (FLY MY WEY) - Issued with a warning after permitting her mount to shift outwards when not fully clear of
SONOFABUTCHER which was steadied off heels passing the 300 metres.
