RACE COMMENTS 

Race 1 WAIMATE RACING CLUB MAIDEN 2200m 



RELENTLESS KAYDEN (D Tait) - Escaped riderless from the start area, galloping for a distance and taking some time to 
be recaptured. RELENTLESS KAYDEN was declared a late scratching by order of Stewards at 10.59 am. As a result the 
start was delayed. 
 
LILITH (C Campbell) - Slow to begin. Lay inwards in the run home and passing the 100 metres brushed with DAME 
COUNTY. 
 
TAVANASIA (J Kamaruddin) - Began awkwardly. Raced keenly in the early stages and then shifted out to improve 
forward to sit outside the leader passing the 1300 metres. 
 
TRUMBY (K Chowdhoory) - Began awkwardly. 
 
AEQUALIS (K Hercock) - Held up rounding the final bend and had to be steadied away from heels near the 450 
metres. 
 

Race 2 GM ACCOUNTING & CONSULTING MAIDEN 1600m 

RICHARD STOMPER (Y Atchamah) - Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination and declared a late scratching on 
veterinary advice at 11.31am after rearing in its barrier and getting its leg over the front of the stalls. Connections 
were advised that RICHARD STOMPER was now on a barrier manners warning. 
 
LOOK AT MEE (D Montes de Oca) - Slow to begin. 
 
SEGA NA LEQA (T Jonker) - Slow to begin. 
 
KEEP IT LOOSE (D Bothamley) - Over raced on a moderate tempo through the early and middle stages and was 
obliged to race three wide without cover throughout. Made contact with O’DUA passing the 150 metres when both 
runners shifted ground. 
 
ECCELLENZA (T Moseley) - Had to be steadied racing into the first turn when racing keenly and continued to race 
keenly through the middle stages. 
 
IN AWE (K Hercock) - Briefly steadied to avoid the heels of O’DUA (K Hannan) passing the 1300 metres. K Hannan was 
advised to exercise greater care. 
 
YOU STAY CLASSY (D Tait) - Steadied when improving onto heels near the 1300 metres and then raced four wide for 
the remainder of the race. Lay out passing the 300 metres. 
 
WEE TADHG (K Kwo) - Improved quickly onto the heels of the runner in front passing the 1150 metres clipping a heel 
and blundering.  
 
LUSCIOUS LOVER (J Fawcett) - Raced in restricted room passing the 300 metres when YOU STAY CLASSY lay outwards 
and SO GRACEFUL lay inwards under pressure. 
 

Race 3 WAIMATE RC LIFE MEMBERS MAIDEN 1200m 

LIT’L ROCK (T Jonker) - Blundered leaving the barriers. Placed in restricted room becoming briefly unbalanced passing 
the 225 metres when DESTINY’S PURPOSE lay inwards before being straightened by its rider. 
 
EYE SPY (C Campbell) - Slow to begin. Made the first bend awkwardly. 
 
ARCHIE BUNKER (C Barnes) - Slow to begin and tailed the field for the majority of the race. 
 



MAXIMUS AUGUSTUS (D Bothamley) - Restrained from a wide draw to obtain cover. 
 
DESTINY’S PURPOSE (B May) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. 
 
INGENIOUS (D Montes de Oca) - Buffeted and briefly unbalanced passing the 225 metres when LIT’L ROCK was taken 
inwards by DESTINY’S PURPOSE and then lay inwards and had to be straightened passing the 150 metres. 
 
BLUEGRASS DIXIE (S Khetoo) - Rider dropped his whip passing the 375 metres. 
 

Race 4 DIANNE GOODEVE OPEN HANDICAP 1200m 

GLOBAL BEAUTY (J Fawcett) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
SILENT BATTLER (K Hannan) - Slow to begin. Raced three wide without cover for the majority of the race. 
 
AORANGI ASSASSIN (T Moseley) - Slow to begin. 
 
CHOKITO (R Beeharry) - Had some trouble obtaining clear running through the middle stages of the run home. 
 

Race 5 LOVERACING.NZ 1600m 

AUTHORITY (K Chowdhoory) - Shifted out at the start crowding GOODANYA which lost ground. Briefly crowded 
passing the 125 metres when HIDALGO lay out under pressure before being straightened by its rider.  
 
GOODANYA (T Jonker) - Crowded at the start losing ground. Steadied passing the 900 metres when placed in 
restricted room.  
 
THE BIG BOSS (C Barnes) - Crowded at the start losing ground. 
 
FLOAT (K Hannan) - Crowded shortly after the start having to steady and shift ground inwards. 
 
CLAUDIUS MAXIMUSS (S Muniandy) - Over raced in the early stages when being restrained to take cover from a wide 
draw. 
 
TYPHOON TIP (K Mudhoo) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. 
 
D Montes de Oca (POWERFUL MOSS) - Issued with a warning after allowing his mount POWERFUL MOSS to shift in 
shortly after the start crowding FLOAT which had to briefly steady. When assessing this matter Stewards took into 
account the Stewards’ footage which proved inconclusive and some outward movement from AUTHORITY. 
 

Race 6 DUNSTAN HORSEFEEDS SOUTH CANTERBURY RACING MAIDEN 1200m 

PONZI PONY (K Kwo) - Began awkwardly shifting in making firm contact with TENGIZ which lost ground as a result. 
 
TENGIZ (K Hercock) - Contacted at the start losing ground. Made the bend near the 900 metres awkwardly getting its 
head up having to be steadied away from heels. Improved quickly onto the heels of MORRIE passing the 200 metres 
having to shift in, with MORRIE then also shifting inwards slightly, with TENGIZ then having to be steadied and shift 
further inwards placing SAUVAGE in restricted room briefly. K Hannan was advised to exercise greater care and 
straighten her mount earlier than she had on this occasion. 
 
