RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 ‘ PGG WRIGHTSONS LIVESTOCK 2YO MAIDEN 800m

HIGH HEAVEN (M Hudson) - Began awkwardly, losing ground.

ALLNIGHTER (M McNab) - Jumped away awkwardly. When questioned regarding performance, rider advised the filly
had been unable to quicken when placed under pressure in today’s track conditions.




VOICE OVER (J Chung) - Raced wide without cover throughout.

ROZEL (J Doyle) - Lay inwards under pressure in the straight.

Race 2 ‘ FARMERS TRANSPORT MAIDEN 1200m

The start of this race was delayed approximately 3% minutes due to CHEVAL DE FOUDRE being reluctant to load.

CHEVAL DE FOUDRE (C Carmine) - Connections were advised a barrier warning will be placed on record after taking
some time to load. Slow away.

CHANCELLOR (J Doyle) - Slow away.

CHECKPOINT CHARLIE (K Hercock) - Restrained to obtain cover in the early stages after jumping from the outside
barrier. Inconvenienced near the 300 metres.

FOXANO (J Chung) - Raced three-wide without cover.

LINKIN PARK (L Douglas) - Lay outwards near the 300 metres dictating HAPPIER outwards, inconveniencing
CHECKPOINT CHARLIE.

HAPPIER (J Fawcet) - Dictated outwards 300 metres.

RAREFIED (A Goindasamy) - Blundered when placed in restricted room near the 250 metres.

Race 3 ‘ CARRFIELDS LIVESTOCK/WOOLS OF NEW ZEALAND HANDICAP 1200m

EREBUS (K Hercock) - Trainer reported that the gelding had undergone a wind operation since last racing. Slow away.
Over-raced in the early and middle stages. Briefly held up entering the final straight then being inclined to lay
outwards and was unable to be fully ridden out.

HEY HEY BABY (T Mitchell) - Jumped away awkwardly, making contact with BARONET. Had to change ground to
obtain clear running passing the 200 metres.

BARONET (C Grylls) - Contacted leaving the barriers.

OBADIAH (N Hailey) - Slow away. Placed in restricted room to the inside of BARONET near the 250 metres. Lay
outwards near the 150 metres having to be corrected.

CHAMPAGNES ON ME (J Fawcett) - Had to shift ground to obtain clear running near the 250 metres.

WRITTEN UP (J Chung) - Raced three-wide without cover.

Race 4 l STOCK CO 3YO MAIDEN 1400m

MAGGIES CHOICE (J Doyle) - Slow to begin.

TAVIARMA (M McNab) - Slow to begin. Eased down and retired from the race by its rider passing the 300 metres. M
McNab advised he felt there was something amiss with the filly. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination
which revealed the filly to be 2/5 lame in the left hind leg. A veterinary certificate will be required prior to
TAVIARMA racing next.

SUN AND HEIR (K Hercock) - Checked to avoid the heels of REPUTATION near the 1000 metres.




MISS EMERALD (T Mitchell) - Had to be steadied off the heels of SUN AND HEIR when that runner was checked near
the 1000 metres.

TOA HAKA (N Hailey) - Over-raced in the middle stages, having to shift outwards to avoid heels near the 1000 metres,
then racing three-wide without cover.

J Fawcett (REPUTATION) - Admitted a charge of careless riding in that she permitted her mount REPUTATION to shift
inwards when not sufficiently clear of SUN AND HEIR, which was checked near the 1000 metres. After considering
submissions the Adjudicator imposed a suspension of her licence to ride in races from the conclusion of racing on
Wednesday, 2 August, until the conclusion of racing on Friday, 18 August, 7 national riding days.

Race 5 l WAIROA WANDERERS/KEN BROWNE LIVESTOCK MAIDEN 1650m

AL MALIK (M McNab) - Failed to respond when placed under pressure prior to entering the home straight and was
not persevered with. M McNab had no excuse. A post-race veterinary examination did not reveal any abnormality.

ZIPPILLY (L Douglas) - Slow away. Lay outwards rounding the bend, running wide.
GOTTA GINGA (M Hudson) - Steadied going into the first turn when in restricted room.

RHODESIAN (J Doyle) - Raced three-wide without cover.

Race 6 ‘ STEPHENSON TRANSPORT HANDICAP 1650m

DARWIN (J Chung) - Jumped away awkwardly then blundered shortly after the start hampering THE FIRST LINK.

THE FIRST LINK (L Douglas) - Hampered shortly after leaving the barriers losing ground.

GET LIT (M McNab) - Checked near the 1400 metres.

K Hercock (GOHUGO) - Admitted a charge of careless riding in that she permitted GOHUGO to shift inwards when not
sufficiently clear of GET LIT, which was checked going into the bend near the 1400 metres. After considering

submissions the Adjudicator imposed a suspension of her licence to ride in races from the conclusion of racing on
Sunday, 23 July, until the conclusion of racing on Saturday, 29 July, 4 national riding days.

Race 7 ‘ ROSS DYER LIVESTOCK HANDICAP 2200m

CALL ME JACK (T Taiaroa) - Jumped away awkwardly hampering WHITEOUT.
WHITEOUT (A Goindasamy) - Hampered leaving the barriers.

KING KHAN (M Hudson) - Raced wide for the majority of the event. Inclined to shift ground under pressure in the
final straight.

Race 8 | CARPET KING HB MAIDEN 2100m

EVIDENTLY (N Hailey) - Slow to begin. Improved onto the heels of SIR GODFREY and blundered badly near the 400
metres. Also hampered was AFTERALLTHISTIME. N Hailey was shown footage of his ride in the presence of senior
rider M McNab for educational purposes.

GALILEO INVADER (J Doyle) - Raced three-wide without cover.

AFTERALLTHISTIME (L Sutherland) - Hampered 400 metres.