NELLIE GREY (J Kamaruddin) - Slow to begin. 
 
CARMENTHISSWEY (T Jonker) - Slow to begin. 
 



ANAFTERNOONDELIGHT (Y Atchamah) - Slow to begin and then raced wide without cover throughout. 
 
BRACERO (D Montes de Oca) - Began awkwardly. Raced wide without cover throughout. Inclined to shift ground 
throughout the run home when racing greenly. 
 
SAUVAGE (C Campbell) - Placed in restricted room passing the 200 metres having to steady. When asked to comment 
on the performance of this favoured runner, the rider advised that although he had been placed in restricted room 
passing the 200 metres having to steady, he felt his runner was beaten at this point and had been disappointing. 
 

Race 7 NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES 1200m 

GLAMOUR (B Rogerson) - Declared a late scratching at 2.18pm on Veterinary advice after being kicked high in the 
right foreleg at the start area.  
 
GARDEN CITY (K Chowdhoory) - Shifted out at the start beginning awkwardly. 
 
RADIANT ROSIE (Y Atchamah) - Slow into stride. 
 
MISS NICO BELLE (C Barnes) - Raced three and four wide without cover throughout. When asked to comment on the 
performance of this favoured runner, the rider advised that the filly had been trapped wide throughout which was 
detrimental to its performance. 
 
MIDNIGHT JANE (T Moseley) - Had to be steadied passing the 900 metres when awkwardly placed on heels, getting 
its head up. 
 
DESTINYS GIRL (T Jonker) - Raced three wide without cover for the majority of the race. 
 
LORNA DOON (D Montes de Oca) - Had some trouble obtaining clear running early in the run home. 
 
WATCH OUT (J Fawcett) - Had some trouble obtaining clear running early in the run home. Lost the off-front plate 
during the running. 
 
PLAY THE FIELD (B May) - Placed in restricted room and was buffeted near the 20 metres when FOREVER BABE shifted 
in before being straightened by its rider. 
 
MISS MIRANDA (K Hercock) - Buffeted and unbalanced passing the 20 metres when FOREVER BABE (K Mudhoo) 
shifted in under pressure, dictating PLAY THE FIELD onto MISS MIRANDA. K Mudhoo was advised to exercise greater 
care and straighten his mount earlier than he had on this occasion. 
 

Race 8 DUNSTAN HORSEFEEDS WAIMATE CUP 1600m 

FRANKIE THE FOX (S Muniandy) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Raced keenly into the first bend having to be 
steadied. When asked to comment on the performance of this favoured runner, the rider advised a combination of 
carrying the top weight and in his opinion the gelding looking for tracks with more moisture in them had led to 
today’s disappointing performance. 
 
RAINMAN (K Mudhoo) - Slow to begin. Got its head up when being briefly steadied passing the 900 metres. 
 
TAKE THE DEEL (B May) - Slow to begin. 
 
CHOUX IN (C Barnes) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. 
 



Following the running of this race rider S Muniandy was attended to by St John Paramedics and stood down from his 
remaining ride in Race 10 suffering from dehydration, being replaced by T Moseley. 
 

Race 9 BOB GOODEVE MEMORIAL 2200m 

EKSTREMEMISS (R Beeharry) - Slow to begin. 
 
RED SUNDAY (K Chowdhoory) - Taken back shortly after the start to obtain cover from the wide draw. 
 
CAPTAIN OUMUAMUA (K Hercock) - Raced wide in the early stages before improving forward to lead passing the 
1500 metres. When asked to comment on the performance of this favoured runner, the rider advised that the gelding 
was looking for tracks with more moisture in them. 
 
VAGUE (K Hannan) - Raced three wide without cover in the early and middle stages. 
 
SPINDLESHANKS (T Jonker) - Raced wide without cover from the 1100 metres. 
 
FIVE PRINCES (Y Atchamah) - Held up by a tiring runner passing the 450 metres. 
 
MADISON ROSE (T Moseley) - Held up rounding the final bend and early in the run home. 
 
YOUNEVERKNOW (C Barnes) - Raced in restricted room early in the run home. 
 
CAGE PHYTA (K Williams) - Rider could offer no tangible excuse for the disappointing performance. 
 

Race 10 THANK YOU PHAR LAP RACEWAY 1600m 

S Blair-Edie (SKYROCKETSINFLIGHT) - Issued with a warning after presenting runner without notified blinkers. 
 
KLEAR THE DECK (K Williams) - Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination after rearing and contacting the roof of 
the plating inspection area, suffering a small abrasion to a nostril, and was cleared to race. 
 
SKYROCKETSINFLIGHT (Y Atchamah) - Slow to begin. 
 
BELLA DORA (B Rogerson) - Slow to begin. 
 
WAIHORA MIST (K Mudhoo) - Raced wide without cover through the early and middle stages. Rider advised this had 
led to a disappointing performance today. 
 
SOMBRA DEAMOR (K Hercock) - Over raced in the early stages. 
 
HOW UNUSUAL (C Campbell) - Had to shift ground on a number of occasions in the run home to find clear running. 
 
SEARCHLIGHT (K Hannan) - When asked to comment on the disappointing performance, rider advised she had been 
taken on in the lead in the early and middle stages which had been detrimental to today’s performance. A post-race 
Veterinary examination did not reveal any obvious abnormality. 
 
J Fawcett (TELLING TALES) - Admitted a charge in that she struck her mount TELLING TALES 6 times (1 more than 
permitted) prior to the 100 metre mark. After considering submissions the Adjudicator imposed a fine of $500.
